1 PRINCIPAL TERMS

All elements in this handbook are subject to additional requirements that could be requested by any specific health requirement, if applicable.

1.1 SCOPE OF APPLICATION

The FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Handbook sets out the operational responsibilities and information for the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers (the Competition) and shall be used in conjunction with the FIBA General Statutes, FIBA Internal Regulations, the
Official Basketball Rules, other rules and regulations, directions, policy and/or protocol, circular letters, guidelines, and decisions of FIBA
(together “FIBA Regulatory Framework”).

1.2 GOVERNING FIBA REGULATIONS AND DOCUMENTATION

In particular, without limitation, the Competition shall be governed by the following key documents:

e FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Handbook and all specific manuals (TV, Marketing and other relevant manuals
to be produced at a later stage): these documents shall be the final binding publications related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

e Further circular letters related to the Competition, as issued by FIBA.
e The health requirements protocols (if applicable) for FIBA Competitions (“Protocol” or “Protocols”).

e FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form: this document shall confirm the final registration and
acceptance by the National Member Federations to abide with the FIBA Regulatory Framework and all other documents related to the
Competition.

Note: Only venues registered by FIBA shall be entitled to host FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers games.

1.3 ADMISSION CRITERIA AND PROCEDURE

In order to participate in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, all National Member Federations shall fulfill all requirements and provide all relevant
forms in due time.

By registering for the competition, National Member Federations agree to adhere to and respect all obligations and requirements provided in the
FIBA Regulatory Framework and all other documents governing the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

Entry criteria and procedures are outlined in Section 3 — Registration.

1.4 REGISTRATION PROCESS AND TIMELINES

In order to take partin the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, each National Member Federation shall provide all relevant forms required and
complete the relevant registration in due time.

1. In order to participate in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, National Member Federations shall:
e Provide FIBA with the signed FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form.
e Register all venues in which games shall be played.

National Member Federations shall respect the following deadlines:

21 July 2023 Deadline for National Member Federations to submit to FIBA the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form
21 July 2023 Deadline for the National Member Federations to have a minimum of one (1) game venue and two (2) hotels registered

8 August 2023 FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Draw

For specific cases, where a draw is expected to be scheduled on a different date than previously mentioned, the National Federations shall
provide the relevant signed Registration Forms thirty (30) days before the relevant draw.

2. Administrative information
Each National Member Federation shall provide by the relevant deadlines:

e Contact details of the Game Director, Marketing Manager, Media Officer, TV Coordinator, Safety and Security Coordinator, Medical
Coordinator, etc.;

e Shipping address where items shall be sent;



e Logo of the National Member Federation in high quality and .png format;
e Colour of uniforms (light and dark to be worn during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and preferred home jersey colour);

e Ftc.

1.5 REGISTRATION OF NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATIONS

1.5.1 NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATION REGISTRATION FORM AND PUBLIC AUTHORITIES GURRANTEES

In order to participate in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, National Member Federations shall provide FIBA with the duly completed and signed
FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form (see ) and all requested Public Authorities
Guarantees.

The FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form contains the General Requirements, Forfeit and Withdrawal
Notice, Commercial Rights Notice, National Member Federation Qbligations, venues registered and approved by FIBA, insurance matters and
Public Authorities Support and Guarantees as well as other aspects.

In order to ensure the success of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and to guarantee the full participation of all the teams, the National Member
Federation shall ensure the full support of the relevant state authorities in its country for the following areas:

i. Institutional and financial support from the Public Authorities
ii. Venue availability

iii. Facilitation in issuing entry and exit visas for Visiting National Member Federations and all participants (FIBA Referees, FIBA Technical
Delegates and other FIBA Game Officials)

iv. Free import and export of all necessary materials and equipment (if possible)
v. Guarantee of security for all participants
vi. Health care (including doping controls)

FIBA requests the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form to be signed by the National Member
Federation.

FIBA shall receive the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federation Registration Form by the specified deadlines in the relevant
regulations and circulars and no later than thirty (30) days before the relevant draw.

1.6 DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTICIPATING NATIONAL MEMBER
FEDERATIONS

The National Member Federations, their Participants, Spectators and other Person subject to the jurisdiction of FIBA, are bound by, recognise and
deemed to be familiar with the FIBA Regulatory Framework (See also FIBA Internal Regulations Book 1, Chapter 5).

The National Member Federations shall prepare their National Team in the best way possible to participate in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers
and shall use best efforts to adequately prepare their staff to the very best of their abilities for all of the relevant organisational tasks for each
home game in order to attain the best possible results.

FIBA will assist National Member Federations through different programmes aimed at developing their organisational and promotional capacities.

The Host National Member Federation has the right to propose any measures deemed necessary for the success of the organisation of their home
games. Furthermore, the Host National Member Federation must work closely and efficiently with all concerned government authorities at
national, regional and/or local level as well as with FIBA, and is responsible for the organisation of the home games.

All National Member Federations which are hosting a FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers game shall respect and apply the guidelines established in
the FIBA Official Basketball Rules, in relation with the Appendix “Basketball Equipment”.

FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers games shall only be held in venues that meet the minimum requirements as provided in the Official Basketball
Rules and in this document, using FIBA-approved technical equipment, the licensing rights of which belong to FIBA (floorings, backboards and
backboard supports, shot clock, scoreboards including game clocks, balls, etc.).

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for ensuring the proper maintenance and functioning of all equipment and facilities used for
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

1.7 LEGAL PROVISION

This FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federations’ Handbook is governed by and shall be construed in accordance with Swiss
law, without regard to its conflict of law rules.



Save for any sanitary measures (if applicable) ase of discrepancy or conflict between the provisions of this Handbook and the FIBA Internal
Regulations, the latter shall prevail.

FIBA reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to amend from time to time the provisions of this Handbook and inform of such amendments the
National Member Federations in writing or by way of publishing on

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2 COMPETITION MATTERS

2.1 COMPETITION OVERVIEW

The FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers serve to qualify the teams taking part in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025.

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, thirty-two (32) National Member Federations, will compete in home and away games to qualify twenty-
four (24) teams (including the Host country(ies)).

GENERAL CONCEPT

In order to qualify for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025, all National Member Federations will have to participate. The winners of the previous EuroBasket
shall not automatically qualify for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025.

Thirty-two (32) National Member Federations will play the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

The remaining National Member Federations shall register for FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers games and compete in order to be
promoted to the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers which will start in November 2025.

Qualification for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers shall be based on the sporting results of the National Member Federations according to the
respective qualification processes from the previous cycle 2021-2023.

The final line-up of the twenty-four (24) teams that qualify for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 will be as follows:
e The four (4) Host(s): Cyprus, Finland, Latvia and Poland
e Twenty (20) additional teams from the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers

The teams not qualified to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 will join the Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers second round and compete to qualify for
the Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers starting in November 2025.

Group games are played on round robin basis, with each team playing the other teams in its group twice, once at home and once away.

2.2 CONCEPT OVERVIEW

2.2.1 FIBA CALENDAR

The games of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers will take place within the official FIBA Windows, as per the FIBA International Competitions
Calendar, FIBA Regulations and official website.

The official dates of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers Windows are:
FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS WINDOWS

e Window 1: from 19 to 27 February 2024

e Window 2: from 18 November to 26 November 2024

e Window 3: from 17 to 25 February 2025

Each Window shall include two (2) Game Days as per the table below.

2.2.2 WINDOWS CONCEPT

The FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Windows will be starting from Monday until the Tuesday of the following week.



In order to have the maximum exposure for all stakeholders, teams will play on Thursday and Sunday or Friday and Monday. An equal number of
games shall be played on each day, taking into account the interests of fans, broadcasters and of the competition itself across the Windows.

2.2.3 TIP-OFF TIMES OF THE GAMES

The tip-off times will also be set in a structured way in order to maximize exposure. For consistency the tip-off times will be either at an early time
slot (circa 18.00-19.00) or at a later time (circa 20.00-21.00) for weekdays and afternoons and evenings for those games played on a Sunday. Final
timings, finalized by FIBA, will take into account both the interest of fans and broadcasting schedule. An equal number of games shall be played on
each day.

2.3 COMPETITION FORMAT

FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS AND FIBA BASKETBALL WORLD CUP 2027 PRE-QUALIFIERS

PARTICIPATION

a. Allregistered national men’s teams from Europe shall play home and away games in the windows for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

b. Thirty-two (32) teams, the twenty-four (24) teams from FIBA Basketball World Cup 2023 Qualifiers Second Round plus the eight (8) teams
qualified from the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Pre-Qualifiers, shall play the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, and the remaining teams shall play in the
FIBA Basketball World Cup 2023 European Pre-Qualifiers. The four (4) hosts, Cyprus, Finland, Latvia and Poland, shall play the FIBA EuroBasket
2025 Qualifiers.

COMPETITION SYSTEM

c. The following competition systems shall be applied for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.
d. FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers:
i. The games shall be played in the windows defined in the FIBA International Competitions Calendar.

ii. For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, the thirty-two (32) teams shall be divided into eight (8) groups of four (4) teams (A, B, C, D, E, F, G and
H). Each team shall play home and away games against the other teams in its group (a total of six (6) games per team).

The three (3) highest-placed teams from each group, except the group(s) which includes the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Hosts, shall qualify for the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025. For the group containing the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Hosts, the Hosts and the two (2) other highest placed teams shall qualify for
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025.

iii. All those twenty-four (24) teams shall play the following FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers starting in November 2025.

iv. The teams placed fourth in each group shall play the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers Second Round taking place in the
Summer 2025.

e. FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers First Round
i. The games shall be played in the windows in February 2024, November 2024 and February 2025.

ii. For the FIBA Baskethall World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers, the remaining registered teams which are not playing the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers, shall be divided into groups of four (4) or three (3) teams. Each team shall play home and away games against the other teams in its
group (a total of six (6) or four (4) games for each team).

The four (4) highest-placed teams shall qualify for the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers Second Round to be played in Summer 2025.

The remaining teams shall not play any further in the qualification and shall play the FIBA EuroBasket 2029 Pre-Qualifiers during the FIBA
Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers cycle.

f. FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers Second Round

i. All teams which did not qualify for the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers through the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers (total of eight (8)
teams) and the four (4) highest-placed teams qualified from the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers First Round shall be divided into
four (4) groups of three (3). Each team shall play home and away games against the other teams in its group (a total of four (4) games per team). If
home and away games cannot be organised for logistical reasons, the affected groups shall play in tournaments hosted by one (1) of the
participating teams according to the specific competition system approved by FIBA.

The best two (2) placed team from each group (a total of eight (8) teams) shall play in the following FIBA Baskethall World Cup 2027 Qualifiers.



The remaining teams shall not play any further in the qualification and shall play the FIBA EuroBasket 2029 Pre-Qualifiers during the FIBA
Basketball World Cup 2027 Qualifiers cycle.

24 FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS" DRAW

The draw of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers shall take place on 8 August 2023.

Information related to the draw will be sent to the National Member Federations by way of a circular letter, at least one month before the draw is
due to take place.

This circular letter will contain the key information such as:
e Date, time and place of the Draw
e |nvitation of the National Member Federation representatives
e Financial and Logistical information
e Programme for the Draw

Procedure for the Draw

The invited National Member Federations shall confirm their participation, their official representatives and all necessary logistical information
three (3) weeks before the Draw.

The FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers draws, will be organised in due time and participating National Member Federations will be
informed accordingly.

2.5 FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS" SCHEDULE

The final schedule of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers shall be published by the end of August 2023.
No changes should be made to the dates and pairings of the games after the publication of the schedule.

In exceptional circumstances and as per FIBA Internal Regulations Book 2 Article 10, FIBA may decide/need to change dates or times at any time
and shall inform the relevant National Member Federations accordingly with sufficient notice before the game is due to be played.

In addition, FIBA may accept exceptional requests made by National Member Federations to change the date and time of a game.

FIBA reserves the right, to change the date and/or tip off times of specific games to ensure that teams that are in direct competition for a
qualification spot play their decisive games at the same time.

2.6 PAIRINGS OF THE GAMES

For the pairing, games shall follow the principles of the Berger System and, with a group of four (4) teams 1, 2, 3 and 4, shall be played as follow:

e Window 1 - Game Day 1 pairings: 1vs4/2vs 3

Window 1 - Game Day 2 pairings: 3vs 1/4vs 2

Window 2 — Game Day 3 pairings: 1vs 2/3vs 4

Window 2 — Game Day 4 pairings: 2vs 1/ 4 vs 3

Window 3 — Game Day 5 pairings: 4vs 1/3vs 2

Window 3 — Game Day 6 pairings: 1vs 3/2vs 4
For FIBA Baskethall World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers, the Berger System shall be used in order to guarantee fairness among teams.

For games involving teams from the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and teams from the FIBA Basketball World Cup 2027 Pre-Qualifiers, the
Berger System shall likewise be used as well.

For groups of three (3) teams (1, 2 and 3), the pairings should be as follow:

Game Day 1: 1 vs 2 — Rest day for 3

Game Day 2: 2 vs 3 — Rest day for 1

Game Day 3: 3vs 1 —Rest day for 2

Game Day 4: 2 vs 1 — Rest day for 3

Game Day 5: 3 vs 2 — Rest day for 1



e Game Day 6: 1vs 3 —Rest day for 2

2.7 FRIENDLY GAMES

National Member Federations may decide to organise friendly games before, during or after the Windows. Nomination of Game Officials for these
games shall be done by FIBA as per protocol provided by FIBA (if applicable).

Friendly games organised during an Official FIBA International Window fall under the responsibility of the National Member Federations
concerned. In this case, clubs are obliged to release Players summoned to play for their National Team when such request has been made
according to the FIBA Internal Regulations Book 3.

However, National Member Federations are not entitled to use any official imagery or branding related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers to
promote those games.

For the avoidance of doubt, any commercial rights relating to the organisation of friendly games belong to the National Member Federations in
their entirety.

For friendly games, broadcasting (TV) rights shall be directly negotiated between the National Member Federation and the Host Broadcaster of
their choice.

Friendly games organised outside of an Official FIBA international Window also fall under the responsibility of the National Member Federations
concerned. In this case, National Member Federations cannot force clubs to release Players.

National Member Federations are not entitled to use any official imagery or marks related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers to promote those
games.

2.8 COMPETITION GENERAL PROVISIONS

2.8.1 GENERAL PRINCIPLES

All games will be played in accordance with the current Official Basketball Rules.

2.8.2 VENUE AND EQUIPMENT

National Member Federations shall fulfil all requirements related to the venue and the Basketball Equipment as outlined in
. All technical equipment shall conform to the rules and be available at the venue in good working order.

2.8.3 BALLS

Only Molten basketballs provided by FIBA shall be used during the games and the practice sessions.

2.8.4 SCORESHEET

Only the FIBA Digital Scoresheet software shall be used as the official scoresheet for all games of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

2.8.5 GAME STATISTICS

Only FIBA Livestats shall be used for the collection of game statistics.

2.8.6 COMPOSITION OF TEAMS

Team Delegations shall consist of a maximum of thirty (30) members (including President and Secretary General) as per FIBA Internal Regulations
and Section 3 of this Handbook.

A minimum of ten (10) and a maximum of twelve (12) Players, names shall be listed on the scoresheet. These Players must be present at the
beginning of the game. A minimum of two (2) Coaches (one (1) of whom must be the Head Coach) shall be listed on the scoresheet.

2.8.7 TEAM BENCHES

A maximum of twenty-one (21) Members of the Team Delegation will have access to the court. Team benches shall have sixteen (16) seats
available as per the Official Basketball Rules.

A dedicated and secure area, in the tribunes, if possible close to the respective team bench, shall be provided to the remaining accredited
accompanying Team Delegation Members not entitled to have access to the court. These (up to seven (7)) seats shall be granted from the ticket
allocation of the Visiting team, unless otherwise agreed with the Host National Member Federation and two (2) VIP accesses for the President and
Secretary General.

2.8.8 PLAYING UNIFORMS

Playing uniforms must conform to the Official Basketball Rules and to the FIBA Internal Regulations.



2.9 PRACTICE SESSIONS

The Host National Member Federation shall provide access to the game venue for practice to the Visiting National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federation shall propose two (2) practice sessions to the Visiting National Member Federation:
e 0One (1) practice session of ninety (90) minutes on the day before the game and at the same time as the tip-off time of the game.

e One (1) practice session of sixty (60) minutes on the morning of the game, with a start not earlier than 09.00am and no later than 11.00am.
The Host National Member Federation shall make the game venue accessible as requested.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide twelve (12) official Basketballs of the same brand and model as those used for the game and
provided by FIBA for the duration of each practice session.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide medical services and an ambulance as well as adequate security.

Additional practice sessions shall be discussed between the two National Member Federations. Additional costs arising from practice session
requests shall be borne by the Visiting National Member Federation (except for costs related to drinking water) unless an agreement is reached
between the two National Member Federations.

The Host National Member Federation shall then make every effort to allow the Visiting National Member Federation to have additional practice
sessions in the game venue. If this is not possible, the Host National Member Federation shall propose an alternative venue with appropriate
standards and adequate security measures for the Visiting National Member Federation.

Additional information related to the practice venue set up can be found in the
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3 ELIGIBILITY, TEAM UNIFORMS, INSURANCE AND TECHNICAL MEETING

3.1 ELIGIBILITY AND REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS, COACHES AND ACCOMPANYING
TEAM DELEGATION MEMBERS

3.11 TEAM DELEGATION

The Team Delegation is composed of Players, Coaches and Accompanying Team Delegation Members.
One (1) of the Team Delegation Members shall be a certified medical doctor, acting as the team Doctor.
Other Accompanying Team Delegation Members are defined in the FIBA Internal Regulations or specific protocol if applicable.

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and as per FIBA Internal Regulations Book 2, the Host National Member Federation shall allocate a
maximum of twenty-eight (28) accreditations to each Team Delegation, but only twenty-one (21) of them will have access to the playing court.

The remaining team delegation Members not having access to the playing court (up to seven (7)) shall leave the playing court starting from team
presentation until the end of the game and shall be seated in a participant tribune close to their team bench.

Players, Coaches and Accompanying Team Delegation Members shall be registered according to the relevant articles of the FIBA Internal
Regulations Book 3.

In addition, the Host shall allocate two (2) accreditations/VIP passes with access to the team areas, VIP tribune and hospitality area to each Team
Delegation.

The registration should, in principle, be as follows:

3.1.2 REGISTRATION IN FIBA MAP

The FIBA Management & Administration Platform (FIBA MAP online tool) shall be used for the registration of Players/Coaches/Accompanying
Team Delegation Members.

The National Member Federations must register their Players/Coaches/Accompanying Team Delegation Members online in the FIBA MAP; this
can be done at any time (in accordance with the relevant articles in the FIBA Internal Regulations) by entering all mandatory personal data and by
uploading the required eligibility documents to the system.

Once the process is completed, the National Member Federations will be able to submit their Players/Coaches/Accompanying Persons’ data
online to FIBA for validation. Should the entered data and/or uploaded documents be incomplete, FIBA will not approve the respective FIBA
license and FIBA MAP will not allow the National Member Federations to add the respective Team Delegation Members in the Team Delegation
Roster.

3.13 PRELIMINARY TEAM DELEGATION ROSTER

For each Window, National Member Federations shall submit a Preliminary Team Delegation Roster in FIBA MAP. Online registration will be
opened sixty (60) days and will then be closed seven (7) days before the start of a Window.

Qualifiers Windows 1st Day of the Window FIBA MAP Closure

National Member Federations will be entitled to register a maximum of twenty-four (24) Players, up to ten (10) Coaches, as well as up to twenty
(20) Accompanying Team Delegation Members for each Window including a minimum of one (1) Team Doctor.

Only Players/Coaches/Accompanying Team Delegation Members validated and approved in FIBA MAP by FIBA for the respective national team
will be eligible for the respective Window.

The Preliminary Team Delegation Roster will be published on the FIBA official website exclusively after an official announcement from the
respective National Member Federation. Following an official communication from the National Member Federation, FIBA will display the roster on
the team page.

However, if no announcement is made by the aforementioned deadline for closure of the FIBA MAP, the Preliminary Team Delegation Roster
entered in MAP will be displayed on the FIBA official website

3.14 FINAL TEAM DELEGATION ROSTER



The Final Team Delegation Roster shall be composed of the following persons:

e Minimum of ten (10) and a maximum of twelve (12) Players out of the twenty-four (24) Players validated and approved by FIBA for the
respective Window as per above in the Preliminary Team Delegation Roster.

e Minimum of two (2) (one of whom must be the Head Coach) out of the ten (10) Coaches respectively validated and approved for the respective
Window as per above in the Preliminary Team Delegation Roster;

e Additional Accompanying Team Delegation Members out of the twenty (20) Accompanying Team Delegation Members validated and
approved for the respective Window as per above in The Preliminary Team Delegation Roster as follows:
e Minimum of one (1) Team Doctor.

e QOther Accompanying Team Delegation Members in compliance with the maximum number of persons permitted in the Final Team
Delegation Roster.

o For clarification, Players and/or Coaches validated and approved by FIBA on the Preliminary Team Delegation Roster, and not declared
as a Player or a Coach on the Final Team Delegation Roster can be selected as an Accompanying Team Delegation Members on the
Final Team Delegation Roster but will not be entitled to play (for a Player) or to coach.

Each National Team may register a maximum of twenty-one (21) persons who will have access to the playing court per game.

The Final Team Delegation Rosters are valid for the respective game of the Window and cannot be modified once submitted to the FIBA Technical
Delegate.

National Member Federations may choose different Team Delegation Members for games in the same Window. However, all of them must be on
the validated and approved Preliminary Team Delegation Roster of twenty-four (24) Players, ten (10) Coaches and twenty (20) Accompanying Team
Delegation Members for the respective Window.

The above procedure applies to all the games in each Window. National Member Federations may register an entirely new Preliminary Team
Delegation Roster for each Window.

For each game, the teams shall consist of a minimum of ten (10) Players, physically ready to play, and a maximum of twelve (12) Players; their
names shall be listed on the scoresheet. These Players must be present at the beginning of the game. If a team arrives with less than ten (10)
Players physically ready to play, it will be subject to an administrative fine as per FIBA Internal Regulations.

3.2 PLAYERS RELEASE

Please note that a Player’s availability for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers must be requested by the respective National Member Federation in
a communication to the National Member Federation or club with which the Player is registered at least thirty (30) days before the first day of the
relevant Window as per

3.3 INSURANCE MATTERS

3.3.1 RESPONSIBILITIES OF FIBA
PLAYERS

FIBA will provide all the Players participating in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers with a Temporary Total Disablement (hereon TTD) insurance
coverage to protect their annual salary in case of accidents. TTD protection will operate 24/7, during the whole stay of the Players with their
National Team, protecting them from accidents occurring during practice, games and travel to and from the venues (exceptions will be included in
the insurance policy’s terms and conditions).

With regard to the Players without a signed contract for the following season (Free Agents), FIBA will insure the amount of their last officially
registered (with basketball authorities) annual salary. FIBA will also insure the amount of the College Players’ scholarship.

The TTD coverage will be in place for the period of the International Window. The insurance policy’s terms and conditions, and all the necessary
information regarding the insurance programme, will be available on

National Member Federations shall register their Players on the dedicated insurance platform, providing all requested information. Access and
guidelines to use the platform will be provided by FIBA at the latest one month prior to the start of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

Only Players registered on the FIBA MAP - insurance section will be insured as specified above.

GAME OFFICIALS
FIBA shall provide a travel insurance and insure the following FIBA Game Officials appointed by the respective FIBA Regional Office against
accidents and injuries during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers:

o The Referees

e The FIBA Technical Delegates

e Any other nominated FIBA Game Officials and/or FIBA Representatives

3.3.2 RESPONSIBILITIES OF NATIONAL FEDERATIONS

Each National Member Federation is responsible throughout the Competition as well as during the travel to and from the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers for ensuring the provision of adequate health insurance to cover all its Team Delegation Members and any other persons carrying out
duties on its behalf against all risks, including but not limited to injury, accident, disease and travel risks in consideration of the relevant
regulations. Sport injuries occurring during the game or practice shall be covered by a FIBA specific insurance as mentioned in

3.3.3 RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE HOST NATIONAL FEDERATIONS

The Host National Member Federations are obliged to ensure, at their cost, that medical care is available at the venues (competition and practice
venues, hotels, etc.) for all Team Delegation Members of both National Member Federations participating in a game and FIBA Game Officials. This
includes medical care for any accidents which may occur during local transportation arranged by the Host National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federations must carry civil responsibility (third party liability) insurance covering all participants and spectators, for
all accidents which are the result of poor organisation such as faulty fittings, equipment and stands, security within the precincts of the venue, for
all accidents in the venue, in particular for accidents attributable to the Host National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federations must carry appropriate event cancellation insurance.

3.4 TEAM UNIFORMS

3.4.1 UNIFORMS
GENERAL PROVISIONS

The participating National Member Federations shall respect the provisions of the Official Basketball Rules and FIBA Internal Regulations Book 2
regarding advertising on the team uniforms.

For the sake of clarity, taking into account the IOC’s guidelines for sports organisations on sponsorship, the following alternative conditions apply
in order to approve a betting company as a sponsor (in the event that the betting company do not raise any integrity concern to FIBA):

e The Betting Company shall be a member of the IBIA (International Betting Integrity Association)
Or

e The Betting Company shall be a member of IBIS (IOC Integrity Betting Intelligence System)

Or

e The Betting Company shall be a member of GLMS/ULIS (Global Lottery Monitoring System/ united lotteries for integrity in sports)

FIBA may request National Members Federations to provide the relevant documentation evidencing the affiliation of the contemplated sponsor(s)
(linked to the betting industry) with one of the aforementioned entities.

For the sake of clarity, we remind you that it is the National Member Federations’ responsibility to also respect any applicable laws as per article
2-71 of the FIBA Internal Regulations:

“During FIBA Competitions, participating National Member Federations are solely responsible for ensuring that their uniforms respect all laws
applicable to the place of the Competition. For the avoidance of doubt, in giving approval pursuant to articles 2-67 and 2-68, FIBA does not
guarantee compliance with applicable laws and accepts no liability whatsoever in that regard.”

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, FIBA offers to each National Member Federation the right to choose the colour of the uniform to be worn
for home games. National Member Federations shall indicate in the relevant form or system provided by FIBA the colour of their uniforms (light and
dark) and specify the selected colour for home games. National Member Federations are entitled to change the colour of uniform for their next
home game, provided that they submit this information to FIBA at the latest thirty (30) days before the window and obtain FIBA approval.

Visiting National Member Federations shall adapt to the Host National Member Federation and use the opposite colour combination (light uniform
if Host National Member Federation uses dark uniform, dark uniform if Host National Member Federation uses light uniform). In order to avoid
clashes of colours, Visiting National Member Federations are always requested to travel with their home and alternative uniforms.

The information related to the uniform to be worn by teams will be provided by FIBA before the start of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and re-
confirmed at the latest two (2) weeks before the start of each Window. All teams shall comply.

Should FIBA consider that a clash of colours is likely, FIBA may decide upon the colours of each team.

If the Visiting National Member Federation travels with the wrong colour of uniform, the Host National Member Federation shall then play with the
alternative team uniform. However, the Visiting National Member Federation shall be fined (amount to be decided by the FIBA Disciplinary Panel)
and may be subject to an additional penalty to the amount which can be of the actual and documented commercial losses that may arise for the
Host National Member Federation.

TEAM UNIFORM APPROVAL

At least thirty (30) days prior to each Window, National Member Federations must submit, for FIBA approval, a drawing/design of the complete
uniform set which will be worn for the entire Window. The team uniforms to be worn by the team for the Window shall be identical to the
submitted drawing/design.

As of the second Window, if a National Member Federation does not submit a new drawing/design of its uniforms in due time, FIBA shall consider
the latest approved team uniform set to remain valid for all following games. This applies until a new drawing/design is submitted.

Failure to meet the respective deadline shall result in an administrative fine as per the FIBA Internal Regulations.

COACHES AND TEAM DELEGATION UNIFORMS

Coaches and Team Delegation Uniforms are regulated by the . Guidelines will be provided in due time.

3.4.2 EVENT BADGE AND WINNERS' BADGE

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, FIBA will provide the "Event badge" to be worn by each participating National Member Federation. This
badge shall be applied on uniforms worn by players during the Competition and applied as per the FIBA instructions.

The National Member Federation holding the FIBA EuroBasket title shall wear a specific winners’ badge to highlight, commemorate and underline
their achievement during the previous FIBA EuroBasket. Such badge shall be provided by FIBA and worn on the specific location designated by
FIBA in lieu of the FIBA Event Badge. It may be requested to implement the FIBA Event Badge in lieu of the country badge/symbol as per the

3.5 TECHNICAL MEETING

FIBA shall invite each Head of Team Delegation (as designated by the National Member Federations) for the Technical Meeting at the latest one
(1) week before the relevant Window.

The Technical Meeting shall take place at the venue of the game, after both practice sessions on Game Day -1. The purpose of the Technical
Meeting is to enable FIBA to brief the two teams on all game procedures and requirements, make the necessary verifications and collect the Final
Team Delegation Rosters.

Both National Member Federations shall confirm the practice schedule to FIBA at the latest one (1) week before the relevant Window. FIBA may
decide to change the Technical Meeting time, if agreed by both National Member Federations, if needed (change of practice time, travel delays,
etc.)

The invitation to the Technical Meeting shall provide the following information:

e Date, time and location of the Technical Meeting;

e Minimum two (2) Coaches (one of whom must be the Head Coach)

e Additional Accompanying Team Delegation Members (including a minimum on one (1) Team Doctor in accordance with the
maximum number of persons permitted on the Final Team Delegation Roster
e Passports of all the Team Delegation Members (Players / Coaches / Team Doctor /Accompanying Staff) who will appear on the Final
Roster;

e One FIBA pre-approved sample of the Payers’ uniform set (colours as per those provided by FIBA, see Section 3.6), the warm-up shirts,
the tracksuits and accessories to be worn by the players;

e The collective Entry Form in the Final Team Delegation Roster form (to be printed by each participating team before the Technical
Meeting. The form shall be duly signed by the entire delegation including Players, Coaches and Accompanying Team Delegation
Members (including the Team Doctor).

For the Technical Meeting, the Host National Member Federation shall provide the following:
e One (1) meeting room at the venue of the game, equipped with tables and chairs for a minimum of ten (10) persons;

e |Internet access via Wi-Fi (and one (1) cabled connections to the network for the FIBA Technical Delegate if required);

One photocopier;

Refreshments during the Technical Meeting (water, coffee, tea);
e Transportation to/from the Technical Meeting for the individuals set out below if not already in the venue.

The following individuals shall attend the Technical Meeting:

Three (3) representatives of each Team Delegation (ideally the Head of the Delegation, the Team Manager and the Media Officer (if possible);

FIBA Technical Delegate;

FIBA Broadcast Operations and Venue Manager;

FIBA Liaison Officer;

Game Director;

Venue Manager;

The Safety and Security Coordinator; and

Additional staff with relevant specific responsibilities (related to health care, security, etc.).
The Technical Meeting will be chaired by the FIBA Technical Delegate.

The FIBA Technical Delegate will verify the Team Delegation Members’ passports, the signed Final Team Delegation Roster form, the Player’s
uniform, the accessories and all other elements he thinks is in the interest of the competitions to be checked.

Only Players and Team Delegation Members who have signed the Final Team Delegation Roster form will be entitled to access the game on the
following day.

Once the Technical Meeting is declared closed, no changes to the composition of the teams (twelve (12) Players and other Team Delegation
Members) can be made at any time and the confirmed team rosters will be officially made known to the public.
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4 MEDICAL AND DOPING CONTROL MATTERS

4.1 MEDICAL SERVICES

Host National Member Federations will be required to provide access to the following medical services and assistance. Please note that any
services outside the venue (i.e. doctor, hospital, etc.) are on a “user pays” basis.

Medical Facilities information can be found in the

MEDICAL SERVICES

The Host National Member Federation shall guarantee a comprehensive medical service for all participants. The Host National Member
Federation shall provide the following information to the Visiting National Member Federation and FIBA Game Officials:
e Accessto a 24-hour on call doctor to provide medical assistance to the participants (Team Delegations and FIBA Game Officials);

e The attention to any kind of injury that may occur during the game and practice and transportation to the hospital;

e The presence of an ambulance and at least two (2) paramedics during the games (and practice sessions where an ambulance cannot
respond within fifteen (15) minutes after emergency call unless restricted by local laws and after approval of the FIBA Medical Commission).
Paramedics and First Aid Personnel shall be located in a clearly visible and easily accessible area;

e The provision of written information about health care services available from arrival until departure of the Visiting National Member
Federation and FIBA Game Officials;

e The provision of other information concerning health care issues and financial responsibilities to the Visiting National Member Federation,
either in writing or during the Technical Meeting.

The Host National Member Federation shall fill-in the dedicated Medical Care Information Sheet ( ) and send it back to the relevant
FIBA Regional Office, at least two (2) weeks before the start of the Window and provide a copy to the visiting Team Doctor.

The Host National Member Federation must follow strictly the “Emergency Action Plan” ( ) in case of medical or other emergencies.
This document shall be communicated to the Medical Coordinator and the Medical Doctor.

STAFFING

MEDICAL COORDINATOR

A Host National Member Federation medical coordinator shall be appointed and be readily contactable before each Window by FIBA and the
Visiting National Member Federation and be on site during the Window.

MEDICAL DOCTOR

Each Host National Member Federation is responsible for providing a registered medical doctor at each game and who can be accessed at other
times while visiting. They must introduce themselves to the Visiting National Member Federation and visiting Team Doctor when the team arrives
and before the game and inform the FIBA Technical Delegate of where they will be seated during the game. The medical doctor is responsible for
assisting the visiting team through their Team Doctor and visiting FIBA Game Officials attending the game. Contact details of the Medical Doctor
shall be provided at the latest during the Technical Meeting.

AMBULANCE STAND-BY AREA

An ambulance stand-by area must be located close to the playing court and the First Aid Room. One (1) dedicated ambulance with qualified staff
must be available for all games. An ambulance shall also be available for all practice sessions and must be located close to the practice court. If
local law doesn't not allow to have the ambulance on standby for practice sessions, the National Member Federation shall make sure that an
ambulance is available on call in less than fifteen (15) minutes.

Another ambulance shall be made available and dedicated to the spectators during the duration of the game and shall be accessible easily from
the seating positions inside the arena.

4.2 DOPING CONTROLS

All Players participating in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers will be required to submit to doping control (in or out-of-competition) if requested.
Doping controls may be carried out before and during the duration of the Window. The testing is carried out in accordance with the FIBA Internal
Regulations governing Anti-Doping ( ).

The procedure for doping controls (the selection of players, collection and analysis of urine and blood samples, transmission of results and
sanctions, etc.) is defined in the applicable FIBA ADR and the applicable International Standard for Testing and Investigations (IST!). The list of
prohibited substances is available on the WADA website ( )

STAFFING

The Host National Member Federation shall provide a minimum of four (4) male chaperones, fully trained adults, available to escort Players in case
of doping controls for each game. The chaperones shall be available at the latest one (1) hour before the start of the game and shall be introduced
to the FIBA Technical Delegate. In the event doping controls take place, the chaperones will meet with the Doping Control Officer who will brief
them of the processes and requirements. In order to assist the National Member Federation to prepare their chaperones, FIBA will provide
educational content on the dedicated platform on the doping control process and chaperone duties.

Doping Control Station information can be found in the
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5 ORGANISATIONAL REQUIREMENTS AND STAFFING

The FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers will be managed by FIBA in close collaboration with the National Member Federations.

FIBA will appoint a FIBA Technical Delegate for each game, which will be of key importance for the smooth running of the games. The FIBA
Technical Delegate will be the liaison between FIBA, the Host and the Visiting National Member Federations, and support with the implementation
and delivery of the game.

For the adequate preparation and delivery of their home games, National Member Federations shall at least appoint the following personnel:
e A Game Director

e A Medical Coordinator

o A Safety & Security Coordinator
e An IT Coordinator

e A Public Announcer

e A Master of Ceremony

e ADJ

o Volunteers

e Service Providers
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5.1 FIBA

FIBA will support the National Member Federations and FIBA Game Officials and Representatives (FIBA Referees, FIBA Technical Delegates, FIBA
Broadcast Operations and Venue Managers and other FIBA Game Officials/Representatives) in the preparation and running of the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

FIBA will set up adequate measures and operations to monitor the smooth organisation and delivery of all games.

FIBA shall develop an adequate process for problem solving. The following diagram provides a clear picture of the problem-solving levels, but
National Member Federations shall always refer to the FIBA Technical Delegate on Game Day.



FIBA Technical Delegates will prepare reports on each game.

FIBA shall then analyse the reports received after completion of games and shall advise or take adequate measures to improve the quality of the
following games.

5.11 FIBA REGIONAL OFFICE IN EUROPE (R0)

The FIBA Regional Office in Europe (FIBA Europe) shall be responsible for the overall organisation and management of the FIBA Continental Cups
2025 Qualifiers and to coordinate the competition aspects and the operations of the games, with the assistance of the FIBA HQ. FIBA Europe shall:

o Inform the participating National Member Federations of all relevant information related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers;

e Support the National Member Federations with the registration of Players, Coaches and Accompanying Team Delegation Members, under the
guidance of the FIBA HQ in accordance with the ;

e Ensure that the rules regarding Advertising on teams’ uniforms are applied in accordance with the

5.1.2 FIBA HEADQUARTERS (HQ)

FIBA staff located at the FIBA Headquarters (FIBA HQ) shall provide support to the FIBA Regional Office through its different departments,
preparing all required regulations, guidelines, handbook and other materials related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and overseeing all TV,
marketing and communications aspects of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers as well as their overall planning and global delivery.

5.2 FIBA GAME OFFICIALS AND REPRESENTATIVES

FIBA will appoint several FIBA Game Officials and Representatives for each game. As a principle and for the integrity of the game, no gifts,
presents or other items shall be offered to FIBA Representatives.

5.2.1 FIBA TECHNICAL DELEGATE

In order to supervise the competition and to support the Host National Member Federation in the delivery of the game, FIBA will nominate for each
game a FIBA Technical Delegate to observe, verify and assist in the fulfilment of the regulations by the Host and Visiting National Member
Federations.

The role and duties of the FIBA Technical Delegate are as specified in the 3.

The FIBA Technical Delegate will be the official FIBA Representative at each game of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and the liaison between
FIBA and the Host and Visiting National Member Federations.

The appointment of the FIBA Technical Delegates shall be made by FIBA.
5.2.2 FIBA REFEREES

The games of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers will be officiated by FIBA Referees appointed by FIBA.
5.2.3 FIBA MEDIA BROADCAST OPERATIONS AND VENUE MANAGER

FIBA Media is responsible for the distribution of all television, radio and new media rights related to FIBA competitions as well as also
coordinating all broadcast rights during its events.

FIBA Media will appoint a Broadcast Operations and Venue Manager (BOVM) to coordinate the TV Operations at each FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers game. The BOVM will be the main point of contact between the Host Broadcaster, the other Rights Holders, the FIBA Technical Delegate
and the Game Director.

5.2.4 FIBA SECURITY ADVISOR

FIBA may be required, in some specific cases, to send a FIBA Security Advisor for a site visit, meeting with local authorities, assessment of the
situation and any other duties that FIBA deems necessary to ask him.

5.2.5 OTHER FIBA GAME OFFICIALS/ FIBA REPRESENTATIVES

FIBA may, in some cases, appoint additional FIBA Game Officials or Representatives to attend a FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers game to fulfil a
specific requirement related to that game, such as a TV Graphics Operator, a Signage Manager, a second FIBA Technical Delegate, Security
Advisor, etc.

5.3 HOST NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATION EVENT MANAGEMENT

Effective game delivery requires that Host National Member Federations plan and prepare the workforce needed in good time.

FIBA requires that the Host National Member Federation appoints permanently or temporarily the following persons for the organisation of each
of their home games.

5.3.1 GAME DIRECTOR

The National Member Federations shall designate one (1) person to act as Game Director for their home games. Game Directors shall go through
the specific certification process in order for them to have the full knowledge and ability to fulfil their mission. Information will be provided by FIBA
in due time.

The Game Director is an operational role and shall be appointed by the President, Secretary General of the National Member Federation and shall
not hold one of those positions.

The Host National Member Federation Game Director shall be responsible for the overall organisation of the home games and all related
operations as well as cooperation with local authorities and key stakeholders.

This person shall act as the main point of contact with FIBA and shall be identified as such in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National
Member Federation Registration Form.

The Game Director shall change throughout the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers cycle.

The Game Director shall be available to recurrently receive and process information from FIBA and ensure the best implementation. The
experience gained throughout each game is crucial to the Game Director’s performance.

5.3.2 VENUE MANAGER

The National Member Federations shall appoint one (1) or several Venue Managers for their home games.

The Host National Member Federation Venue Manager shall be familiar with the venue logistics and staff as he/she will be responsible for the
management of the venue(s) during the home games and all operations related to the venue(s).

5.3.3 MARKETING COORDINATOR
To maximise the promotional and marketing opportunities and to coordinate the branding of the event (inclusive of commercial branding), National
Member Federations shall designate one (1) person to act as the Marketing Coordinator.

This person will act as the main point of contact regarding all marketing, commercial and branding matters, before and during the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers

5.3.4 MEDIA OPERATIONS MANAGER

FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federations shall designate one (1) person to act as Media Operation Manager (MOM).
This person will act as the main point of contact regarding all media related matters, before and during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

The MOM is an operations role and therefore it is strongly recommended that it does not conflict with the role of the National Team Press Officer.
In cases where the National Team Press Officer is also serving as the Qualifiers MOM, then the National Member Federation must appoint a
Deputy MOM assisting in the role of the MOM.

5.3.5 TV COORDINATOR

To assist in the coordination of TV production, National Member Federations shall designate one (1) person to act as TV Coordinator. This person
will act as the main point of contact regarding all TV matters, before and during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. This person can also be the
Media Operations Manager.

5.3.6 MEDICAL COORDINATOR

To ensure medical services for all parties involved, each National Member Federation shall appoint a medical coordinator who is readily
contactable by FIBA before each Window and by FIBA and the Visiting National Member Federation during the Window.

5.3.7 SAFETY & SECURITY COORDINATOR



Each National Member Federation shall appoint a Safety & Security Coordinator who will be responsible for all security-related issues at the
venue, at the hotel and during transportation for all involved parties.

5.3.8 IT SYSTEM COORDINATOR

Responsible for the planning, implementation and monitoring of all IT systems.

5.3.9 LIRISON OFFICERS

The Host National Member Federation shall provide one (1) Team Liaison Officer for the Visiting National Member Federation and one (1) FIBA
Liaison Officer for the FIBA Representatives.

The Team Liaison Officer shall speak the language of the Visiting National Member Federation (or English as a minimum), while English is required
for the FIBA Liaison Officer. The two (2) Liaison Officers shall be available from the relevant team/person’s arrival until their departure.

i. The Visiting Team Liaison Officer will support the Visiting National Member Federation in:
e All activities linked to the Visiting National Member Federation;
o Communication with the Host National Member Federation;
e Collecting information on required meetings and activities (Technical Meeting, media availability, press conferences, etc.);
e Communication of all Team requests related to practice, games, transportation, etc.
ii. The FIBA Liaison Officer will be responsible for:
e Supporting the FIBA Technical Delegate and FIBA Game Officials in all his/her duties;

e Assistance in all organisational issues related to the FIBA Representatives’ stay and their communication with the Host National Member
Federation;

e Assisting in maintaining order in the playing court area with the Safety & Security Coordinator, requesting the necessary intervention of
security personnel before, during and after the game;

e The needs and requirements of the FIBA Technical Delegate and FIBA Game Officials;

e In principle, all communication and distribution of relevant information with the FIBA Representatives shall go first through the FIBA
Technical Delegate.

5.3.10  VOLUNTEERS

The Host National Member Federation shall recruit, train and appoint enough volunteers for each game, namely a minimum of:
e Four (4) ball boys and four (4) wipers to cover teams’ needs during practices and official games and available 90 minutes before tip-off
e Two (2) runners for the distribution of statistics during the game.
e Two (2) to four (4) media operations volunteers.

o (Qther volunteers as may be required for the venue services, etc.

5.3.1 FIBA TABLE OFFICIALS

Host National Member Federations shall be responsible for recruiting and appointing the Table Officials who will operate at the FIBA EuroBasket
2025 Qualifiers. Only FIBA Table Officials as defined in the , are entitled to operate at the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers.

The National Member Federation shall ensure to recruit and register the candidates to become FIBA Table Officials during the relevant registration
period using the FIBA MAP as per FIBA's guidelines.

FIBA Table Officials shall complete and pass the certification programme organised by FIBA to become FIBA Certified.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for ensuring that the Scorer’s Table functions smoothly and that the table officials are
impartial and dressed in a uniform manner (polo, shirt, trousers, sweaters, etc.). Such uniforms shall be provided by the Host National Member
Federation.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide to FIBA the name of the appointed FIBA Table Officials at the latest two (2) weeks before the
first day of each Window through the FIBA MAP.

5.3.12 FIBA STATISTICIANS
The Host National Member Federations shall be responsible for recruiting and appointing Statisticians who will operate at the FIBA EuroBasket

2025 Qualifiers. Only FIBA Statisticians are entitled to operate at the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. FIBA Statisticians shall have a valid license
at the time of the nomination and game is played.

FIBA Statisticians shall complete and pass the certification programme organised by FIBA to become FIBA Certified.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible that FIBA Statisticians are dressed in a uniform manner (polo, shirt, trousers, sweaters, etc.).
Such uniforms shall be provided by the Host National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide to FIBA the name of the appointed Statisticians at the latest two (2) weeks before the first day
of each Window through the FIBA MAP.

5.3.13 INSTANT REPLAY SYSTEM OPERATOR

An additional FIBA Referee from the host country shall also be appointed by the Host National Member Federation from the latest list of FIBA
Referees or of FIBA Table Officials, FIBA Commissioner or ex-FIBA Referee (only on exceptional circumstances and after approval by FIBA) to
assist with Instant Replay procedures and shall be located at the Scorer’s Table during the game as Instant Replay System Operator. The name of

the appointed Instant Replay System Operator shall be communicated to FIBA at the latest two (2) weeks before the first day of each Window.
Specific online training will be provided prior to each window.

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, the Limited IRS technical system shall normally be used. Description is available in the Instant Reply
System Manual for Referees and IRS-Operators.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible that the Instant Replay System Operator is dressed either as the other FIBA Table Officials or
using the FIBA Referees jacket (if FIBA Referee) or wearing a shirt and a jacket.

5.3.14  LED OPERATOR

The Host National Member Federations shall appoint an LED Operator to prepare and operate the LED Boards accordingly.

5.3.15  VENUE/BASKETBALL EQUIPMENT TECHNICIAN

The Host National Member Federations shall guarantee the presence of technician in charge of the good functioning of the different basketball
equipment (wooden floor, backstop units, scoreboards and shot clocks), for practice sessions and the duration of the game.

5.3.16  SERVICE PROVIDERS

The Host National Member Federation shall appoint all necessary external service providers with relevant experience to implement specific
outsourced activities such as:

o Ticket sales;
e Accommodation;

e Transportation;

Safety & Security; and
e |T services & infrastructure.
5.3.17 GAME EXPERIENCE STAFF
The Host National Member Federation shall appoint the following staff in order to take care of the Game Experience.
Mandatory staff:
e Game Experience Manager
e Public Announcer
e DJ
Recommended staff:
e Master of ceremonies (MC)

o Performers for live entertainment

In-venue Video Director (if applicable)

In-venue Video Camera Operator(s) and Cable Assistant(s) (if applicable)

Audio and Video technicians

Any other technical staff required

More information can be found on the
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6 HOST NATIONAL FEDERATION OBLIGATIONS

6.1 ORGANISATIONAL COSTS

The Host National Member Federation shall cover and bear the following costs:
e Venue rental and set-up;

All requested game related services;

Game production/delivery, including game data collection, distribution services (live scoring, data feeds, stats printing, etc.);

Local transportation for the Visiting National Member Federation; and

Accommodation and local transportation for FIBA Game Officials (a maximum of six (6)).

6.2 ENTRY AND EXIT VISAS

The Host shall guarantee the unconditional issuance of entry and exit visas for all Team Delegation, the FIBA Game Officials, the Host Broadcaster
and Rights Holders, FIBA IT partners and any other FIBA service providers, and any other personnel, regardless of nationality, race or creed. The
Host shall assist in informing the respective consulates about the persons participating in order to assist them in obtaining such visas.

6.3 ACCOMMODATION

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that a minimum of two (2) four-star hotels are located a maximum of thirty (30) minutes by bus
from the game venue. Hotels shall be registered by FIBA according to in the FIBA MAP. One of the two (2) four-star hotels shall be
reserved to the Visiting National Member Federation (unless they decide to use another one) and the other one of the two (2) four-star hotels shall
be reserved for the FIBA Game Officials and Representatives. The Host National Member Federation may stay in the Visiting National Member
Federation hotel. However none of the National Member Federation shall stay in the same hotel than the FIBA Game Officials and Representatives
hotel.

a. Visiting National Member Federation

No costs are to be borne by the Host National Member Federation in regard to the accommodation of the Visiting National Member Federation.
However, when officially confirming the game venue and in any case at the latest sixty (60) days before the relevant Window, the Host National
Member Federation shall confirm the availability of sufficient rooms for the Visiting National Member Federation in at least one (1) of the
registered hotels (that shall be different from the FIBA Game Officials hotel) and pre-book twenty (20) rooms (six (6) double rooms and fourteen (14)
single rooms) in each of the two (2) hotels.

Upon receiving confirmation from the Host National Member Federation, the Visiting National Member Federation shall then be responsible for the
hotel reservation directly with the hotel and for covering all costs related to its accommodation and board. The Visiting National Member
Federation shall confirm the reservation at the latest four (4) weeks before the start of the relevant Window. When the Host National Member
Federation receives the information, it should cancel the pre-bookings accordingly.

b. FIBA Game Officials and Representatives

The Host National Member Federation shall book and cover all costs for a maximum of six (6) single occupancy rooms in full board for the FIBA
Game Officials and Representatives (three (3) FIBA Referees, one (1) FIBA Technical Delegate, one (1) FIBA Media Broadcast Operations Manager
(BOVM) and the TV Graphics Operator), in a registered international minimum four-star hotel. Accommodation and full board shall be provided
from Game Day-2 until departure of the FIBA Game Officials and Representatives. In some cases, depending on flight connection and availabies,
FIBA Game Officials and Representatives may arrive earlier. In that case, the Host National Member Federation shall cover the additional costs.
FIBA will ensure that arrival dates of his FIBA Game Officials and Representatives are organised according to the implementation/preparation
needs in optimizing the costs for all parties.

The Host shall provide the name of the hotel to FIBA no later than two (2) weeks before the relevant Window in using the relevant form or system.
In no event shall FIBA Game Officials and Representatives be accommodated in the same hotel as the Host National Member Federation or the
Visiting National Member Federation Team Delegations. FIBA will ensure that any unrequired rooms (if applicable) are released a minimum of one
(1) week prior to the tip-off of the respective Qualifiers Window.

Accommodation and bhoard (all meals, including pre-game snacks) shall be provided from the arrival of the FIBA Game Officials and
Representatives until their departure.

Rooms shall be booked according to the flight schedule of the FIBA Game Officials and Representatives provided in the Game Information Sheet or
relevant platform provided by FIBA.



Meals shall include Breakfast, Lunch, afternoon snacks (if needed) and Dinner. Laundry shall be provided at least once during their stay in case
they stay for two (2) games or more. Any other expenses such as coffee, mini bar, other room services taken outside of meals provided by the
Host, or additional laundry shall not be covered by the Host National Member Federation.

6.4 TRANSPORTATION

a. Visiting National Member Federation

The Host National Member Federation shall provide local transportation for the Visiting National Member Federation Team Delegation from arrival
until departure. Transportation shall include as a minimum the following routes:

e From airport to hotel (at least two (2) shall be provided if necessary),
e From hotel to game venue for practice and vice-versa;

e From hotel to game venue for the game and vice-versa; and

e From hotel to airport.

The Host National Member Federation may, at its own discretion, propose other trips to the Visiting National Member Federation. Should the most
suitable arrival airport be located in a neighbouring country, the Host National Member Federation shall organise the necessary transportation to
pick up the Visiting National Member Federation. The latter must then ensure that all necessary visas and any other required documents are
obtained for the relevant countries.

In case access to the final destination requires an additional local flight, those costs shall be covered by the Visiting National Member Federation.
The Visiting Team Bus shall consist of a minimum of forty (40) comfortable seats with appropriate leg room for basketball Players.

The Host shall ensure that the bus is clean and equipped with an air-conditioning system. The driver should be dressed appropriately and be
familiar with all applicable routes.

b. FIBA Game Officials and Representatives

The Host National Member Federation shall provide local transportation for the FIBA Game Officials and Representatives from arrival until
departure. Transportation shall include as a minimum the following routes:

e From airport to hotel;
e From hotel to game venue and vice-versa; and
e From hotel to airport.
The FIBA Technical Delegate may require additional transportation to fulfil his or her duties or other requirements.

The Host shall ensure that the minivan/car, with a minimum seven (7) comfortable seats, used to transport the FIBA Game Officials is clean and of
sufficient quality, with an air-conditioning system. The driver shouldbe dressed appropriately and be familiar with all applicable routes.

6.5 OFFICIAL RECEPTION AND EXCHANGE OF GIFT

The Host National Member Federation may organise one (1) official reception (lunch or dinner) in connection with the game, inviting FIBA
Representatives if present (not FIBA Game Officials), representatives of the Visiting National Member Federation and any other guests in order to
foster good relations between the two National Member Federations.

At this occasion or at any another time, the two National Member Federations may exchange small gifts.

Before the tip-off of the game (see Game Run-down in ), the teams and Players shall exchange pennants and other gifts such as pins.

6.6 INSPECTION VISITS IN PREPARATION FOR THE GAME

The Host National Member Federation shall provide an opportunity for the Visiting National Member Federation to inspect the game venue and
hotels prior to the relevant Windows.

The Host National Member Federation shall accompany the Visiting National Member Federation staff on the visit and organise a programme as
well as the necessary transportation vehicle(s) for the visit.

Should an inspection visit take place, the Visiting National Member Federation shall pay for its staff ‘s flights, accommodation and board, while the
Host National Member Federation shall be responsible only for the cost of the local transport.

6.7 TEAM SERVICES




The Host National Member Federation shall provide the Visiting National Member Federation with the best hospitality and courtesy possible. Both
National Member Federations shall make every effort to work cooperatively. Teams are opponents on the court but partners off the court. Close
cooperation will assist the development of basketball.

6.7.1 DRINKING WATER SUPPLY

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the Visiting National Member Federation with industrially sealed, bottled drinking water (not
tap water) for practices and the game. If the Visiting National Member Federation arrives before the Window dates and wishes to practice, water
shall be provided, free of charge, by the Host National Member Federation.

The following minimum amounts of water shall be supplied:

e For each practice session:
o Twenty-four (24) x 1.5 litre water bottles;

o Twelve (12) x 0.5 litre water bottles.
e Forthe game:
o Twenty-four (24) x 1.5 litre water bottles;

o Twelve (12) x 0.5 litre water bottles;
e Thirty (30) additional litres in the changing rooms.

The above amounts may need to be increased, subject to particular climate conditions in the Host Nation.

6.7.2 ICE

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the Visiting National Member Federation with a minimum of ten (10) kilograms of crushed ice
(not frozen bottles), free of charge at the venue, during each practice session and for the game, by means of ice machines.

Should the Visiting National Member Federation request crushed ice at the hotel, they shall deal directly with the hotel management, unless
previously discussed and agreed directly with the Host National Member Federation.

6.7.3 TOWELS

The Visiting National Member Federation shall be responsible for provision of its own towels for each practice session and the game. Should the
towels be branded, the Visiting National Member Federation is authorised to use them, as long as the Commercial Partner promoted on the towels
fulfil the laws of the Host Nation.

6.7.4 SPORTS BOTTLES

The Visiting National Member Federation is also entitled to use their own sports bottles during practice sessions and the game. However, it doesn’t
release the Host National Member Federation from the obligation to provide drinking water, as per the . Should the bottles be branded,
the Visiting National Member Federation is authorized to use them, as long as the Commercial Partner promoted on the bottles fulfill the laws of
the Host Nation.

6.7.5 PROVISION OF GAME FOOTAGE

The Host National Member Federation shall provide to the Visiting National Member Federation with a USB drive with a copy of the game footage
before they leave the venue after the game.

In addition, FIBA shall upload the game footage to the online FIBA platform. The game footage (international signal) shall be available in the
morning of Game Day+1 at the latest.

6.7.6 DISTRIBUTION OF BOX SCORES

Itis mandatory that the statistics of the game (box score) be distributed to the two (2) teams and the FIBA Technical Delegate at the end of each
period.

6.8 FIBA REFEREES SERVICES

6.8.1 DRINKING WATER SUPPLY

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the FIBA Referees with industrially sealed, bottled drinking water (not tap water) for the game.
The following minimum amounts of water shall be supplied:

e Forthe game:
e FEight (8) x 1.5 litre water bottles.

The above amounts may need to be increased, subject to particular climate conditions in the Host Nation.



6.8.2 ICE

The Host National Member Federation shall provide a minimum of three (3) kilograms of crushed ice (not frozen bottles) for the FIBA Referees, free
of charge at the venue for the game, by means of ice machines.

If the FIBA Referees request crushed ice at the hotel, the Host National Member Federation will have to deal with the hotel to provide the ice
requested.

6.8.3 TOWELS

A minimum of three (3) unbranded bath towels (minimum size 70 x 140 cm) shall be made available for the FIBA Referees in the Referee changing
rooms and three (3) unbranded hand towels (indicative size 50 x 100 cm) shall be made available for the game at the Scorer’s Table.

6.9 LOGISTICS

At the latest two (2) weeks before its first home game, each participating National Member Federation will receive a set of FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers items:

e Basketballs

Ball carts

e Centre Circle Stickers

o Backboard Stickers

e Rim Stickers

e Ball Plinth

e FIBA Flag

o FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Flags
e Team Foul Counter

o Personal Foul Counters

e FIBA Uniform Badges

e FEtc.

National Member Federations are requested to provide the shipping address and the contact person in the relevant form requested by FIBA using
the relevant form or system.

Shipping and customs charges (including taxes) shall be covered by FIBA. The National Member Federations will be requested to assist with
import customs clearance.

All National Member Federations will be requested to find suitable, safe and secured storage space for the materials received, before the first
home game as well as between the home games and Windows until the end of their participation in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

For each home game, National Member Federations will be responsible for transportation and will need to ensure that the items reach the game
venue in good time.

The items delivered by FIBA are reserved for use in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, and it is up to each National Member Federation to
ensure that the material is always available, well maintained and in good condition for each game. Should this not be the case, the National
Member Federation shall immediately contact FIBA to request replacement of the defective item. Such replacement may be at the National
Member Federation’s cost.

COURT STICKERS

The National Member Federation will receive the shipment of stickers for centre circles, backboards and rims at the latest two (2) weeks before
the first home game for the entire duration of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for applying the stickers in accordance with the guidelines provided.
One set of stickers per home game will be provided. Additionally, one spare sticker will be provided for the centre circle.

For each game, the Host National Member Federation shall ensure that they have two (2) sets of stickers available, one (1) to be applied on the
court and the second one as a backup.



In the event that a problem arises with the first set of stickers, the second set shall be used only under the supervision of the FIBA Technical
Delegate who will be trained adequately. The FIBA Technical Delegate will then inform FIBA in his game report, enabling FIBA to order and ship a
new set of stickers.

If the problem is due to a manufacturer’s defect, observed and confirmed by the FIBA Technical Delegate, FIBA will cover all costs related to
production and shipment of the new set. If the Host National Member Federation is responsible for the incorrect application of the stickers,
production and shipment will be at the cost of the Host National Member Federation.

BASKETBALLS AND BALL CARTS

The National Member Federation will receive a shipment of basketballs and ball carts at the latest two (2) weeks before the first home game to be
used for the duration of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

BACKBOARD AND RIM STICKERS

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for applying the stickers sent by FIBA in accordance with the guidelines provided.

OTHER ITEMS

Other items sent by FIBA shall be delivered at the latest two (2) weeks before the first home game.
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7 VISITING NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATION OBLIGATIONS

1.1 COSTS TO BE BORNE

The Visiting National Member Federation shall cover and bear the following costs:
e |nternational flights of their entire Team Delegation;
e Accommodation and board;

o All preparation costs, including visas, travel insurance, and any other costs related to travel.

1.2 VISA APPLICATIONS

Each Visiting National Member Federation is responsible for applying for the relevant host country visa in good time.

Should the most suitable airport be located in a neighbouring country, the Visiting National Member Federation must make the necessary
arrangements, taking all factors into account (visas, customs, transfer times, traffic, etc.).

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the necessary assistance to the Visiting National Member Federation to obtain any relevant
entry documents. For example, if visas are required, the Host National Member Federation shall send out the appropriate invitation letters.

1.3 INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL

a. Flight Bookings

The Visiting National Member Federation shall be responsible for arranging the booking of their Team Delegation flight tickets or arranging their
international travel via other means and shall cover all international travel costs.

The Visiting National Member Federation must arrange to arrive in the host country no later than twenty-four (24) hours before the game.
b. Flight tickets between continents for players

In case players called by their National Member Federation are playing for a club based in a different continent than the one where the game will
happen, the National Member Federation shall buy a business return ticket in order to offer the best travelling and recovery conditions.

c. Provision of travel and flight details to FIBA and Host National Member Federation

The Visiting National Member Federation shall provide the detailed travel schedule of all Team Delegation Members, including arrival and
departure times, to FIBA and to the Host National Member Federation a minimum of two (2) weeks before the start of the Window using the
relevant form or system.

1.4 ACCOMMODATION

The Visiting National Member Federation shall be responsible for arranging the booking of appropriate accommodation for its entire Team
Delegation and for all costs related to accommodation and board.

As stated in , the Host National Member Federation shall propose and pre-book on behalf of the Visiting National Member Federation at
least two (2) international four-star hotels, previously registered with FIBA.

The Visiting National Member Federation may decide to select one of the accommodation options proposed or seek another hotel of their own
choice independently. The Visiting National Member Federation shall confirm the reservation in one of the proposed hotels directly with the hotel
no later than four (4) weeks before the start of the relevant Window.

The Host National Member Federation shall not be held responsible for this choice. Should the Visiting National Member Federation decide to
arrange accommodation independently, then the name of the selected hotel shall be provided to FIBA and to the Host National Member
Federation no later than two (2) weeks before the start of Window.

The Visiting National Member Federation shall organise the number of rooms and all meals directly with the management of the hotel selected.

1.5 INFORMATION FROM THE VISITING TEAM

At the latest fourteen (14) days before the relevant Window, the Visiting National Member Federation shall provide to FIBA using the relevant form
or system, the following information:

e (Contact details of the main contact person travelling with the Team Delegation;
o Flight details of all Team Delegation Members;

e Hotel name and address; and



e Agreed or preferred practice times.
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8 VENUE FACILITIES

8.1 VENUE AND HOTEL REGISTRATION

PROCESS AND TIMELINE FOR VENUE REGISTRATIONS

In order to participate in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, the National Member Federations shall register all venues through the Venue
Registration system in the FIBA Management and Administration Platform (FIBA MAP) in which they intend to play their home games.

While selecting a venue, the Host National Member Federation confirms that the selected venue is fully compliant with the local safety and
security requirements, is registered for public gathering and approved by the competent authorities.

If deemed necessary, an inspection and registration visit shall be scheduled, and the National Member Federation shall make available all required
documentation and all necessary personnel.

Travel costs of the FIBA staff shall be paid by FIBA. Board, lodging and local transportations shall be arranged and paid by the National Member
Federation. It is recommended to make accommodation arrangements in one of the hotels that will be suggested to the visiting teams.

Once inspected, a report will be provided to FIBA and to the National Member Federation. If additional work needs to be done, the National
Member Federation shall be given a deadline to fulfil the necessary requirements.

If required, a second inspection shall take place and the registration process shall follow the same procedure.

Additional venues can be registered by following the applicable Registration Process. These additional venues can be used for the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, provided that the Host National Member Federation informs FIBA and the Visiting National Member Federation in due
time and no later than sixty (60) days prior to the beginning of the relevant Window.

PROCESS AND TIMELINE FOR HOTEL REGISTRATIONS

National Member Federations shall register a minimum of two (2) international four-star hotels that fulfil the relevant requirements for each
registered game venue and dedicated to the Visiting National Team and the FIBA Officials. The two (2) hotels shall be proposed to the Visiting
National Teams, while the remaining shall accommodate the FIBA Officials.

If deemed necessary, hotels shall be inspected in conjunction with the respective venue inspections and must receive an approval from FIBA
before being proposed to the Visiting National Member Federation.

The latest registration of any hotel must be made and approved at least sixty (60) days before the beginning of the respective Window.

Information on Venue Requirements are outlined in and

8.2 GENERAL VENUES REQUIREMENTS FOR THE GAME

Games shall only be played in registered and approved venues. Registration of venues shall be done through FIBA MAP and following the FIBA
Venue and Hotel Registration Guidelines.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the name of the selected registered venue at the latest sixty (60) days before the start of the
Window in which the game is due to be played.

Venues shall be located a maximum of three (3) hours by bus from the nearest International Airport (the designation of international airport is an
obligation in the International Civil Aviation Organization’s (ICAQ) Convention, which requires States to designate only those airports that provide
certain services, such as customs, immigration, firefighting and law enforcement, as ‘international airports), which involves, at FIBA's sole
discretion, a reasonable amount of international flight connections.

Proposed Visiting Team hotels shall be a maximum of thirty (30) minutes by bus from the venue.

In certain exceptional circumstances, such as if a Host National Member Federation does not have the capacity to host a game, for example due
to a natural disaster or other important circumstances, then the National Member Federation may seek assistance to host the game in another
country. The Host National Member Federation shall then seek the approval of FIBA and bear all costs related to the organisation of the game in a
foreign country and any specific conditions that could apply to the Visiting National Member Federation.

8.3 RENTAL PERIOD AND ACCESS TO VENUE

The Host National Member Federation shall secure full access to the venue from Game Day -2, 8.00am local time until completion of the Game.
Access to the venue is vital for the correct preparation of the venue.

8.4 VENUE REQUIREMENTS




This section summarises the minimum venue requirements for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. All requirements must be fulfilled by the
Hosting National Member Federations. FIBA sets the standards so that all participating National Member Federations have the opportunity to
participate with the same minimum conditions for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and to provide commercial opportunities and HD Broadcast
Production to the benefit of all stakeholders.

The table below provides a brief summary of the venue requirements for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. Further details and explanations are
set out in detail in Appendix A.B of this handbook.

Capacity The venue shall have a minimum capacity of 3,000 seats and be fully compliant with FIBA and local safety standards.

Availability From Game Day-2, 8.00am local time until completion of the game.

Ventilation All venues, including the playing area and all technical and backroom areas, must have a proper ventilation system.

System

Power Supply The venue shall have a primary and an alternative standby energy source which allows the game to be continued (for the lighting) in case of power

failure and additionally provide:
o Scoreboards shall be with a UPS power supply;

o Independent and fully redundant power supply dedicated to all Broadcast Areas and available at the Broadcast Compound and Broadcast
Areas;

o Relevant power supply required to operate the LED boards provided by the Host (example: a phase 380 VAC power supply for LED advertising
boards).

Lighting The lighting on the playing court should have an average maintained illumination between 1,700 and 2,000 lux in the vertical plane (towards the camera
lens) and spread evenly on the court area, without any shadows or patches

Internet & IT The venue, including the team and FIBA Game Officials areas, all technical and backroom areas, must be connected to a high-speed wireless or wired

Aspects internet connection.Technical Equipment (laptops, printer, etc.) shall be available.

Branding The venue branding shall be in accordance with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers National Member Federations Handbook and other relevant
regulations.

Flooring The basketball flooring shall be FIBA Approved Level 1 as per the FIBA Official Basketball Rules and Equipment.

Backstop Units Backstop units shall be FIBA Approved for Level 1 + 1 spare full unit for Level 1, identical to the other two (2) and located near the court. The spare

backstop unit shall include the rim, backboard and the full support structure.

Scoreboards Scoreboards shall be FIBA Approved for Level 1.
Shot Clocks Shot Clocks shall be mounted on each backboard and FIBA Approved Level 1. A full spare set shall be available in case of malfunction.
Sound System The sound system should be of enough quality to enable sharp and clear sound reproduction above the noise of the crowd for both public

announcements and entertainment music.

LED Boards LED Boards are mandatory in Position A1, A2 and A3 (26m) and Potision B, optional in Position C (please refer to Section 13)

Video Cube Video Cube are optional but strongly recommended.

Basketballs & A minimum of fourteen (14) Molten Balls provided by FIBA, (Approved Basketballs for Level 1 Competitions), for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers
Ball Carts and two (2) Ball Carts provided by FIBA are required.

Changing A minimum of two (2) team changing rooms and two (2) referee changing rooms are required.

Rooms

Offices and A minimum of one (1) meeting room which can also be the FIBA Technical Delegate office.

Meeting Rooms

Broadcast Supporting structures for cameras (space and platforms):

Production o Four (4) Broadcast Commentary Positions fully equipped on same side as camera position;
e TV Studio (if required);
e Broadcast Compound as per the Broadcast Guidelines;

o Full security of all Broadcast Areas.

Media Facilities Media Areas working positions:

o Media Tribune/Seating
o Mixed Zone;
o Media Working room with working positions (optional if venue does not have the space);

e Press Conference room.




As a general principle, venue equipment, facilities, set-up and FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers branding shall be in line with the Official Basketball
Rules, the FIBA Internal Regulations and the relevant documentation governing the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

8.5 SEATING

The seating capacity of the venue shall be at least 3,000 seats.
Itis recommended that all seats be numbered and have an unobstructed view of the court.

Some seats may need to be cancelled due to the installation of the Broadcast camera platforms.

8.6 TEMPERATURE

The playing and spectator areas shall have a temperature of between 16° C and 28° C.

Proper heating, cooling and ventilation systems shall be in perfect working order in the venue to ensure that the temperature is always maintained
in this range. When possible, air-conditioning shall be used to maintain the temperature as stipulated above.

The referee may suspend a game if the temperature is below 16°C or above 28°C.

Temperature in the teams and referee changing rooms shall also between 16° C and 28° C.

8.7 COURT AREA SET-UP

8.7.1 PLAYING COURT

The playing court must be a FIBA Approved Level 1 wooden or glass floor, as stated in the Official Basketball Rules.
Beyond the end-lines and side-lines there shall be a further boundary line, two (2) metres wide and in a sharply contrasting colour.
Any specific design on the court shall be subject to approval of FIBA before being approved to be used for a game.

Note: All non-basketball lines existing on the court must either be removed or covered with non-slip material (adhesive tape or foil, etc.) to match
the colour of the wooden floor.

Playing Court set-up

8.7.2 TEAM BENCHES

Team benches shall be on the same side of the court as the Scorer’s Table, and each bench shall be equipped with sixteen (16) seats. A stool for
the Head Coach shall be available and next to the Team Bench area for time outs.

The team benches area must be cleared and cleaned before the teams’ arrival. A large rubbish-bin and a small table shall be placed close to each
endline for each team bench, and if possible, not visible from the main camera position. Additional equipment such as exercise bike may be placed
close the team bench, but not at proximity and shall not be visible in camera view. Such equipment requires approval from FIBA.

8.7.3 SCORER'S TABLE

The Scorer’s Table shall be placed along the sideline, between the two (2) team benches, at floor level or ideally elevated by 0.20 metres and with
enough space behind the seats for staff to easily access their working position. It must be large enough to accommodate eight (8) people as
follows:

e Four (4) Table Officials;



One (1) FIBA Technical Delegate;

The Public Announcer;

The FIBA Liaison Officer; and

A position for the Instant Replay System Operator.

The Scorer’s Table shall be equipped with the following:

e One (1) laptop with the Digital Scoresheet Software (DSS) installed, one (1) monitor and one (1) printer (see section 11, Information
Technology);

e As a backup solution, the Official FIBA Scoresheet provided by FIBA,

o Player foul markers: numbered from 1to 5 (numbers 1to 4 in black and number 5 in red);

e Team foul markers: to show that the Team has reached a team foul situation (preferably an electronic device);
e Alternating possession arrow (preferably an electronic device);

e Hand/table chronometer (two (2) pieces);

e Thermometer; and

o Whistle;

e Power supply for all workplaces; and

e LAN connection with Internet access.

8.7.4 SUBSTITUTE CUBES/CHRIRS

There shall be two (2) substitutes’ cubes/chairs on each side of the Scorer’s Table (four (4) cubes/chairs in total) placed outside of the further
boundary line. Substitute cubes can also be made of one (1) piece (2m x Tm x 1m) instead of two (2).

8.7.5 TECHNICAL TABLE

The Technical Table must have a perfect view of the field of play, ideally elevated by 0.60 metres (or in any case 0.40 metres higher than the
Scorer’s Table), at the best angle to see the court, directly behind the Scorer’s Table. Each position shall be at least 1.25 metres wide and 0.60
metres deep. There shall be enough space behind the seats for staff to easily circulate and access their working position. Likewise, the platform
should have adequate protection on its back side to prevent accidental falls and injuries.

The Technical Table shall accommodate at least eight (8) positions including the following persons:

e Statisticians (two (2) to three (3) seats);

Broadcast Graphics Operators (minimum (1) seat);

HB Floor Manager (one (1) seat);

FIBA Referee Instructor (if applicable) (one (1) seat);
e Venue Manager (one (1) seat); and
e Other FIBA Game Officials (if applicable) (one (1) seat).

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that the workstations at the Technical Table to be used by the FIBA Statisticians are equipped
in line with the information technology requirements set out in and as follows:

e Enough electrical outlets;

Two (2) laptops (one of them as back-up) and one (1) fast printer (preferably b/w laser printer);

A garbage bin;

e Power supply for all workplaces; and
e LAN connection with Internet access.
e \Waste paper baskets.

Ideal Set-up of the Scorer’s and Technical Table
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8.7.6 COURTSIDE SERTS

Courtside seats may be placed along the outer edge of the further boundary line if security conditions are granted.and the Host must prevent any
spectator from accessing the court.
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8.7.7 COURTSIDE SIGNAGE (RDVERTISING BOARDS)

The advertising boards (whether LED or fixed) must be placed outside the two (2) metres boundary line and shall be padded to ensure the
necessary protection for the Players. Technical specifications of the advertising boards shall be provided by the Host National Member Federation
to FIBA at the latest, one (1) month before the Window of the game is due to take place. Refer to the Section 13 for mandatory positions for
courtside signage as well as details on LED playlists and operation.

8.7.8 NATIONAL FLAGS

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for the production of the following flags, to be displayed in the game venue, in accordance
with the FIBA Flag Manual:

e The national flag of the Host National Member Federation
e The national flag of the Visiting National Member
These flags shall have a 3 to 2 ratio.

FIBA will provide each National Member Federation the FIBA and FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Flags (dimension of those flags will be 2.4m x
1.6m). The National Member Federation is responsible to produce the national flags of the teams playing with the same dimension for consistency.

All flags must be hung in the venue above the main camera position, on the opposite side from the Scorer’s Table.

8.8 BASKETBALL EQUIPMENT

8.8.1 BACKSTOP UNITS

There shall be two (2) backstop units and one (1) backup backstop unit (full structure, equipped with LED lights as well as a backup shot clock
identical to the other used) identical to the two (2) others, all FIBA Approved Level 1. One (1) chair shall be placed next to each backstop unit for
floor wipers. The nets shall be correctly attached and there shall be a minimum of two (2) pairs of spare nets.

The backup backstop unit shall be brought to position and mounted in a maximum time of thirty (30) minutes if the main backstop unit needs to be
replaced. A test shall be performed by the Host National Member Federation (in presence of the FIBA Technical Delegate) on the day before the
game, to ensure this requirement is fulfilled.

8.8.2 SCOREBOARDS AND SHOT CLOCKS



The scoreboards and shot clocks shall be FIBA Approved Level 1 and installed according to the

Each National Member Federation shall obtain and provide when required all relevant documentation, especially regarding connections and
protocol descriptions for Broadcast using the scoreboard questionnaire (see ) to be provided in due time. Information shall be
provided using the relevant form or platform.

In some cases, a test should be organised at the Host National Member Federation cost. The Host National Member Federation shall have the
responsibility to coordinate the test with the relevant venue manager / technician.

The scoreboards shall be either connected to three (3) or four (4) sided shot clocks or have two double sided units mounted on the backstop unit
structure, according to the Official Basketball Rules. A duplicate clock shall be located above each backboard. The shot clocks shall be
manufactured by the same manufacturer as the scoreboards.

8.8.3 ONSITE TESTING

FIBA has introduced an onsite testing program with the aim to have 100% of FIBA Competitions played with equipment that meets FIBA
competition standards, in order to protect player safety, liability towards organisers and FIBA as well as the integrity of the sport. Installed playing
courts, backstop units, scoreboard and shot clocks which do not hold a valid FIBA Approval certificate, may undergo an onsite test in accordance
with the FIBA rules to gain temporary approval of that equipment. Further procedural details can be found here: FIBA Onsite testing Program.

The court flooring, backstop units, scoreboard and shot clocks, shall be FIBA Approved or have gained temporary approval via the onsite test. "

8.9 OFFICIAL BALL AND BALL CARRIER

A minimum of fourteen (14) FIBA Approved basketballs for Level 1 Competitions are required.

Only the official Basketballs and Ball Carts supplied by FIBA shall be used during practice and games. (Further specification in
)

8.10 CHANGING ROOMS AND OTHER OFFICES

A minimum of five (5) changing rooms shall be provided as follows:
e Two (2) changing rooms for Teams;
e Two (2) changing rooms for Referees; and
e One (1) entertainment changing room.
In addition, a FIBA Office and a Meeting Room shall be set up. The same room can be used for both purposes.

Other rooms should be foreseen for a smooth and efficient organisation of home games:

Host National Member Federation Office;

Statisticians and/or Table Officials room;

Volunteer room; and
e (atering room for all volunteers.

8.10.1 TEAM CHANGING ROOMS

Each Team’s changing room shall meet the following requirements:
e Minimum size of fifty (50) square metres;
e FEasy, short and secure access route to the playing court;

e Shower area of twenty-five (25) square metres; including six (6) showers and showerheads that are a minimum of two and a half (2.5) metres
above the ground,

e Be equipped, if possible, with a game-time clock;
e Synthetic or tiled floor;

e Door locks that function well;

e Benches or chairs for twenty (20) persons;

e One (1) tactics board with marker and eraser;

e Hangers or lockers for twelve (12) people;

e Two (2) garbage bins;

e One (1) table of Tm x 4m;
e One (1) padded massage table in like-new condition (minimum dimensions of 0.8m in height x 0.6m in width x 1.80m in length); and
e Refrigerator (if possible).

8.10.2  REFEREE CHANGING ROOMS

Each referee changing room shall meet the following requirements:
e Minimum of twenty-five (25) square metres;

e Easy, short and secure access route to the playing court;
e Shower area of ten (10) square metres; including two (2) showers and showerheads;
e Be equipped, if possible, with a game-time clock;
e Door locks that function well;
e Benches or chairs for three (3) persons and one (1) table;
e Hangers or lockers for three (3) people;
e One (1) office-style refrigerator; and
e One (1) garbage bin
8.10.3 FIBA OFFICE AND MEETING ROOM

The Host National Member Federation shall provide an office for the FIBA Game Official and other attending FIBA Representatives, which shall
also be used for meetings of up to ten (10) people (i.e. Technical Meeting).

This office shall be equipped with the following equipment per room (as a minimum)
e One (1) table with enough chairs;
e One (1) multifunctional machine (scanner, copier, printer);
e One (1) video projector, or large screen television connected to HDMI source plus all necessary cables;
o Internet access via Wi-Fi or cable.
e Sufficient stationery supplies;
e Lockable cupboards;
e Agarbage bin;
o Arefrigerator, if possible; and
o A working door locks.

8.10.4  OTHER ROOMS

Other rooms and offices shall be set up in accordance with local needs. The rooms shall be cleaned and adapted to receive volunteers and other
staff.

8.11 MEDICAL AREAS

8.11.1 FIRST AID ROOM

The Host National Member Federation shall set up a dedicated and clean first aid room in the game venue for the use of Players, Team Officials
and FIBA officials.

Clear “First Aid Room” signs must be displayed in the corridors leading to the First Aid Room and on the door. The First Aid Room shall not be used
for any other purpose.

The First Aid Room shall be hygienic and only used for First Aid purposes. Furthermore, the room shall be easily accessible to:
e Emergency services; and
e The playing court, free of any obstacles or obstructions, in order for any injured Player to be taken there quickly.

The room shall be adequately equipped with the following (as a minimum):

e \Waiting room with seats;



e A bed for medical examinations;

e Examination light;

o Trolley stretchers and spine board;

o Adesk;

e Atelephone;

o 0One (1) toilet with a washbasin and a WC (recommended);

e Chairs;

e Cabinet for storing medical material;

e An oxygen cylinder with the relevant equipment for manual resuscitation;
o All necessary equipment for minor wounds and critical care; and
o A defibrillator.

8.11.2 FIRST AID POINT

A first aid point shall be placed as close as possible to the court (but not in camera view) to accommodate at least two (2) paramedics. The First
Aid Point shall be protected from disturbances.

8.1.3 AMBULANCE STAND-BY AREA

An ambulance stand-by area must be located close to the playing court and the First Aid Room. One (1) dedicated ambulance with qualified staff
must be available for all games. An ambulance shall also be available for all practice sessions and must be located close to the practice court. If
local law doesn’t not allow to have the ambulance on standby for practice sessions, the National Member Federation shall make sure that an
ambulance is available on call in less than fifteen (15) minutes.

Another ambulance shall be made available and dedicated to the spectators during the duration of the game and shall be accessible easily from
the seating positions inside the arena.

8.12 DOPING CONTROL STATION

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for setting up a fully operational Doping Control Station in the game venue and providing
all required equipment. Please refer to the and

The Doping Control Station shall be secure, clean, ventilated and as close as possible to the Team changing rooms.
The Doping Control Station shall not be used for any other purpose.

The Doping Control Station must meet the following minimum requirements:
e C(lear “Doping Control Station” signs must be displayed in the corridors leading to the Doping Control Station and on the door;

e A waiting area with comfortable chairs and a refrigerator (containing drinks in cans or industrially sealed bottles — mineral, sodas, fruit juices,
etc.);

e The room must be able to accommodate at least ten (10) people (Players, Team Doctor, Supervisory Doctor, Doping Control Officers, possibly
an interpreter, and chaperones).

o A sample-collection area that must:

e Meet the privacy, cleanliness and sole use requirements; and
e Be equipped with:
o Adesk;

e Seats for the Doping Control Officer, the assistant, the selected Player and his Team Doctor;
e A massage table;

o A refrigerator to contain the sample bottles;

e Alockable cupboard or drawer;

e Atable upon which to place the sample containers and the samples marked A and B;

e Alarge garbage bin; and

e \W(Cs with a front-facing mirror or a % reflection at seat-level.

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8.13 MEDIA AREAS

Host National Member Federations shall provide clearly defined Media Areas (see example in Appendix A.D) in each venue of the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, separated from the Team and public areas. The Media Areas shall be structured as listed below

8.13.1 MEDIA TRIBUNE

The access to the Media Tribune will be limited to Accredited Media only. The Media Tribune shall have the following capacity
e A minimum of fifty (50) equipped working positions must be made available. The capacity should be adapted to the expected media

attendance;
e These working positions shall be reserved for press and Non-Rights Holders’ media (no photographers) as well as certain Rights-Holders if

needed.
The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that the media tribune:
e Has an unobstructed view of the court; and

e Provides easy and direct access to all other Media Areas.

Each seat in the media tribune shall be equipped with:
e Atable allowing sufficient space to work (with a recommended surface size of hundred and forty (140) centimetres deep by seventy-eighty
(70-80) centimetres wide per working position and a height of seventy-five (75) centimetres, including space for a computer);
e (Cabled and/or dedicated bandwidth Wi-Fi Internet connection;

e |n certain games, a dedicated cabled position may be necessary for a rights-holders Media Outlet.
e Electricity outlets (power sockets)
e Suitable access space (for journalists as well as for volunteers/runners); and

e Information on the delivery of the statistics (for example, URL to livestats).

8.13.2  PHOTOGRAPHER POSITIONS/BENCHES




The Host National Member Federation shall provide one (1) row of benches (not chairs) for photographers. These four (4) benches of a length of
seven (7) metres each shall be placed behind each end-line advertising signage and shall have a recommended height of approximately forty (40)
centimetres (according to the height of the advertising boards).

Particular attention shall be paid to avoid the photographers’ positions obstructing any of the Host Broadcaster’s television cameras or hindering
in any way the work of the Host Broadcaster.

The photographers’ benches shall be equipped with sufficient power sockets (according to the number of accredited photographers) and reliable
internet connection. Due to the large quantity of uploaded data, cabled Internet is recommended.

For safety reasons, there must be a space of 1.5 meters on each side between the photographers’ benches and the backstop unit support.

Access to the photographers’ benches will only be allowed to professional photographers wearing the appropriate “bib”/“armband” provided by
the Host National Member Federation and accreditation badge.

8.13.3  FLASH INTERVIEW POSITIONS

Flash Interview Positions can be set up, if requested by the Rights Holders, between the court and the Mixed Zone for live unilateral interviews to
be conducted by Rights Holders only.

These flash interviews are then the first conducted after the Game and are the first priority.

Itis strongly recommended and in the best interest of the Host National Member Federation to produce flash interview backdrop(s) for additional
visibility of its own sponsors. In case the Host National Member Federation decides to produce a flash interview backdrop, the Host Broadcaster
is obliged to use it if they conduct flash interviews.

Flash interview backdrops shall be wheeled and of a recommended height of 2.5 meters and shall be branded with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers branding in line with FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Brand Identity. The Host National Federation shall use the FIBA pre-approved
templates to be available on the

8.13.4  MIXED ZONE

The Host National Member Federation shall create one (1) mixed zone for both home and away teams.

The Mixed Zone shall be located in a quiet location (no crowd noise) and set up along the route used by the Players and Coaches of both teams to
return to the changing rooms from the playing court. It shall be fully secured and large enough for Teams and Accredited Media to circulate freely.
In case of space limitations, Mixed Zone may be place on the court area.

The Mixed Zone shall be set up as follows:
e Barriers/fence to separate players and media flows;

e A mandatory backdrop wall of a minimum height of 2.5 metres but may vary depending on the area used, branded in line with the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Brand Identity to be available on ; and

e Sufficient light to conduct/film interviews.

8.13.5  PRESS CONFERENCE ROOM

The post-game press conferences are required to be live-streamed. The Host National Member Federation is required to organise the live-
streaming of the press conferences. Guidelines will be provided by FIBA.

FIBA will distribute the live-streaming on the official FIBA channels and share the streaming on the National Member Federation channels (multi-
casting) if requested by the National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federation should provide an equipped Press Conference Room for both pre- and post-game media activities.
If possible, the Press Conference Room shall have one separate dedicated entrance for the Players and Coaches and one for Accredited Media.
The Press Conference Room shall consist of:

e Soundproof room (no crowd noise);

e Minimum area to accommodate twenty (20) people excluding television camera crews and photographers;

e Chairs and an interview table with a minimum of three (3) seated positions;

e A stage and a platform for the camera positions at the back of the room;

e Backdrop and table skirt branded (mandatory) in line with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Brand Identity (FIBA shall provide in the FIBA
Brand Management Platform), a design template for the backdrop and table skirt which is of mandatory use);

e Sound system with three (3) fixed microphones on interview table and two (2) remote microphones for the audience and for the translator,
with the ability to record audio output directly (audio split box);

e Sufficient lighting; and
e Live-streaming equipment necessary to broadcast post-game press conferences as per guidelines to be provided in due time.

8.13.6  MEDIA WORKING ROOM

Set up of a Media Working Room is strongly recommended. The Media Working Room must be located inside the Media Area and its access must
be restricted to Accredited Media only.

e Minimum area to accommodate twenty (20) working positions with tables and chairs;

e All working tables shall be supplied with a power outlet and cabled or Wi-Fi internet connection;

o Sufficient space to circulate freely and access tables and chairs without disturbing those working; and
e As a courtesy, snacks and refreshments should be provided.

There shall be a dedicated area within the Media Working Room for photographers. This area shall be large enough to accommodate a minimum
of five (5) photographers and shall be equipped with cabled internet.

8.13.7 LOCKERS AREA
Itis recommended to set up a Lockers Area located in or in close proximity to the Media Working Room in each venue.
The Lockers Area shall consist of:

e Lockers of sufficient size and quantity to easily accommodate an ENG camera and/or a camera bag; and

e Anpersonin charge to record and manage the deposits.

8.13.8  MEDIA PARKING

Itis recommended that the Host National Member Federation provides parking passes for a minimum number of parking places for Accredited
Media, according to their number. The Accredited Media parking area shall be located as close as possible to the media entrance.

8.14 BROADCAST AREAS

8.14.1 BROADCAST PLAN BASIC PRINCIPLES

The Host shall deliver on the obligations which are detailed in this document (i.e. space, lighting, power, security etc.), with respect to the Host
Broadcaster and Broadcast Partners appointed by FIBA for the game and otherwise shall provide all reasonably requested assistance and
support in order to facilitate broadcast activity in accordance with FIBA's requirements.

There will be a FIBA approved Broadcast Plan for each game venue that provides the optimal guidelines for the Host Broadcaster and Broadcast
Partners. The Host National Member Federation is responsible for supporting the implementation of the Broadcast Plan. An indicative camera plan
is outlined in

The Host Broadcaster shall produce the International Feed in High Definition with up to twelve (12) cameras (some Host Broadcasters may work
with additional cameras) and deliver the signal of the live game and the highlights programme to the relevant pan-regional satellite.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide the necessary required space and any relevant platforms for the installation of the Host
Broadcaster and Broadcast Partners’ cameras and other facilities.

The cameras must be set up on the opposite side of the arena from the Team Benches and Scorer’s Table. The Host National Member Federation
shall ensure that the minimum number of camera positions can be accommodated before tickets are sold or allocated.

8.14.2  FIBA BROADCAST PLAN
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CAMERA POSITIONS

CAMERA 1 - MAIN WIDE SHOT

Located high up in the stands, exactly on the centre court, to follow the game action.

CAMERA 2 - TIGHT SHOT

Located next to or below Camera 1.

CAMERA 3 - HANDHELD CENTER

Located opposite the Scorers’ Table, at court level, to follow the game action. Need to be at court level on the same side as Cameras 1 and 2.
CAMERAS 4 & 7 - HAND-HELD CAMERAS

Located beside the basket, on the same side as the Wide Shot camera, at each end of the court to shoot the game action but also able to reach the
team benches.

CAMERAS 5 & 6 - SUPER SLOW-MOTION CAMERAS

Located at the court level at a height of 2m, on the same side as Cameras 1 and 2, in slash position aligned with the court corners.
CAMERAS 8 & 9 - BACKBOARD ROBOTIC

Remote controlled over the rim, ideally hanging from the roof or looking through the backboard and able to move with the action
CAMERA 10 - BENCH CAMERA

Located next to or below Camera 1. Facing the bench head-on for team reactions etc.

CAMERA 11 - BEAUTY SHOT CAMERA

Located at a high position (e.g. somewhere up in the roof), on the same side as the main cameras facing diagonally in the corner of the arena, to
shoot an attractive general view of the stadium.

CAMERA CC — CLOCK CAMERA (light camera)

Located in a position with an uninterrupted view of the game clock and twenty-four second clock which can be inserted, if necessary, into the on-
screen graphics.

8.14.3  BROADCAST COMMENTARY POSITIONS

The number of commentary positions could be a minimum of four (4) depending on the popularity of the Teams playing there.

Each commentary position shall:



e Be on the same side of the court as the main cameras, with an uninterrupted, unobstructed view of the entire court of play and the
surrounding adjacent areas;

e Be as close as possible to the centre ling;

e Provide easy access to the Flash Interview Positions and Mixed Zone;

e Have separate access from the general public and the Non-Rights Holders;
e Be fully secured and controlled;

e Accommodate three (3) people, with the table being a minimum of 1.80 metres in length, sixty (60) centimetres deep and approximately
seventy-five (75) centimetres in height. In a normal tribune this would mean “cancelling” nine (9) spectator seats per commentary position
(three (3) for a desk, three (3) for seats and three (3) for access);

e Be elevated by forty (40) centimetres from the row in front; or at court level if there are no seats / no rows in front of the Commentary
Tribune;

e Provide at least four (4) electrical plugs (16A/position, redundant and on the same phase as the technical power from the Broadcast
Compound, for the Host Broadcaster commentary equipment & CIS if applicable); and

e Provide at least six (6) free electrical plugs (redundant from the arena power supply) for the commentator’s laptops, chargers, etc. and three
(3) cabled internet connections;

e Have a dedicated internet line to transmit audio commentary.

e Be equipped with the necessary chairs and tables large enough to accommodate two (2) TV monitors, two (2) laptops, one (1) commentary
control unit, one (1) telephone and working papers;

e Not be enclosed in order to allow access to the crowd atmosphere;

e Have enough space behind the seats to allow other commentators to reach their position and the technical crew to go back and forth for any
reason without disturbing their colleagues; and

Have adequate protection on the last row (if applicable) to prevent accidental falls and injuries.

The TV monitors shall be housed in a recess in the table-top with a sitting position enabling the commentators to see the entire area of the venue
floor and monitor at the same time.

Lighting in the commentary positions shall be sufficient to read by but not glaring in order to avoid reflections on the TV monitor screen.

The ‘Commentary Control Unit’ (if necessary) should be set up next to the commentary positions in a ‘Commentary Control Room'.

8.14.4  HOST NATIONAL FEDERATION OBLIGATIONS

The Host National Member Federation has certain obligations (space, lighting, power, security etc.) which are detailed below with respect to the
Host Broadcaster and Broadcast Partners appointed by FIBA Media for the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

The details of the following items and the specific requirements in the venue shall, at the latest, be discussed by FIBA Media, the Host
Broadcaster and the Host National Member Federation at the site visit.

The site visit must take place and all decisions confirmed before the start of ticket sales.

The allocation of any limited space, access or facilities for the Host Broadcaster and other parties shall be determined by FIBA Media following
the site visit between FIBA Media, the Host Broadcaster and the Host National Member Federation prior to the start of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers.

The decision of FIBA Media shall be final and binding in this respect.
Any questions concerning TV and Broadcasting matters should be forwarded to FIBA Media at TV@fibamedia.com.

In order to assist in the coordination of the Broadcast Production, National Member Federations shall designate one (1) person to act as the
National Member Federation Broadcast Coordinator. This person will act as the main point of contact regarding all Broadcast matters, before and
during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. This person can also be the National Member Federation Media Officer.

The Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for both the construction and the costs related to the provision of any camera
platforms required as per the Broadcast Plan.

The Host National Member Federation must provide the infrastructure space and set-up including power, cabling and power distribution for a
minimum of four (4) Broadcast Commentary Positions which need to be located close to the court on the same side as the main cameras (i.e.
opposite the Team Benches) and with easy access to the Mixed Zone and court for pre-game; post-game and half-time interviews.



The Host Broadcaster will be responsible for supplying and rigging all of the technical equipment (excluding the camera platforms and the
dedicated Broadcast Power).

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for the provision of the arena lighting. The average maintained illumination should be
between 1,700 and 2,000 lux towards the camera lens and spread evenly on the court floor area, without any shadows or patches, as per
. This uniformity of the lighting is absolutely vital for the quality of the television production.

The rest of the arena should have sufficient illumination. Any windows shall be covered by curtains or blinds to ensure that light does not disrupt
the broadcast production quality.

The court lighting aspect is one of the most important considerations for the broadcasting of the games and detailed information is available from
to ensure that the optimum lighting is set for all games. Please carefully check in this document the
FIBA Lighting Specifications ( ).

Sufficient space to form a Broadcast Compound must be provided at each game venue by the Host National Member Federation for the parking of
all production vehicles, 0B Vans, satellite uplink trucks and technical vehicles that may be required by the Host Broadcaster, Broadcast Partners
and Graphic companies for the transmission of the event.

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for the provision of an independent and fully redundant power supply dedicated to all
Host Broadcaster Production Areas (Qutside Broadcasting (O0B) vans, graphics company, commentary area, cameras) available at the Broadcast
Compound and distributed to all the necessary areas (please refer to ).

The Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for all security matters involved in the organisation of the games, including all of the
relevant areas inside the arena and the Broadcast compound area outside the arena. The Broadcast Compound shall be fully secured post the
arrival of the Broadcast production vehicles.

8.15 POWER/POWER REDUNDANCY

The Host shall guarantee uninterrupted power for all core systems and areas, including at a minimum:
e All equipment at the Scorer’s and Technical tables;
e Scoreboards;
e Time system (if applicable).

As a minimum, each venue shall have:

e A primary and an alternative standby energy source for the arena lighting and other needs which allows the game to be continued in case of
power failure

e Afully uninterrupted redundant and completely independent power source or a twin synchronised power generator (minimum of 125KA 220
Amp/Phase with automatic changeover) for the Broadcast Operation (located in the Broadcast Compound) and distributed to all the
necessary areas (0B vans, graphics company, commentary area, cameras)

e A UPS for the scoreboard system, to prevent losing time, score and other scoreboard data in case of a power outage during the game;

e Relevant power supply required to operate the LED advertising boards provided by the Host, if any (example:A phase 380 VAC power supply
for LED advertising boards).

8.16 LIGHTING

As a minimum, the venue shall have:

e A playing court with an average maintained illumination between 1,700 and 2,000 lux in the vertical plane (towards the camera lens) and
spread evenly on the court floor area, without any shadows or patches, as per . This uniformity of the lighting is vital for the
quality of the television production;

e Emergency lighting of at least ten percent (10%) of the maintained luminance under normal lighting conditions.

Where a venue has large windows, specific action must be taken, by the Host National Member Federation, in order to block out any direct
sunlight that may impact the production of the International Feed (e.g. by covering the windows with curtains or blinds and ensuring they remain
closed throughout the course of the game).

Should the Host National Member Federation prepare light shows as part of their entertainment program (i.e. during the Players introduction), this
shall be communicated and approved by FIBA in advance. Moreover, a test shall be organized prior to the game, in the presence of the FIBA
Technical Delegate, the FIBA Media Broadcast Operations Manager and the Host Broadcaster. For more details on how to prepare a light show,
please refer to the FIBA Light Show Guidelines.

8.17 SOUND SYSTEM

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that the public announcement system is of such a quality as to enable sharp and clear sound
reproduction above the noise of the crowd for both public announcements and entertainment music. Loudspeakers shall be positioned in such a
way as to give uniform sound reproduction throughout the hall with no distortion or “echo” effects.

8.18 VENUES REQUIREMENTS FOR PRACTICE SESSION

The Host National Member Federation shall make the game venue accessible as requested for practices as per

The game venue shall be clean and at the appropriate temperature. The court shall have a minimum uniform lighting of 750 lux () Min/Avg 0.7) and
all the necessary equipment.

The set-up of the court shall be the same as for the game.
In the team’s changing room, the Host National Member Federation shall provide for practices:
e One (1) padded massage table in like-new condition (minimum dimensions of 0.8m in height x 0.6m in width x 1.80m in length);
e One (1) table of Tm x 4m;
e Benches or chairs for twenty (20) persons;
e One (1) tactics board with marker and eraser;
e Hangers or lockers for twelve (12) people; and

e Two (2) garbage bins.

8.19 ACCESS TO FACILITIES FOR SPECTATORS WITH DISABILITIES

The Host National Member Federation shall provide access for spectators with disabilities. The venue shall have dedicated access points and
areas for spectators with disabilities as well as dedicated sanitary facilities nearby.

Parking areas reserved for persons with a disability must also be provided, as well as special access paths. The requirements for people with a
disability should be as per the national laws and regulations of the host nation but the recommended number of parking spaces for persons with a
disability is a minimum of one (1) parking space for every 1,200 spectators.
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9 ACCESS, ACCREDITATION, SAFETY & SECURITY

9.1 ACCREDITATION - GENERAL PRINCIPLES

Accreditation shall be implemented at all games by the Host National Member Federation in order to guarantee security to all participants and to
control the access to the different areas, especially in areas such as the court, the changing rooms, and the media operations areas.

Accreditations are a working tool issued to individuals working on the game (e.g. staff, volunteers, media, etc.) or participating in it (e.g. Team
Delegations, FIBA Game Officials, etc.).

Accreditations enable their holders to access the areas where they perform their duties in preparation for and during the game, while preventing
people without a working function from interfering with game operations.

Accreditations are important as they contribute to the safety and security of the game. For those reasons, the following should be clearly noted
and stated:

e An accreditation does not provide its holder with any special social or representative status;
e An accreditation is not a gift or souvenir; and

e An accreditation is not a ticket or invitation and does not grant any right to a seat in the venue (except for VIP accreditations in specific
cases).

For Media accreditations (including Host Broadcaster, Rights Holders, print media, etc.), specific procedures will be provided by FIBA at the latest
two (2) weeks before the start of the competition. For other accreditations, FIBA will provide all National Member Federations with an
accreditation template and guidelines to be used at all home games of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. Each Host National Member
Federation is entitled to use the preferred accreditation system however, FIBA will provide access to the EMS system should a National Member
Federation would like to use this sytem. Specific guidelines will be provided at the latest two (2) weeks before the start of the competition.

An Accreditation Coordinator shall be appointed to oversee the process and an accreditation centre set up in the venue and operational as of
Game Day -2.
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9.2 VENUE ZONING

Accreditation requires the set-up and securing of venue zones. The game venue shall be sub-divided into Access Zones which shall only be
accessible to specific accredited categories. In principle, venue zoning shall be carried out by an Accreditation Coordinator together with the
Venue Manager, the Safety & Security Coordinator and any other relevant authorities.

The following zones are likely to be required as a minimum:

e Teams Areas (including Court ,Team benches, Scorer’s Table and; Technical Table as well as Team changing rooms; Referee changing
rooms; Entertainment changing room; Warm-up area or court (if applicable); First Aid Room; Doping Control Station);

e Administration Areas, Media Areas and Broadcast Compound; and
e Spectator and Hospitality Areas.

In order for an accreditation system to be effective, the Host National Member Federation shall then put in place strict access control around the
venue by means of security staff for all relevant Access Zones. Access Zones shall be clearly defined and secured and access control operational
no later than one (1) day prior to the game. Only accredited persons holding the necessary access rights may access the respective area.

Additional information can be found in the FIBA Accreditation Guidelines to be provided in due time.

9.3 SIGNAGE

All rooms and areas in the venue shall be clearly marked by no later than twenty-four (24) hours before the game. Signage shall be produced in
English and be branded in line with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Brand Identity. The Host National Member Federation shall use the FIBA
pre-approved templates to be available in the FIBA Brand Management Platform.

9.4 ACCREDITATION FOR TEAM DELEGATIONS, FIBA GAME OFFICIALS AND MEDIA

The Visiting National Member Federation is entitled to receive a maximum of twenty-eight (28) accreditations; this number includes the twelve (12)
Players. Only twenty-one (21) of these accreditations shall give access to the court (for persons on the Final Team Delegation Roster form
approved during the Technical Meeting). Additional information can be found in

Finally, accreditation shall be provided to Media according to the Media requirements outlined in

9.5 DATA INSERTION

The Host National Member Federation shall enter accreditations for all persons who have a participant or working role in the Event:
e Team Delegation Members (including Players);
e FIBA Game Officials and Representatives;
e Media representatives;
o Host Broadcaster staff;
o Host National Member Federation staff;
o \olunteers;
e Venue personnel;
e Security, police, first aid personnel, etc.;
e Host external services personnel; and
e Host VIPs and guests (if accredited)
All individuals requesting an accreditation shall provide the following personal information:
e lLastname;

e First name;

Date of birth;

Gender; and
e Recent passport picture.

All data collected shall only be used for accreditation purposes and used in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations and shall be
deleted immediately once the purpose of the collection has been fulfilled.

“Non-personal accreditations” may also be provided in limited numbers, for example to external service providers working in the venue with high
staff rotation (e.g. cleaning staff, sales in corridors, etc.).

9.6 ISSUING OF AND DISTRIBUTING ACCREDITATIONS

The Host is responsible for approving accreditations, printing badges for all approved individuals, laminating them using lamination pouches and
distributing the badges at the Accreditation Centre.

The Host shall distribute each accreditation pass with a lanyard.

Specific accredited categories, namely Host Broadcaster staff, Rights Holders cameramen and photographers, shall be provided with “bibs” or
other devices by the Host National Member Federation.

9.7 SAFETY AND SECURITY

Host National Member Federations shall be responsible for all aspects of security in relation to the organisation of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers games, in the venue and its surroundings, before and after the game.

The Host National Member Federation shall identify and approach public and private organisations that will be involved in security operations for
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers home games.

The Host National Member Federations shall appoint a Safety & Security Coordinator who will be responsible for all security-related issues at the
venue for all involved parties.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide to FIBA a comprehensive Security Plan, at the latest thirty (30) days before the window. FIBA
shall provide a template that can be used by the Host National Member Federations to develop such Security Plan.

FIBA retains the right to check the organisers’ proposals for the security of the event and give the necessary input through the FIBA Security
Advisor.



Should FIBA decide to send a FIBA Security Advisor for a specific mission in one Host country, the Host National Member Federation shall provide
for the duration of the stay and at its costs all local transportation requested, accommodation in a minimum four-star (*) hotel and arrange all
requested meetings with relevant stakeholders for the proper completion of his mission.

The Host National Member Federations shall ensure that the venue is fully compliant with applicable safety and security laws and regulations,
including but not limited to the following constructions:

i. Temporary/removable tribunes and other infrastructure;

ii. Media area;

iii. Podiums and/or stages;

iv. Broadcast infrastructures such as camera platforms, cranes, rails, as well as the Broadcast Compound facilities;
v. Additional lighting such as photographers’ strobe lights;

vi. Cabling; and

vii. Advertising signage.

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that all gates and emergency exits are kept free of any obstruction that could impede the flow
of spectators.

All selected personnel involved in the game shall be fully briefed on emergency procedures in case of an emergency or crisis following the
Emergency Management Plan (to be provided by FIBA), and Security personnel shall wear a distinctive uniform.

The Host National Member Federation shall comply with the FIBA Venue Rules and FIBA Prohibited Items List as per annex xxx and yyy.

Safety information for spectators shall be printed on the reverse side of the game ticket, referring to the FIBA Venue Rules and displayed
prominently throughout the venue.

In case of an emergency, the public announcement system and video screens in the venue (if available) shall be used to display and transmit
emergency announcements to the public (appropriate announcement are messages to be prepared in advance).

In addition to the above, the Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for the security of the Visiting National Member Federation and
of the FIBA Game Officials, from their arrival in the country until their departure. Special attention shall be paid when the Visiting National Member
Federation Team is at its hotel.

National Member Federations shall be fully responsible for the behaviour of their own fans at the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

Itis advised for each National Member Federation, to appoint a Safety and Security Coordinator among the Team Delegation to tackle Security and
Safety Matters.
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10 IT SUPPORT

Information Technology (IT) is crucial as it supports many operational processes and functions during the game.

10.1 INTERNET CONNECTION

The Host National Member Federations shall provide reliable Internet connections in all of the following areas:
e The FIBA Office, the Meeting Room and the Host National Member Federation Office;
e Media and commentator tribunes, media working room, photographers’ positions, press conference room, Host Broadcast Area/0B Van;
e Technical and Scorer’s tables;
e Teams and referees changing rooms ; and
o QOther rooms upon request.

The internet connections shall be wireless and wired, and shall meet the following requirements:

A wired connection with a minimum of 20 Mbps download/upload speed dedicated to the Host Broadcaster Working Area and/or OB Van,
and for the post-game Press Conference Room;

A wired connection with a minimum of 10 Mbps download/upload speed dedicated to the Statisticians position at the Technical table;

A sufficient capacity to cover all other needs for the game for the following populations:
o QOrganisation staff,

e Accredited Media —the media interest in the specific game should be considered (large media attendance for crucial games would
require an extended internet capacity);

e Broadcasters.

Proper QoS / traffic shaping solution should be implemented to:
e Guarantee dedicated bandwidth where needed (in particular for the Statisticians and the Press conference, as stated above);

o Distribute “fairly” the available bandwidth among all other areas.

Last, in case remote Broadcast GFX are implemented, then an additional dedicated wired connection with a minimum of 50 Mbps
download/upload speed shall be available at the Technical table. In such case, the Host will be informed by the Regional Office prior to the
game.

The mobile network coverage and quality in the venue shall also be considered when defining the overall internet capacity for the game.

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure that it has a service level agreement in place with an internet provider that is of the highest
industry standards and the Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for enforcing its terms.

10.2 SECURITY

The local networks shall be protected against viruses, hackers, denial of service and harmful effects to the highest industry standards. The Host
National Member Federation must block access to illegal or unwanted websites, such as betting, weapons, pornography, drugs, etc.

Redundancy of equipment and services shall be ensured so that single points of failure are eliminated.

10.3 TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The Host National Member Federation shall identify the relevant telecommunications provider contact who will be responsible for receiving and
coordinating all of the international telephone and ISDN line broadcast bookings in the venue.

The Host National Member Federation shall also ensure that service engineers from the telecommunications provider are always on site
throughout the duration of the game for any last-minute requests or problems.

In case ISDN lines should not be available in the host country and commentary will be transmitted over IP, an additional cable connection with a
dedicated bandwidth of 10 Mbps will be required for each commentary position.

10.4 HARDWARE

The Host National Member Federations shall make available all required hardware and software to be used for the management of the game,
unless stipulated or provided by FIBA. The Host National Member Federation shall then provide:

o Atthe scorer’s table: one (1) laptop for the FIBA Digital Scoresheet, one (1) monitor (second screen) and one (1) printer;



e Atthe technical table: two (2) laptops for the Statisticians (one main and one back-up) with one (1) printer,
e The 2 printers at scorer’s and technical tables can be shared and act as main and back-up;
e Inthe Media Working Room: one (1) network printer, one (1) multifunctional machine and one (1) screen with TV signal;
o [nthe FIBA Office: one (1) multifunctional machine;
e |nthe venue meeting room: large-screen television or video projector;
e (Qther devices that the Host National Member Federation may need.
All of these devices shall be configured accordingly and working. Support and maintenance shall be provided.

The Host shall have a sufficient number of Volunteers to assist for connection to the network, installation of printer drivers, and continuous
maintenance (toner, paper, etc.) during venue opening hours.

10.5 STATISTICS

The Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for providing the FIBA Statisticians staff necessary to collect game statistics during the
game. The official FIBA statistics software, provided by FIBA, shall be used for all games.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for providing the following:
e Hardware to collect Game statistics; and

e Two (2) or three (3) FIBA Statisticians depending on the usual composition of stats crews in the host country; at least one of the nominated
FIBA Statisticians shall be available in the venue also one day before the game for TV checks at the time agreed with the HB / TV Graphics
provider.

The Host National Member Federation shall provide live scores and statistics in real time. Failing to provide live scores and statistics in real time
shall be sanctioned. If unable to transmit electronically, the Host National Member Federation must send the following by e-mail to FIBA within
fifteen (15) minutes of the end of the game at the latest:

e The final score;
e The score at the end of each period and extra periods; and
o A copy of the duly completed Official Statistics Sheet.

It is mandatory that the statistics of the game (box score) are distributed to the two teams and the FIBA Technical Delegate at the end of each
period.

FIBA applies a non-printing policy for all other populations, in particular for the media.

10.6 TV GRAPHICS

The TV Graphics System will be supplied and operated by a partner selected by FIBA.

10.7 TIME AND SCORING SYSTEM

The TV Graphics and statistics systems require a data feed from the official scoreboard (game clock, shot clock, score, team fouls).

The Host National Member Federation shall provide full support to FIBA and FIBA’s partner’s developers during the game preparation (if
applicable) in relation to the implementation of the interface with the time and scoring system.

The Host National Member Federation will be asked to provide information to FIBA about the equipment available in the venue. Details to be
provided at a later stage.

10.8 PLATFORMS USED DURING THE FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS

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1" MEDIA & COMMUNICATIONS

As a principle and in order to maximise the promotion of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and the National Team, each National Member
Federation shall designate one (1) person to act as the National Member Federation Media Operations Manager.

This person will act as the main point of contact regarding all media related matters, before and during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.
National Member Federations shall work with FIBA to deliver on the following important media requirements:

a. Promote the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers in which they are participating through all their communication/digital channels, social media
and amplify via earned channels such as media partners, broadcast partners (if applicable) and influencers;

b. Assist FIBA in promoting their National Team on their official communications channels (website and social media);

c. Make Players and Coaches available for FIBA promotional activities before and during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, for photo and
video shoots, group photos, team photos and all other possible initiatives; and

d. Make available Players, Coaches and any Accompanying Team Delegation Members to the media during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers
Windows.

11.1 MEDIA ROLES & RESPONSIBILITIES

111 FIBA RESPONSABILITIES

FIBA shall be responsible for all global communications relating to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, such as:

e Creating and managing all the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers digital communications channels (website, social media, etc.) in various
languages;

e Defining the official Social Media hashtag(s);
o Amplifying the global promotion of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers through the official communication channels;

e Providing general and/or customized content (videos, articles, photos, etc...) for National Federations and players. Usage of the content is
subject to specific rules to be provided by FIBA,

e Providing guidelines for Communications & Media purposes i.e. Media accreditation, live-streaming of press conferences, game photos and
social media best practices;

e Providing National Federations and Players with Social media assistance (such as Access to content creation tools); and

e Appointing an official FIBA photographer to cover each FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers game.
1n1.2 GENERAL MEDIA OBLIGATIONS (NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATION AND NATIONAL TEAM)

The National Member Federations shall be responsible for all local communications relating to the event (both host and visiting country). These
obligations include but are not limited to:

e Appointing a professional Media Operations Manager to coordinate all communications activities. FIBA strongly recommend having this
person in place no later than one month before the start of each window.

e Providing FIBA with general information regarding their team prior to the beginning of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers (such as National
Member Federation’s logo, website address, every rosterupdates, social media channels/accounts, coaches information, etc.), as well as
keeping FIBA up-to-date with the latest changes that may affect the coverage of the games.

e Ensuring that all teams’ communication rosters information is accurate, up to date in FIBA MAP and completed within the FIBA established
deadlines.

e Ensuring the presence of the Head Coach and Players for media activities before and during the Window (such as pre-game activities on
Game Day -1, and in-game and post-game activities on Game Day).

e Providing high resolution headshot photographs of the twenty-four (24) Players in the long-list and Coaches according to FIBA guidelines and
timeline, as well as a team photo.

e Providing ticketing platform links and other information on ticket sales so FIBA can ensure assistance in promoting ticket sales.

e Providing the official FIBA photographer with the relevant access to cover the game (no other photographer shall have more access than the
official FIBA photographer).

n.1.3 MEDIA OBLIGATIONS AND DUTIES OF NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATIONS MEDIA OPERATIONS MANAGER

The National Member Federation Media Operations Managers’ duties include but are not limited to:



e Developing/reinforcing a relationship of trust with media of the participating countries he/she is involved with.

e Communicating with FIBA and providing the information required from the National Member Federation.

e Being easily reachable during the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers via live communications channels (like WhatsApp, Skype or similar).
e Ensuring that media procedures are understood and followed by the team on preparation and Game Days.

e Securing the involvement of star players in the promotion of the games.

e (oordinating media operations main activities before and during the Windows:

e Screening and managing of media accreditation requests via the FIBA Media Portal.

e Setting up the live stream of the postgame press conference and appointing a professionally trained moderator for the press conferences
(and providing support in translation from local language to English).

e Coordinating media activities involving the teams such as pre-game media availability and post-game mixed zone and press conference.
e Organising photo/video shoot (if any) and any other promotional activity FIBA may require.

e Working closely with FIBA and the other teams’ Media Operations Managers before and during the windows to ensure a successful
coverage of the games.

Reporting to FIBA Communications at the end of each Window (e.g. responding to the Media Operations Manager survey and providing reports on
the Window).

More details on the National Member Federations and Media Operations Managers duties are listed in the Game Day Media activities section.

n.1.4 MEDIA REGULATIONS ON SOCIAL MEDIA AND DIGITAL CHANNELS FOR NATIONAL MEMBER FEDERATIONS

FIBA strongly supports and encourages Players, Coaches, National Member Federation representatives and accredited persons at the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers to be active on Social Media by posting about their experiences (tweets, videos, photos, etc.).

Nonetheless, these publications must respect the following guidelines:

e Publications must be dignified and in good taste and must not contain disrespectful or obscene words or images;
e Players and other members of the Team Delegations on the bench are not allowed to publish content on Social Media during their game;
e No filming or audio recording of any game (including pre- or post-game action on the field of play) is allowed,;

e Photos can be taken for personal use and accredited media may publish them for editorial purposes on Social Media (these photos can only
be taken with smartphones/tablets, no professional equipment allowed);

e Social Media activity linked to the event involving game video footage should not be linked to any commercial and/or advertising purposes.
Specific guidelines will be distributed by FIBA,

e (uarantee regular promotion of the qualifier on social media starting two weeks before each game;
o Follow posting guidelines provided by FIBA for all post covering or promoting the event.;

e Use official social media templates provided by FIBA;

e Promote broadcast information on owned digital & social media channels; and

o |Integrating FIBA Live-stats and statistics widget in the National Member Federation website.

It must be kept in mind that what is posted on Social Media can be considered as “public” and cannot be entirely retracted or deleted.
Consequently, all content associated with a Player/Coach/Team Delegation Member/media representative must be consistent with his/her values
and those ones of the organisation he/she represents (National Member Federation, team, media, etc.).

11.2 MEDIA REQUIREMENTS

1.2.1 ACCREDITATION

FIBA will define the zoning concept of the arena accreditation system for home games. The media categories to include are:
e Media Non-Rights Holders ( Print and online Journalist, Photographer, Non-Rights Holders Broadcaster, Other Non-Rights Holder Media; and
e Media Rights-Holders (Broadcast Partner, Host Broadcaster, Content Creator, Videographer, Talent).

FIBA requires that all Media register in the FIBA Media Portal and have an up-to-date profile in the system to apply for any game.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for managing the accreditation approvals/denials for all Media Representatives within the
deadlines defined by FIBA.



The National Member Federation Media Operations Manager will be in charge of media accreditation for home games and will need to consult
with the Visiting National Member Federation Media Operations Manager to make sure foreign media can be accommodated.

As such, a quota of media accreditation should be guaranteed and reserved for foreign-based media at the game. If this quota is not allocated,
media accreditations may be redistributed to the home team media.

Distribution of media accreditation may be subject to FIBA final approval.

A list of media contact details of the National Member National Member Federation shall provide contact details of their Media Operations
Manager by the deadline given by FIBA.

The National Member Federation Media Operations Manager will be trained and receive guidelines on the management of media accreditation via
the FIBA Media Portal at a later stage.

n.2.2 PLAYERS HEADSHOTS’ AND TEAM PHOTO

Before each Window, all National Member Federations must provide FIBA with headshot photographs of Players and Coaches before the
beginning of the competition, wearing the official game jersey they will use during that Window. The Players should preferably wear dark colours
uniforms and must wear their correct player number.

All photographs requested must be provided to FIBA by the National Member Federation no later than 48 hours before the beginning of the first
game of the Window.

The photographs provided shall be taken by a professional photographer and respect the guidelines/photo brief provided by FIBA. They must be
delivered via the FIBA Photo gallery.

FIBA will provide the National Member. It is essential and mandatory to follow the photo brief and respect the submission deadline.

11.3 MEDIA ACTIVITIES

n.3.1 GAME DAY -1

The Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for the set-up of the media areas as well as the information to provide to media
representatives from both home and away teams.

The Host Media Operations Manager and the two Team Media Officers (Host and Visiting) must be on-site and are recommended to meet on Game
Day -1 to discuss and manage aspects such as:

Walk-through of the arena and validation of media areas flows and signage;

Media tribune seating chart;
o Remote camera installation; and

e Practice session/Access to Players/media availability.

n.3.2 PRACTICE SESSION & MEDIA AVAILABILITY

On Game Day -1, both teams should open the end of their practice session to the media for at least fifteen (15) minutes.

At the end of the practice session, the Head Coach and Player(s) of the team will be asked to approach the media and make themselves available
for interviews. The Media Operations Managers must be on-site to coordinate activities.

According to media demand, media availability may be moved to the press conference room.

If a National Member Federation organizes additional pre-game media activities, these activities will not replace the pre-game activities listed
above.

If a National Member Federation does not hold a full practice session on Game Day -1, an alternative solution should be found in agreement with
FIBA to provide media with access to the Head Coach and Player for a minimum duration of fifteen (15) minutes.

1.3.3 TECHNICAL MEETING

It is recommended (but optional) for both teams Media Operations Managers to attend the Technical Meeting to explain the media procedures to
take place on Game Day.

n.3.4 PRODUCTION OF A PRESS KIT

If the Host National Member Federation wishes to provide media with a press kit, this kit should be produced in line with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers Brand Identity. Validation of the press kit must be done via the Branding platform.

1.3.5 GAME DAY



PRACTICE SESSION/ACCESS TO PLAYERS

On Game Day, both teams should open the end of their practice session to the media for at least five (5) minutes for media availability. Even if
Players and Coaches are invited to accept interviews, they are under no obligation to do so.

REMOTE CAMERA INSTALLATION

Remote camera installation will be coordinated by the Host National Member Federation Media Operations Manager after the end of the last
practice on Game Day. The installation must be coordinated with the Host Broadcaster.

TEAM PHOTO ON GAME DAY

A Team photo is taken on each game day between 60 and 15 minutes before tip-off.. Each team can determine the exact time of the photo and
inform all stakeholders accordingly, most importantly the game's Technical Delegate and the FIBA photographer. The team photo is taken by the
official FIBA photographer on-site. The National Member Federation official photographer and other accredited photographers can be present on
court for this occasion. Only the Head Coach, Assistant Coaches and the twelve (12) Players wearing the game uniform are allowed on the team
photo. Team photos will be made available on FIBA.basketball.

MIXED ZONE

After the end of the game, both teams (all Players and Head Coaches) are required to exit the court area through the Mixed Zone that will be set
up on the way to the locker rooms.

The Media Operations Managers must ensure that all Players and Head Coach listed on the box-score pass through the Mixed Zone and make
themselves available for interviews.

PHOTOS OF THE GAME

The National Member Federation official photographer must provide photos of the game (of both teams) and FIBA guidelines and upload them in
the FIBA Photo gallery.

A brief will be provided by FIBA in due time.

POST-GAME PRESS CONFERENCE

Both teams are required to be present at the post-game press conference taking place fifteen (15) minutes after the end of the game in the arena’s
press conference room.

The post-game press conference shall be moderated by a person appointed by the Host Media Operations Manager. According to the media
participating, it shall be held in English (and in the local language).

The Media Operations Manager should make sure that the room is correctly set-up and that name tags are prepared for both team
representatives.

The Head Coach and a Player should attend the press conference and must comply with the following protocol/run-down:

FIRST PART: VISITING TEAM

Only the Head Coach and a Player from the visiting team will attend this first part (maximum ten (10) minutes), the rundown being the following:
e Statement from Player of the visiting team
o Statement from Head Coach of the visiting team
e Questions from the media to the Player or the Head Coach

Following the conclusion of this first part, the Head Coach and Player will leave the room and may answer questions from media of their country in
their language (if necessary), outside the press conference room.

SECOND PART: HOME TEAM

Only the Head Coach and a Player from the home team will attend the second part (maximum fifteen (15) minutes), following the rundown below:
e Statement from Player of the home team
o Statement from Head Coach of the home team
e Questions from the media to the Player or the Head Coach

Following the conclusion of the second part, the Official post-game Press Conference is over. The Head Coach and Player may stay in the press
conference room to answer questions from the media in their language (if necessary).



OTHER ACTIVITIES (FIBA)

If applicable, FIBA reserves the right, upon previous request to teams, to organize other media and promotional activities, according to the
editorial coverage of the game (for example with key Players or for defined high profile games).

12.1 MINIMUM BROADCAST PRODUCTION REQUIREMENTS

1211 OVERVIEW

FIBA Media is responsible for the negotiation and conclusion of all contracts relating to the worldwide transmission (i.e. all coverage by all forms
of broadcasting across any and all platforms) of all games related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

The term “transmission” includes all coverage by terrestrial, satellite, cable and closed-circuit television, internet, video, radio and film on a live or
delayed basis, whether a complete broadcast or in highlights. All new technical broadcast innovations come under these terms including IP,
broadband, mobile, digital, high definition, wide screen, compressed vision, 3-D, 4K, 8K, virtual animated graphics and video, computer or other
multimedia formats.

FIBA reserves all rights in relation to the transmission (including by way of still or moving imagery and all related audio) of the event and any event
content at any time including arrangements for provision of the basic coverage and for all live and delayed broadcasts (highlights, news or
otherwise) into all countries in any form of media.

Only FIBA may licence these rights to the Rights Holders or otherwise exploit these rights. The Rights Holders appointed by FIBA will have the
exclusive right to broadcast games, highlights and any other video or audio content in specific territories. No television broadcasters, radio
stations, video or film companies or other content creators or distributors will be allowed access to the games or the right to create or use any
video or audio content without the prior approval of FIBA. No broadcasters or other distributors are permitted to broadcast in whole or in part any
of the games without FIBA’s prior consent.

FIBA will appoint a Host Broadcaster who shall be responsible for producing the International Feed of all of the games of the event.

FIBA may, in its absolute discretion, at any time withdraw any broadcast rights and access to the venue granted to any Rights Holder.

12.1.2 HOST BROADCASTER

FIBA is committed to build a strong and consistent product providing high level coverage of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers for the benefit of
fans and partners. In order to maximise the opportunities for National Member Federations to benefit from this new competition system, FIBA has
confirmed that FIBA Media, on behalf of FIBA, will assume the responsibility and costs of the Host Broadcasting operations for all FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers games and their global distribution.

12.1.3 BROADCAST PARTNERS

FIBA Media shall appoint Broadcast Partners as Rights Holders who shall have the right to broadcast games and/or highlights as per their
agreements with FIBA. FIBA Media can solely authorise broadcasts of any kind from the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers including via its own
services and channels.

No broadcasters, radio stations, video or film companies, internet websites, etc. will be allowed access to any of the games or the right to create
or use any video or audio content without the prior approval of FIBA Media.

12.1.4 NON-RIGHTS HOLDERS

Non-Rights Holders’ cameras are not authorised to shoot any game action or create other video or audio content within the venue (other than as
may specifically be designated and approved by FIBA from time to time) and will not be allowed access to the venue for game coverage. FIBA may
require Non-Rights Holders to deposit their cameras prior to the game and collect them again at the end of the game.

Non-Rights Holders’ cameras may only be used (i.e. turned on) in the Mixed Zone (subject to space availability) to shoot post-game interviews and
in the Press Conference Room.

All game material for promotion, documentaries and/or news access purposes by Non-Rights Holders must be sourced through FIBA Media at
TV@fibamedia.com.

Note: Team Cameras, National Member Federations cameras, Social Media Video and Documentary Crews are Non-Rights Holders and should
request any filming rights to FIBA Media in advance via TV@fibamedia.com.

12.1.5 BROADCAST ACTIVITIES
SET UP ALLOWED DURING TEAMS PRACTICE SESSIONS

The Host Broadcaster, Rights Holders or other Broadcast personnel may need to set up during the teams practice sessions due to the short
preparation times. This operation shall not disturb or impede the practice session activities and the teams shall be informed before the start of the
respective session. Nonetheless, the collaboration between all parties is necessary to avoid conflict or delays in the preparation of the games.



ACCESS TO CHANGING ROOMS / ENG CREWS

FIBA may require that Host Broadcasters access the winning team'’s locker room after the game. In that case it will not be requested to record the
Coaches technical debrief. The goal of this activity is to capture emotions as part of the additional footage to be used in the promotion of the
respective game, teams and the competition in general. In addition, in selected games, FIBA Media may decide to appoint ENG crews for
additional coverage. These crews will capture behind the scenes footage, from before and until after the game, including but not limited to the
Player’s arrival to the arena, pre-game locker room actions (to capture emotion shots), pre- and post-game interviews, etc. In such cases, both
teams shall be informed in advance (i.e. at the Technical Meeting or via e-mail) and shall fully cooperate. This operation will be coordinated
between the FIBA Media Broadcast Operations Venue Manager, the FIBA Technical Delegate and the Game Director. The Safety & Security
Coordinator shall be briefed in advance to guarantee a smooth operation.

CAMERA AND MICROPHONE ON TEAM BENCHES

FIBA requires that the Host Broadcaster uses cameras and boom microphones (attached to a pole) in the team benches during time-outs. All
teams shall cooperate. However, the Host Broadcaster staff shall operate smoothly for the Players and Coaches’ activities comfort.

In specific situations, e.g. if the boom mic operator cannot comply with specific measures (if applicable) due to the arena layout/distances/zoning,
alternative solutions may need to be implemented, such as a microphone fixed on the floor or next to the bench area.

ADDITIONAL MEDIA AND PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITIES

FIBA reserves the right, upon previous requirement to teams, to organise media and promotional activities, according to the editorial coverage of
the game (for example interviews with key Players or for defined high profile games).

13 MARKETING, PROMOTIONAL AND COMMERCIAL BENEFITS AND RIGHTS

13.1 NATIONAL FEDERATION'S BENEFITS

The Host National Member Federations shall keep all revenues generated through the following sources:
o All ticketing, hospitality, concessions and retail revenues generated at the home games;
e The exploitation of on-site sponsorship rights at the home games
e Revenues generated from advertising on uniforms and endorsement agreements with sportswear manufacturers; and
e Contributions and subsidies from cities and other governmental entities.

All media and broadcasting rights related to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers are owned, centrally managed and marketed by FIBA. FIBA will
share potential net revenues with the Host National Member Federation after taking into consideration the domestic market value.

13.2 NATIONAL FEDERATIONS RESERVED RIGHTS & FIBA RIGHTS

National Member Federations’ Reserved Rights and FIBA Rights are summarised in the table below. More details are provided in the following
articles of this Section.

13.2.1 SPONSORSHIP PRINCIPLES

As a reminder, either for team uniforms or for any sponsorship rights packages, advertising for hard alcohol, tobacco and any substance on the
WADA Prohibited List as updated from time to time (or products that may contain such substances) is prohibited. For the avoidance of doubt,
advertising for beer or wine is permitted.



FIBA may further restrict advertising for certain products to protect basketball values (including without limitation, for advertising involving
pornography, war or arms related products, war or violent video games, and betting companies that in FIBA's sole discretion raise integrity-
related concerns).

Should a National Federation sign a sponsorship with a betting/gambling company, these specific conditions should be applied to preserve the
integrity of basketball: (Please also reference the "FIBA Internal Regulations” - Art. 1-60)

e The Betting Company shall be a member of the IBIA (International Betting Integrity Association)
Or

e The Betting Company shall be a member of IBIS (I0C Integrity Betting Intelligence System)
Or

o The Betting Company shall be a member of GLMS (Global Lottery Monitoring System)

FIBA may request the relevant documentation supporting the affiliation with the aforementioned entities, of any potential betting sponsor(s) from a
National Federation. For further questions, please contact the FIBA Legal department : benjamin.schindler@fiba.basketball

13.3 TICKETING AND HOSPITALITY

13.3.1 TICKETING

The Host National Member Federation shall include on every ticket the following text “Terms and conditions: By purchasing this ticket, the ticket-
holder a) agrees to comply with FIBA Venue Rules; the venue regulations as well as with all applicable laws; b) acknowledges that filming,
broadcasting or collecting data inside the venue is strictly prohibited; c) grants to the Host National Member Federation and FIBA any and all of
his/her image rights as part of the public and waives any related claims to the extent permitted by law.

REVENUES

The Host National Member Federation shall be entitled to sell tickets and to retain 100% of all Net Revenues received from the ticket sales.

COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS

The Host National Member Federation is obliged to provide the following complimentary tickets:

e FIBA tickets (each category should be located altogether in the same area):
e Ten (10) VIP Tickets with access to the hospitality area (if applicable); and

e Forty (40) First Category Tickets.

e Visiting National Member Federation tickets (each category should be located altogether in the same area):
e Five (5) VIP Tickets with access to the hospitality area (if applicable); and

e Twenty (20) First Category Tickets.
The Host National Member Federation is obliged to also provide tickets for the Visiting National Member Federation:
e Atleast five percent (5%) of the venue capacity tickets, within a dedicated area of the stands.

e The Host National Member Federation shall inform the Visiting National Member Federation of the number of tickets available for purchase at
the latest sixty (60) days before the Window is due to take place, indicating the price of the tickets and detailed purchase and payment
conditions.

o The Visiting National Member Federation shall confirm to the Host National Member Federation the number of tickets required at the
latest thirty (30) days before the Window is due to take place and proceed with payment of the tickets.

e The two (2) National Member Federations shall agree on the exact order, payment and delivery process.

FIBA will ensure that any unrequired tickets are released a minimum of seven (7) days prior to the tip-off of the respective Qualifiers Window.

TICKETING STRATEGY

The Host shall carefully research and formulate a detailed ticket sales and pricing strategy.
Some factors that determine what ticket price can be charged are:

Demand and interest: The more interest there is in the game, the greater the demand will be for tickets, meaning that they can be priced higher.
The interest has to be created over a period of time with a structured promotional programme which constantly informs and educates the potential
ticket buyer on the game and its most effective selling points.



Venue capacity: A limited number of seats available for a game paired with large interest, means it is possible to charge higher prices. However,
even if there is interest in a game, this always needs to be considered in relation to the size of the venue in which the game is taking place.

Level and price of local competing activities: A potential ticket buyer will always be faced with various options on how to spend his/her time and
money and it is once again important that the Host ensures that the general pricing is affordable and competitive with other competing activities.

In the event that ticket sales remain low, the Host shall develop a “contingency plan” to fill the empty seats.

TICKET CATEGORIES

The tickets can be divided into the following categories of admission:

1. General Admission Tickets (as applicable) which can be divided in sub-categories based on the location of the seats (for example, for first
category tickets, the minimum standard for a first-category seat is alongside the court within the two baskets and inside the first block from
the court; and

2. VIP Tickets: a VIP Tribune with seats for the VIP guests shall be set up by the Host National Member Federation and designed in the venue
for the home games. This tribune may take different forms and should be an area for select VIP ticket holders and dignitaries, who shall have
free access to the hospitality lounge. The minimum standard for the VIP Tribune is to be centrally positioned within the first block from the
court and with easy and quick access to the hospitality lounge.

The VIP Seats as well as most of the complimentary first-category tickets should be located in a central position on the Main TV Camera side,
opposite the Scorer’s Table.

13.3.2  HOSPITALITY

In order to host the VIP guests, the National Member Federation shall set up at least one (1) hospitality lounge. The hospitality lounge shall be
located close to the VIP seats. The hospitality lounge shall be properly dressed and branded, include catering services, opened at the same time
as the arena gates and closed at least one (1) hour after the end of the home game.

Additionally, the National Member Federation might consider organizing different hospitality areas to offer different types of corporate hospitality
packages, according to its hospitality strategy.

13.4 NATIONAL FEDERATION’S SPONSORSHIP RIGHTS PACKAGES

13.4.1 SPONSORSHIP RIGHTS PACKAGES

The majority of on-site sponsorship rights at the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers’ home games are reserved to the National Member Federations.
The National Member Federations are entitled to exploit these rights in order to create or enhance sponsorship packages sold to local sponsors
exclusively with regards to the National Member Federation /National Team. The National Member Federations also have the option to develop
and sell sponsorship rights packages to local sponsors for individual home games.

FIBA, on the other hand, has the right to sell specific on-site sponsorship assets (made available at the Qualifiers games to FIBA Commercial
Affiliates) through its centralised global sponsorship programme.

The National Member Federation/National Team (as well as individual home games) sponsorship rights packages may include, but are not limited
to, the following rights:

1. Product Category Exclusivity;

2. Association Rights;

3. TV Brand Visibility;

4. Tickets & VIP Hospitality;

5. Sponsor’s Recognition Programme; and

6. On-site Activation.

13.4.2  PRODUCT CATEGORY EXCLUSIVITY

The Host National Member Federation can pursue sponsorship agreements with local sponsors from any product category. The only product
categories that are blocked by FIBA are those of Molten, covering Basketball balls, carriers and whistles. No other product categories are
blocked for local sponsorship.

The Host National Member Federation can grant local exclusivity to local sponsors in their respective product category solely in association with
the National Member Federation /National Team and/or for individual home games. For the avoidance of doubt, such exclusivity is not granted for
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.



However, FIBA Commercial Affiliates, through the centralised global sponsorship programme are granted full association rights for all games of
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

As a result, two (2) partners from the same product category, one (1) partner of the Host National Member Federation /National Team and one (1)
FIBA Commercial Affiliate, may hold on-site rights at the same Qualifiers’ home games. For example, sports apparel brand Adidas may hold local
rights to the same National Team game as FIBAs’ sports apparel partner Nike.

13.4.3  MOLTEN

As previously mentioned, Molten, the FIBA Partner for basketballs, basketball carriers and whistles have full product category exclusivity across
all FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers games. This means no other suppliers or sponsors can be engaged to provide these products at a local level.

To avoid a conflict with Molten’s blocked categories, should a competitor brand to Molten be associated with a National Member Federation, a
designation should be used on all advertisements in order to clearly define that said local sponsor/supplier (e.g. Spalding) is not occupying the
categories of Basketballs, carriers or whistles. An example of an appropriate designation is “Technical supplier for the National Member
Federation”. This designation should be included across all branded elements featuring the conflicting partner logo or brand name, including on
Advertising Board displays and Media Backdrops. Competitor branding, albeit in another category, may only be permitted if an alternative product
category is truly occupied. The designation and the brand logo need to be in a ratio of 50:50 when it comes to size. This is applicable to all
materials.

Itis important that FIBA and the Host work together to completely protect the on-site sponsorship rights of both the Host National Member
Federation /National Team sponsors and FIBA Commercial Affiliates.

13.4.4  ASSOCIATION RIGHTS

Whether it is for a comprehensive Host National Member Federation /National Team sponsorship rights package or for an individual home game
sponsorship rights package, the Host National Member Federation can grant association rights to their local sponsors exclusively with regards to
the Host National Member Federation /National Team. According to the sponsorship agreements, these rights may include the use of the Host
National Member Federation /National Team marks as well as the use of an official designation (for example, Official Sponsor of the National
Member Federation /National Team or, in the specific case of an individual home games sponsorship rights package, Local Sponsor or Proud
Sponsor of the National Team Home Qualifying Game).

The Host National Member Federation /National Team sponsors are not granted the right to directly associate themselves with the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers marks. Only FIBA Commercial Affiliates are granted the association rights to the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers’
marks and the right to use an official designation in association with the Qualifiers” marks (for example, Global Partner of the FIBA EuroBasket
2025 Qualifiers).

13.4.5 TV BRAND VISIBILITY

The following on-site sponsorship assets generate significant TV & Media exposure and are available to the local sponsors of the Host National
Member Federation /National Team:

ON COURT BRANDING

e Up to eight (8) commercial spaces are available for up to four (4) local sponsors’ to be displayed simultaneously on the court/floor.

Inner court
e Two (2) Free Throw circles (position 1) (full circles shall be utilized);

e Two (2) lateral signage maximum size of 3m x 2m (position 2). Positioning of sponsors on the court for position 1 & position 2 (the inner court)
can be in the free throw circle and lateral area. These can be allocated diagonally or symmetrically.

e Two (2) signage on each base line, either side of the baskets maximum size of length 3.8m, width 1.60m (positions 3 and 4). The branding in
these positions can be symmetrical or diagonally swapped on each baseline;

Refer to the Appendix B diagrams for the positioning permutations permitted based on 1-4 sponsors being present

e One additional (1) signage in front of the Scorer’s Table for Host Country, Host City or Venue Name, no logo or special brand font allowed,
maximum height of 1.60m, length 10m (mandatory).

e May only be one single line of text

The commercial spaces on and around the court shall be placed in accordance with the court layout available at the end of the paragraph
“courtside advertising boards”.

Any technical solution/supplier used to display the local sponsor’s brand on the court/floor (painting or stickers) should be either produced by
approved FIBA suppliers or produced out of FIBA approved material. Host National Member Federation shall provide the specifications of such
product by entering the data in the relevant form of software provided by FIBA. In case of non-compliance with FIBA Standards, FIBA may decide
not to allow stickers to be installed, for the safety of all participants.



Host National Member Federation shall provide, no later than seven (7) days prior to the start of the window, the court layout to be applied to FIBA
by email or in using the relevant platform.

ON COURT BRANDING

Mandatory branding positions
FIBA reserved rights — Continental Cup 2025 Qualifier branding (may include FIBA Commercial Affiliate)

Host County, Host City or Venue Name Branding

COURTSIDE ADVERTISING BOARDS

e FEighty percent (80%) of the courtside advertising boards’ inventory is available for the visibility of the local sponsors around the court.
The courtside advertising boards shall be placed in accordance with the court layout diagram.

The courtside advertising boards shall be of a minimum height of ninety (90) cm and shall not exceed a maximum height of one (1) metre. They
shall respect the provision of Article 18 of the Official Basketball Rules- Basketball Equipment.

All advertising boards shall have closed corners (i.e. the boards should be connected in the corners of the court, to display one singular artwork
(static boards) or one single rotation (LED boards) for maximum exposure). Closed corners for advertisement boards are mandatory, except when
it is not possible due to exceptional circumstances, such as representing a security risk.

For avoidance of doubt, Positions A & B are mandatory using LED Board, Position C are strongly recommended, in order to increase visibility of all
sponsors. Reference the Appendix diagram to confirm the mandatory locations.

The total length of the courtside advertising boards in Position A (A1+A2+A3), along the side-line, shall be a minimum of twenty-six (26) metres
(leaving two (2) gaps of three (3) metres on each side of the Scorer’s Table) and a maximum of twenty-eight (28) metres (leaving two (2) gaps of
two (2) metres on each side of the Scorer’s Table).

The total length of the courtside advertising boards in Positions B and C, along each end-line, shall be a maximum of sixteen (16) metres and
guarantee at all times a minimum gap of 900 mm on each side of the backstop units. The minimum length of the advertising boards in position B is
six (6) metres.

High-quality LED systems of a consistent standard shall be used at the venue, in accordance with FIBA's technical specifications which can be
reviewed in the appendix. It is recommended that the Host National Member Federation source a high-quality system through a reputable
company with experience of such events.

There shall be a maximum of fourteen (14) rotations in addition to a so-called "Position Zero "showing a FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers
promotional-related message. The position zero should be displayed — minus thirty (-30) seconds before tip-off only (Position zero shall not be
shown during the game and thus shall not be included within the game rotation playlist).

Each rotation should appear on the advertising board configuration for fifteen (15) seconds in order to optimise the visibility of each sponsor. Each
rotation shall not last more than fifteen (15) seconds.

The board rotation plan (playlist) shall include the Host National Member Federation /National Team local sponsors as well as FIBA promotional
messages, which may feature FIBA Commercial Affiliates. The National Member Federation shall follow FIBA requirements with regards to the
placement of the FIBA messages within the board rotation plan. The Host National Member Federation shall provide the final board rotation plan to
FIBA no later than seven (7) days in advance of the first game. The sponsorship category of any Host National Member Federation /National Team
local sponsors should be clearly stated.

ADVERTISING BOARD GUIDELINES



e The commercial messages on the advertising boards can be used to promote products and/or services as well as slogans / messages /
campaigns / websites. The content of the advertisements may only relate to the brand(s) / product category(s) specified in the sponsorship
agreements.

e The animation of any advertising messages on LED boards is permitted, as long as it does not disturb the game.
e FIBA reserves the right to decide if any special effects or extreme animations are considered as a distraction to players.

e An LED rotation may not be split time or visibility wise to display x2 different messages from different sponsors (If additional LED rotation are
required, Hosts should utilize a double playlist)

e The following elements should not appear in official sponsor messages / artwork on the advertising boards:
o Religious or political messages

e References that are - in FIBA's opinion - racist, pornographic, sexist, war related and/or offensive in nature

e QOther sports properties or events (including third party events, products projects and/or services, merchants and/or promotional
partners)
o UNLESS related to Baskethall / FIBA Events. If so, Event name / date / information can be displayed in messaging but NO call to
action (ie/ Get your tickets here) to avoid cannibalization of FIBA promotions.

An LED operation manual shall be made available by FIBA for LED operators/supplier to become familiar with. The Host National Member
Federation is responsible for developing the advertising message of the local sponsors, while FIBA is responsible for developing FIBA promotional
messages and delivering the appropriate files to the Host National Member Federation.

FIXED BOARDS

Alternatively, if the Host National Member Federation is unable to implement a LED digital system, it shall install fixed boards around the court
according to the Advertising Boards standard as per the FIBA Official Basketball Rules. The Host shall provide technical specifications of the fixed
boards for FIBA approval. In this scenario, the Host National Member Federation shall place the boards featuring the logos of its local sponsors
and the boards featuring FIBA promotional messages in accordance with the fixed board layout below.

The Host National Member Federation is responsible for producing and installing the branded fixed boards including FIBA dedicated boards at its
own expense but shall invoice back to FIBA at market price for the share of the costs related to the production of the visuals on FIBA dedicated
boards.

Whatever the system used is, the National Member Federation shall provide specifications at the latest thirty (30) days before the Window in order
to enable FIBA to provide files/artwork as required.

Fixed Board Specifications:
All Fixed boards must be made of robust material and securely standalone from any other props or leaning devices.

The Fixed boards must have a professional printed front affixed to a framework in order to display all the commercial advertising in a premium
way.

Fixed boards must adhere to the same specified size requirements as LED boards. The on-court set up is illustrated in the following diagram,
indicating the position of FIBA artwork.

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BACKSTOP UNITS

The backstop unit can have the following branding visible. Both backstop units at either end of the court must be identical in branding (same logos
displayed and positioning used).

Twao different commercial partner/sponsors can be displayed on the backstop unit, across three positions.



Only one manufacturer can be displayed on the backstop unit, in up to two positions.

COMMERCIAL SPONSOR LOGO POSITIONS

Only 2 commercial partner/sponsor logos can be displayed on the backstop unit, in 2 positions.

Position C1: 1 logo displayed on the neck of front padding (max size of 1400cm 2)

Position C2: 1 logo displayed on the lower front padding (max size of 5500cm2) — Does not have to be the same brand as C1

Position C3: 1 logo displayed on the lower side padding (max size of 7610cm2) — Both left and right sides (if used) must be utilized for the same
brand.

MANUFACTURER LOGO
Commercial sponsor logos take president over the manufacturer logo, in the front and side padding branding positions.

Position M1: On the beam / upper arm of the backboard supports. 1 manufacturer logo displayed on both sides of the arm (max size of 300 cm2).
Logo must be the same on both sides.

AND one of the following positions may be utilized in addition to M1 (dependent on commercial logo positioning)
Position M2: On the neck padding of the backboard supports. 1 manufacturer logo displayed (max size of 300 cm2).

Or

Position M3: On the lower front padding of the backboard supports. 1 manufacturer logo displayed (max size of 300 cm2).
Or

Position M4: On the lower side padding of the backboard supports. 1 manufacturer logo displayed (max size of 300 cm2). Both left and right sides
must be identical.

LED BOARDS ON BACKSTOP UNIT ARMS

The LED Boards on Backstop Unit arm are a secondary promotional element that can be used for the Host National Member Federation Sponsor.
This LED Board is not bound to the same playlist regulations as the Courtside Advertising Boards. FIBA reserves the right to cap the number of
brands appearing on those LED boards, at four (4) rotations lasting a maximum of thirty (30) seconds each.

TEAM RELATED ASSETS

o Player towels; and

e Sports bottles.



Up to one (1) commercial brand/local sponsor shall be displayed on each individual space listed above. Each National Member Federation may
have its own sponsor(s).

TEAM BENCHES

For team benches, the same brand shall be displayed on both team benches and it is available only for the Host National Member Federation.

SUBSTITUTE CUBES

Upto 1 (one) brand may be advertised on the substitution cubes (both identical) by only the Host National Member Federation . Alternatively the
Substitution cubes can be used as a secondary promotional element. In case of no Sponsorship usage, FIBA can provide a template of the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers branding. Dimension of cubes shall be either TmxTmx1m or if the two cubes are combined in 1: 2m x Tm x 1m.

MOPS

Local sponsors of the Host National Federation can explore the right for the mops asset and FIBA must approve all designs prior to production.

MEDIA BACKDROPS

The commercial brands/local sponsors’ logos shall be displayed as a mosaic of logos according to the example layout provided by FIBA so that
the visibility of each brand is optimised.

e Mixed zone backdrop (mandatory): The mixed zone is the area in the venue(s) in which the media can meet and interview the Players and
Coaches immediately after each game. The area shall be located between the court and the changing rooms. The dimension/size of the
mixed zone backdrop is of minimum height 2.5m but may vary depending on the area used. Templates can be found on FIBA Brand
Management Platform. It is mandatory to use the size, format and layout provided by FIBA, as well as, produce the backdrop in non-reflective
material As described in the Branding Manul provided

e Press Conference backdrop (mandatory): The dimension/size of the press conference backdrop is of minimum height 2.5m but may vary
depending on the area used. Templates can be found on FIBA Brand Management Platform. It is mandatory to use the size, format and layout
provided by FIBA, as well as, produce the backdrop in non-reflective material as described on the Branding Manual provided Table Skirt for
the Press Conference Table is mandatory.

e Flash interview backdrop: this backdrop must be transparent on wheels, so that broadcasters can use it to interview Players right after the
game or to have stand-ups just before the game.

Itis in the best interest of the Host National Member Federation to produce the flash interview backdrop for additional visibility of its own
sponsors, however it is not mandatory. In case the Host National Member Federation decides to produce a flash interview backdrop, the Host
Broadcaster is obliged to use it if they conduct flash interviews. For more details please refer to paragraph 9.1.3 of this handbook.

Specific case of Molten: Molten enjoys full product category. Therefore, no product placement is allowed that uses basketballs than Molten or
unbranded balls. This is applicable to all activations around the arena including in the spectator zones or outside of the arena.

Examples: Field of play positions: No product placement is allowed within the field of play (including roll ups / flags) The field of play location also
includes the officials and scorer's table. Corners / zones behind endline in camera view: No game unrelated product placement is allowed in the
corners and the zones behind the endlines, e.g. cars. Naturally found items only.

13.4.6  SPONSORS’ RECOGNITION PROGRAMME

The Host National Member Federation has the right to include the logos of the local sponsors of the Host National Member Federation /National
Team in the following materials and platforms:

o Official Programme (when applicable);
e Official Poster of the game;
e Ticket for the game;

e Accreditation for the game;



Press Release about the game;

Stationery;

Event Website of the National Member Federation; and

Social Media channels of the National Member Federation.

Any materials produced by the Host National Member Federation should comply with section 13.8.1 “Guidelines for Use of the Brand”.

13.4.7  ON-SITE ACTIVATION

The Host National Member Federation has the right to provide the local sponsors with the opportunity to activate their partnership on-site in
accordance with the sponsorship agreements:

o Commercial Display Area: local sponsors may have the option to display products and develop promational activities inside or outside the
venue, depending on the space available and the infrastructure of the venue.

e Premiums: local sponsors may have the option to develop and give away free of charge items of non-retail merchandise bearing the Host
National Member Federation /National Team marks and the local sponsors’ marks to promote their products and their association with the
Host National Member Federation /National Team. The FIBA Continentals Qualifiers branding is not allowed to be used in association with
the local sponsor.

e Entertainment: local sponsors may have the option to organise and develop on-court activities (for example, fan cams, cheerleaders,
dunkers) during the half-time of home games in order to entertain the fans at the venue during the game and promote their brand/products.

e Any of these activities using a basketball(s) must make use of a Molten branded ball — no other branded balls can in anyway be associated to
the FIBA Continentals Qualifiers.

13.5 OTHER HOST NATIONAL FEDERATION RIGHTS

13.5.1 RETAIL RIGHTS
The Host National Member Federation has the right to sell licensed products exclusively bearing the National Member Federation /National Team
marks in dedicated fan shops at the venue.

Upon request by FIBA, the Host National Member Federation may be required to sell in its dedicated fan shops (or to provide FIBA with the
adequate commercial space at no cost) Official Licensed Products for the FFIBA Continental Cups.

13.56.2  CONCESSIONS

The Host National Member Federation has the exclusive right to the exploitation of the food and beverage concessions inside or outside the venue,
depending on the agreement with the venue owner.

13.5.3  SECONDARY PROMOTIONAL ELEMENTS

In general, secondary promotional or branding elements are the right of the Host National Member Federation for FIBA Continentals Qualifiers
game. The usage of such elements - specifically newly introduced - need to be approved by FIBA as well as by the commercial teams of FIBA
Marketing and FIBA Media. This is to ensure a proper evaluation of the impact of such elements on the game itself from a competition point of
view as well as the impact on sponsorship rights and on the broadcast quality.

The following paragraphs will detail out the guidelines for the approval process and usage of:
e Giant LED screens;
e Seat covering banners; and

e Product placements.

GIANT LED SCREENS

A giant LED screen might be used to cover empty tribunes behind the benches or behind the backstop unitin the event that spectators are not
allowed within the arena or where a venue has not sold certain seating tribunes. In order to avoid a negative impact on the broadcast quality and
on the game, the content displayed needs to be defined and allocated to specific time slots of the game run down. It is allowed to cooperate with a
commercial partner for such an installation. The recommendation would be to use one single LED screen and not divided into different and
separated sections (as an example a good size can be 21m x 4m) Screen brightness levels must be adjusted together with the local Host
Broadcaster on the day of the game.

CONTENT

The following content might be displayed on the giant LED screen:



e Spectators that are invited via the means of a virtual call;
e National Member Federation messaging;
e Commercial messaging* of federation partners and/ or the cooperation partner; and
e Country flags of the playing teams (static)
*dependent on screen location
RECOMMENDED CONTENT GUIDELINES
The same image (e.g. flag images, virtual fan boxes) should be played throughout the game (images should be changed during breaks only)

If virtual fan boxes are planned, they should be the same size, contain only fans headshots and each box shall be small (so that movement from an
individual fan is not distracting, box maximum size to be reviewed)

If Players images are projected during team presentation, it should apply to both teams
TIME SLOT ALLOCATION

As stated, the impact of the content on the broadcast and game needs to be carefully managed. Constantly moving and changing images distract
from the game and thus the following time slot allocation during the game run down is mandatory:

o National Federation / Commercial messaging
e Before the start of official broadcast (Official Broadcast starts 10 minutes before the Tip-0ff)

e During time outs and quarter breaks
e During half time
e After the game (Official Broadcast ends 5 minutes after the Final Buzzer)

e Spectators/ Country flags (static)
e During game action

APPROVAL PROCESS

In case a Host Member Federation would like to use a giant screen LED, FIBA is to be informed no later than fourteen (14) days before the start of
the first game. The following documents have to be submitted for approval:

e |ocation of the giant LED screen in the venue
o Full game run down, including the giant LED screen content at each section of the game
e Giant LED screen content playlist

e [ndividual animations to be played

SEAT COVERING BANNERS & SECONDARY LED BOARDS

In the event that spectators are not allowed within an arena for any reason, banners are allowed to be installed to cover the seats. These banners
can display:

e National Member Federation branding;
e Commercial national federation partners*; and
e Eventbranding.
*dependent on location
Itis strongly recommended to include event branding in the banner allocation to create a stronger awareness for event.
Covering empty seats with branding / flags must be a premium quality set up in order to feature well within the International Feed.
If banners are not the element to be used, other elements that are permitted are:
e Flags (country flags have to be approved by the competitions department);
The distribution of such elements should look neat and in order across the tribunes or behind the benches.

In case secondary LED boards are available on the top tier tribunes, as usual these are the full right of the host and can be used to display the
country flags, commercial partner messaging, etc.

All elements need to be sent in for approval to FIBA no later than five (5) days in advance of the first game.



LOCATION OF GIANT LED SCREENS / BANNERS

The location of the branded material has an impact on what content may be visible on it (promotional messaging, national federation massaging,
commercial messaging etc.)

Itis not permitted immediately behind the team benches to have commercial branding displayed. See the example below for what is permitted
(commercial messaging behind backstop units on screens / banners as well as commercial messaging at the second-tier level upwards)

PRODUCT PLACEMENTS

The field of play needs to be free of commercial product placements (excl. the LED board messaging), this also includes the scorer's table. In
addition to that, every product that is placed in camera view needs to be directly related to the game. This clearly excludes the placement of a car
next to the field of play. Any product placement requests will be evaluated on a case by case basis but must be approved in advance by FIBA. The
general principle is that no product placement will be approved at the field of play level, including flags and any other dressing materials relating
to sponsors only unless naturally positioned on the field of play for a game regardless of commercial visibility.

Elements that are allowed, are for example:
o Fridges (incl. sponsor branding) next to the Player benches;
e Sponsor branding on the Player benches /chairs;
e Towels with sponsor branding for the teams; and
e \Water bottles for the Players.
All product placement requests must be sent in for approval to FIBA at least seven (7) days in advance of the first game of the window.

Product placement at press conferences shall follow the press conference set up guidelines (to be made available in due time).

13.6 ADVERTISING ON TEAM UNIFORMS

The National Member Federation retains the exclusive right to the endorsement agreements with the sportswear manufacturer as well as to third
party advertising on the uniforms of the National Member Federation /National Team.

The size and placement of the logos of the sportswear manufacturer and the third-party sponsor on the Players’ team uniforms shall strictly follow
the FIBA Internal Regulations (Book 2).

For the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers, National Member Federation can, within the same window, present Uniforms with different sponsors from
one game to another, with the condition to have both team uniforms approved as per the

13.7 FIBA RESERVED RIGHTS

13.7.1 ON-SITE SPONSORSHIP RIGHTS

The Host National Member Federation shall make available to FIBA:

e The Host National Member Federation shall make available to FIBA:

e Twenty percent (20%) of the courtside advertising boards’ inventory (digital or static) —which corresponds to three (3) in game rotations for
FIBA (plus position zero) in case of LED boards.



This inventory may be used for Event related promotion and branding as well as for the centralised sponsorship programme.

CENTRAL AREA OF THE COURT

This area will be used to promote the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers brand (potentially associated with the brand of a FIBA Commercial Affiliate).
FIBA is responsible for:
e The design, production and delivery of the central court area branding.
The Host National Member Federation is responsible for:
e The installation of the branding in this area of the court/floor
Itis recommended that the Host National Member Federation use experienced professionals to install the branding in this area.

The branding of this area is mandatory. If the National Member Federation does not install the branding, the National Member Federation shall
face sanctions in accordance with FIBA official regulations.

COURTSIDE ADVERTISING BOARDS

This inventory will be used for FIBA Continentals Qualifiers related promotional messages as well as for the FIBA Commercial Affiliates. FIBA
shall deliver the files to be displayed during each FIBA Continental Cup Qualifiers home game to the Host National Member Federation according
to the specifications shared by the Host National Member Federation .

13.7.2  OTHER FIBA RIGHTS
BALL SUPPLIER

FIBA has appointed Molten ascentral basketball supplier, who will supply the basketballs to the Host National Member Federations.

Such basketballs shall be used exclusively in all games and practice sessions. If the Host National Member Federation does not use the
basketball supplied by FIBA, the Host National Member Federation shall face sanctions in accordance with FIBA regulations.

The basketball supplier shall deliver the required number of basketballs at no cost to each National Member Federation.

The Host National Member Federation shall support the basketball supplier with the customs clearance process if the supplier experiences
difficulties. The number of deliveries and units across the whole FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers cycle shall be confirmed by FIBA.

The Host National Member Federation shall be responsible for maintaining in its inventory the required number of basketballs for each FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers home game until a new delivery by the supplier. If the Host National Member Federation fails to maintain in its
inventory the required number of basketballs for a FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers home game, the Host National Member Federation must
purchase the missing number of basketballs at face value to the supplier and pay for the delivery.

REFEREES

FIBA has the exclusive right to endorsement agreements with sportswear manufacturers as well as to third party advertising on the referees’
uniforms.

TICKETS

The Host National Member Federation shall make available complimentary tickets to FIBA for every FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Home Game
(quantities indicated in the section 13.3.1.2.). The VIP complimentary tickets shall include access to the VIP hospitality area(s).

FIBA will inform the Host National Member Federation of its needs regarding those tickets, at the latest two (2) weeks before the relevant window.
The tickets not requested shall then be returned to the Host National Member Federation.

Additionally, upon request, FIBA Commercial Affiliates shall have the option to purchase additional VIP and First Category tickets at face value to
the National Member Federation subject to availability.

13.8 FIBA CONTINENTAL CUPS 2025 QUALIFIERS MARKS AND BRAND IDENTITY

FIBA has developed an interim brand identity for all Continental Qualifiers to be used while the event brand is process. This identity should be used
across all materials until further notice by FIBA. Upon the host appoint for the event phase FIBA will create a dedicated brand identity for the FIBA
Continentals and Qualifiers. This brand identity will be a vital tool to strengthen the value of the competition and to build a recognisable “Road to
FIBA Continental “ brand applied across all media and at all venues.

This brand identity will be shared with all National Member Federation s and will consist of the following elements:

e |ogo;



e Wordmark; and

e Visual Identity.

13.8.1 GUIDELINES FOR USE OF THE BRAND

Comprehensive guidelines will be developed and made available to all National Member Federations to support accurate and consistent
implementation of the brand identity.

All National Member Federations are entitled and encouraged to use the brand identity to support local promotion of Qualifiers home games,
subject to guidelines and the principles below:

e Any use of the logo or other brand elements will be subject to FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers” Marketing Guidelines.
o Only FIBA Commercial Affiliates with specific sponsorship rights may associate themselves with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

e Each National Member Federation shall ensure that no element of the brand identity is used by a National Member Federation/National Team
sponsor or any other third party to associate with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers brand.

e Each National Member Federation shall identify the ‘FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers’ in the correct manner across all official publications,
promotional materials, digital platforms, on tickets and media backdrops.

e FIBA may provide each National Member Federation with a range of templates incorporating elements of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025
Qualifiers brand identity for printed digital promotional and event dressing materials, such as, but not limited to: Posters; ticket, accreditation,
arena signage, accreditation signage; tier dressing, flags; press conference table signage, press conference backdrop, table skirt and table
sign; ball plinth, mixed zone backdrop, flash interview backdrop, technical table skirt, media tribune, host city/ country sidelines, centre
circle, backstop unit stickers, substitute cubes, team foul markers, foul markers, email header. Further details on each material and its usage
guidance will be provided in more details on the Branding Materials Guidelines. Certain templates allow for the integration of the National
Member Federation/ National Team sponsors in the form of a sponsor strip. (Using only one sponsor is not permitted).

o Any National Member Federation opting to include a sponsor strip featuring their sponsors should ensure that they are clearly identified as
“Official Sponsors of the National Member Federation / National Team”, as applicable.

e Any other materials developed by the National Member Federation using elements of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers brand identity are
subject to FIBA's prior approval.

13.9 FIBA EUROBASKET 2025 QUALIFIERS PROMOTION

To achieve consistency and to enhance recognition of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers brand by fans throughout the full competition cycle,
FIBA will use parts of its on-site sponsorship inventory for the purpose of FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers promotion (see FIBA On-site
Sponsorship Rights ).

In addition to promoting the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers across all official publications, promotional materials, digital platforms, on tickets and
media backdrops, the Host National Member Federation shall make the following inventory available for the purpose of the promotion:

e 1 minute of exposure on the Video Screens (if any) in the window from -30 to -12 minutes before the Game or during half-time (file to be
supplied by FIBA)

The Host National Member Federation shall ensure the implementation of the following promotional items within the venue at each Qualifiers
home game:

e FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers Flag (supplied by FIBA, Host National Member Federation to install)
o Player Uniform Badges featuring the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers marks (to be supplied by FIBA)

All National v Federations/National Teams participating in the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers authorise FIBA to use any game-related data and
team imagery (team name, nickname, emblems, colours, Player names/likenesses, etc.) free of charge for organisational, promotional and editorial
purposes.

14 GAME EXPERIENCE

14.1 GENERAL CONCEPT AND REQUIREMENTS

Game Experience includes all activities and performances which provide information to the spectators and contribute to the in-venue experience
(e.g. public announcements, team presentations, entertainment during breaks, spectator interaction and contests, video screen content, etc.).

The development of a Game Experience programme for each game of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers is a responsibility of the Host National
Member Federation in accordance with the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers requirements and guidelines listed below. Host National Member
Federations may use this opportunity to propose dynamic and innovative performances and help develop a unique experience for their spectators.

A strong and varied Game Experience programme will:
e Improve the spectator experience;

e Highlight the quality of the competition and the high profile of the game;

e Contribute to keeping spectators in the venue longer, thus potentially increasing the revenues from food & beverage, sales of merchandising;
and

e Generate commercial opportunities for sponsors and partners.

14.2 GAME EXPERIENCE STAFF AND INFRASTRUCTURE

A Public Announcer shall be appointed for each home game.

Following the positive experience from previous events, the following staff are recommended/required to deliver a quality Game Experience
programme:

MANDATORY STAFF:

e (Game Experience Manager
e Public Announcer

o DJ

RECOMMENDED STAFF:

o Master of ceremonies (MC)

Performers for live entertainment

In-venue Video Director (if applicable)

In-venue Video Camera Operator(s) and Cable Assistant(s) (if applicable)

Audio and Video technicians

e Any other technical staff required
Host National Member Federations shall be responsible for the selection, appointment and all costs related to the above staff and performers.

If needed, a dedicated changing room (Entertainment Changing Room) shall be set up and storage space shall be planned for the Game
Experience staff and equipment.

14.2.1 GAME EXPERIENCE MANAGER AND STAGE MANAGER

The Game Experience Manager shall ensure, together with the FIBA Technical Delegate, that the Game Run-down is precisely followed and
implemented.

He/she may be supported by a Stage Manager who will coordinate activities courtside, such as team entrance, entrance of performers, on-court
activities, etc.

While teams do not need to know the full details of the Game Experience programme, they shall be informed at the Technical Meeting of all official
elements of the Game Run-down (team entrance, team presentations, etc.) and be informed of any activities which may impact their warm-up time
or presence on the court prior to the game or at half-time. The FIBA Technical Delegate shall ensure that this provision is respected.

The Game Run-down shall also be shared with the Host Broadcaster and other Right Holders in order that the television production is fully aware
of timings and/or any other activities during the game.

In certain circumstances, the Game Run-down might be amended to accommodate specific requirements. In this case, the modification cannot be



made later than one hour before the start of the game. All the actors of the game shall be accordingly informed. However, in no case shall such
requirements modify the starting time of the game. The Referees and the FIBA Technical Delegate shall ensure that this provision is scrupulously
respected.

14.2.2  PUBLIC ANNOUNCER AND MASTER OF CEREMONIES

The Host National Member Federation shall appoint a Public Announcer (PA) and Master of Ceremonies (MC) (optional but highly recommended)
for each home game.

The PA shall:
e Be an experienced announcer with a high-energy voice;
e Have excellent knowledge of basketball and previous experience as a PA in basketball;

o Be fluentin English and the local language. If this is not the case, then the public announcer shall be assisted by a second PA in the other
language;

Be briefed about security/emergency messages under the instructions of the Security Coordinator and/or FIBA Technical Delegate; and

The PA shall be neutral, impartial and shall not cheer for either of the two teams.

The MC shall:
e Be an entertaining and lively professional, capable of attracting the attention of the crowd;
e Have a good knowledge of basketball; and
e Be fluentin English and the local language.

Specific guidelines for PAs and MCs will be provided before the start of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers. As a general principle, official
announcements shall be fully scripted and will be provided by FIBA, while in-game announcements are not scripted and are down to the PA's
knowledge of basketball and the game.

The PA shall be seated at the Scorer’s Table, next to the FIBA Technical Delegate. The MC will be mobile and may move around the court (during
breaks), courtside and the stands, as required. Therefore, the PA and MC role shall not be performed by the same person.

14.2.3  MUSIC AND DJ

The Host National Member Federation shall appoint a professional DJ for each game. The working position of the DJ shall be close to the MC to
ease the communication.

FIBA will provide the Host National Federation with the FIBA Anthem and break bumpers (if applicable) which shall be played according to
requirements listed here and in any additional guidelines provided.

The selection of all other music tracks played shall be left to the Host National Federation and the appointed DJ. Music chosen shall be:
e Popular, high-energy and upbeat; and
o Free of political or social commentary of vulgarity.
The Host shall ensure that all music is cleared for use in the Host Nation and all necessary rights, licenses and permissions have been obtained.

Musical instruments played by a live band during a game are permitted only behind the end-lines and on the side-line opposite the Scorer’s Table
and the team bench areas. In any case, it shall be noted that no music shall be played over the public announcement system or performed by a live
band whenever the ball is live and the game is in progress. The same principles regarding the location of musical instruments brought by
spectators shall apply, but without restrictions regarding time when the instruments could be used.

14.3 GAME RUN-DOWN

A Game Run-down shall be prepared by the Host National Member Federation and submitted to FIBA at the latest seven (7) days prior to the game.
The Game Run-down shall list in detail all elements of the Game Experience programme from the moment the venue is open to the public (generally
ninety (90) minutes or one (1) hour before tip-off) to thirty (30) minutes after the end of the game.

The chart below lists the elements which are mandatory for all games of the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers and shall therefore be integrated
without any modifications in the Game Experience programme and Game Run-down.

As a reminder, one (1) minute is at the disposal of the Host National Federation for on-court promotional activities (e.g. Linked with team
presentation or National Anthem) and can be used at any moment from -09:30 until -03:00. See for more explanation.

The Game Experience Manager and Stage Manager (see below) shall ensure, together with the FIBA Technical Delegate, that the Game Run-
down is precisely followed and implemented, especially the last ten (10) minutes before tip-off.

All Players pass through the Mixed Zone ontheir way to the changing rooms




14.4 NATIONAL ANTHEMS

All anthems used shall not exceed seventy-five (75) seconds in length. FIBA will provide 10C-approved anthems for all participating countries, and
each National Federation will be asked to confirm their anthem during the Technical Meeting and at the latest one (1) hour before start of the game
by the Team Managers together with the FIBA Technical Delegate.

14.5 MINUTE OF SILENCE

In certain circumstances, National Member Federations may want to commemorate the loss of a specific person. In that case, the minute of
silence shall be organized just before tip-off.

14.6 LIVE ENTERTAINMENT AND ON-COURT ACTIVITIES

All live entertainment and on-court activities prepared shall be included in the game run-down prepared by the Host National Member Federation
and submitted to FIBA at the latest seven (7) days prior to the game.

The Host National Member Federation will be responsible for selecting and appointing performers for live entertainment acts to take place during
game breaks.

The Host National Member Federation should organise performances relevant for the spectators and suitable for the culture of the Host Nation, as
well as ensuring that all rights, licences and permissions are obtained for any performances or any footage shown.

The creativity in choosing live performances should have no limits as long as the acts fit within the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers brand identity
and underline FIBA's brand values.

e Dance groups can bring high energy and choreographies that are relevant to the music and culture of the host country and the participating
countries.

e Acrobatic acts and dunkers are always a winner in basketball or sports in general.

Additionally, the Host National Member Federation may decide to plan on-court activities with spectators, possibly with the involvement of local
sponsors and Commercial Partners.

The Host National Member Federation shall be solely responsible for all aspects related to the selection, hiring and performance of any persons
involved (including audience) in the live entertainment and on-court activities.

14.7 LIGHTING, SPECIAL EFFECTS AND SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES INCLUDED IN THE OFFICIAL
GAME RUN-DOWN

LIGHT SHOWS / SPECIAL EFFECTS

If the Host National Member Federation prepare light shows as part of their entertainment program (i.e. during the Players introduction), these
shall follow the FIBA Light Show Guidelines provided to each participating National Member Federation and shall be communicated and approved
by FIBA in advance. The light show request must be submitted to FIBA seven (7) days prior to the game for approval. For more details on how to
prepare a light show, please refer to the FIBA Light Show Guidelines which can be found

SPECIFIC HOST ACTIVITY INCLUDED IN THE OFFICIAL GAME RUN-DOWN

Should a Host National Member Federation want to use the additional minute at its disposal in the Official Game Run-Down for on-court
promotional activities (e.g. linked with team presentation or National Anthem), the said specific minute can be used at any moment from -09:30, but
no later than -3:00 which shall be kept for final warm-up. The timing of the run-down will need to be adjusted accordingly. These activities shall be
approved by FIBA at least seven (7) days before the game and coordinated on site between the Game Director, the FIBA Technical Delegate, the
FIBA Broadcast Operations and Venue Manager and the Host Broadcaster.

REHEARSAL

The rehearsal of the Game Run-down is mandatory and shall be organised at the latest four (4) hours before the tip-off time (recommended to take
place on Game Day -1). This will help to make sure all stakeholders are fully aware of the Game Run-Down and prepared when the Game Run-
Down starts.

The rehearsal shall be done in the presence of the Game Director, Venue Manager, Stage Manager (if any), LED advertising board operator, Public
Announcer, DJ and MC, FIBA Table Officials, Host Broadcaster/TV Production, TV Graphics,FIBA Statisticians, FIBA Technical Delegate, FIBA
Operations Broadcaster Manager, (eventually the Signage Manager) and all other relevant persons involved in the delivery of the game. A group of
volunteers shall be available to represent the Players and facilitate a "realistic" rehearsal from both court and TV side perspectives.



14.8 VIDEO CUBE/GIANT SCREENS CONTENT PRODUCTION AND GRAPHICS

Audio-visual content displayed on giant screens or a video cube in the venue can greatly add to the spectators’ experience. As such, whenever
possible itis recommended that the Host National Member Federation prepares an appropriate plan for producing/displaying content on the
existing screens. Video content shall be included in the Game Run-down and shall include any promotional videos provided by FIBA to be
broadcast on such screens.

Security and Safety Messages shall be prepared in advanced to be displayed in case of necessity; Should a production plan for additional in-
venue video content be prepared, the Host National Member Federation will be responsible for appointing service providers and staff — such as an
in-venue Video Director, camera operators and cable assistants — and producing any additional content to be displayed.

Regarding giant-screen graphics, if applicable, FIBA may provide the Host National Member Federations with a promotional video of the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers that the Host will then have to play at a specific time to be confirmed by FIBA.



15 SUSTAINABILITY




15 SUSTAINABILITY

In today’s world, sport must play a vital role in spreading best practices and virtuous approaches to multiple areas — whether environmental,
human or social — where positive change is significantly needed.

Sustainability is increasingly a central element in the planning and delivery of major sport events and FIBA welcomes and encourages National
Member Federation initiatives aimed at reducing the footprint of the games and travel and/or creating positive social impact around the games of
the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

From an environmental point of view, the shared objective must be to reduce CO2-emissions as much as possible, both by making conscious
decisions in relation to the Game operations and by offsetting whenever possible with climate protection projects.

Home and Visiting National Member Federations alike can make an impact in this sense.

In regard to social impact, multiple programmes and initiatives can be conceived: from ensuring the Games are fully accessible to the active
involvement of disadvantaged youth and/or persons with different abilities in the workforce of the Event, as Staff or Volunteers; from activities
targeted at making the Event accessible to disadvantaged communities and youth to the involvement of players in support and visits to local food
banks, etc.

FIBA's Foundation ( ), is the social arm of FIBA and its mission is to use the power of basketball to initiate
positive change throughout the world. FIBA's Foundation has established the tagline “Basketball for Good", which was created for the use of
anyone who creates an initiative or project where a social issue is addressed using basketball and welcomes proposals for activities conceived
around the FIBA EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers.

16 DISCIPLINARY MATTERS, WITHDRAWALS, PROTESTS AND APPEALS

This Section of the Handbook provides information about disciplinary matters, withdrawals, protests and appeals in relation to the FIBA
EuroBasket 2025 Qualifiers (hereafter the “Competition”). For the avoidance of doubt, this document does not amend the applicable provisions of
the FIBA Internal Regulations or the provisions of the player entry form.

16.1 DISCIPLINARY MATTERS AND PROCEDURES

16.1.1 INTRODUCTION

For the Competition, a violation of this Handbook shall be considered an “Administrative Offences” and may be sanctioned as provided in articles
1-161 and 1-171 of the FIBA Internal Regulations. Sanctions imposed for any Administrative Offence are not subject to appeal. If the same conduct
also constitutes a Disciplinary Offence, it may also be sanctionable as a Disciplinary Offence in accordance with Chapter 6, Book 1 of the FIBA
Internal Regulations.

All other disciplinary matters arising in relation to the Competition, shall be handled in accordance with FIBA Regulatory Framework (in particular,
but not limited to, all applicable regulations, Handbooks, Event Manual, directions, any other policy, protocol or guidelines, and decisions of FIBA
and its regional Offices).

16.1.2 DISCIPLINARY DECISIONS
Disciplinary cases that may impact the further course of the Competition (e.g. a player’s or official’s participation in the next game) will be issued
expeditiously (e.g. prior to the player’s or official’s next game).

In all other cases, disciplinary matters will be handled in accordance with the normal procedure for disciplinary cases. (See Book 1, Chapter 7 and
8 of FIBA Internal Regulations).

16.1.3 APPEALS

In principle, affected persons may utilise the normal appeals proceedings process contained in , for which the deadline
to appeal is 14 days.

There is a subsequent right of appeal to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS), the deadline for which is twenty-one (21) days following the
decision of the FIBA Appeals’ Panel.

16.2 WITHDRAWAL

As per Articles 2-45 of the FIBA Internal Regulations, FIBA may impose sanctions on a National Member Federation that, after having sent its
registration, cancels its participation or fails to participate in one or more games of the Competition or in any other official activity of the
Competition (e.g. opening or closing ceremony, award ceremony etc.).

Pursuant to Article 2-46 of the FIBA Internal Regulations, in addition to any sanctions imposed, a National Member Federation that has cancelled
its participation or has failed to participate in the entire Competition is automatically banned from taking part in an official or friendly game for:

a. The thirty (30) days preceding the first day of the Competition for which it was qualified,;
b. The duration of the Competition; and

c. The seven (7) days following the last day of the Competition.

16.3 PROTEST

The implementation and interpretation of the Official Basketball Rules by the referees is final and cannot be contested or disregarded, except in
cases where a protest is allowed. Provisions related to protests are contained in Appendix C of the Official Basketball Rules.

In summary, protests may only be filed by teams that have been adversely affected by:
e An error in scorekeeping, timekeeping or shot clock operations that were not corrected by the referees;
e Adecision to forfeit, cancel, postpone, not resume or not play the game;
e Aviolation of the applicable eligibility rules.

In order to file a protest:

e The captain of the team shall within 15 minutes of the end of the game inform the Crew Chief that his team is protesting against the result of
the game and sign the scoresheet in the “Captain’s signature in case of protest” column.

e Within one (1) hour of the end of the game, the team shall submit the protest reasons to the crew chief in writing

A fee of CHF 1,500 (the Protest Fee) shall be applied to each protest and shall be paid in case the protest is rejected. In such a case, FIBA will
invoice the Protest Fee to the relevant National Member Federation after the Competition. The Protest Fee may be offset and deducted from any
monies owed by FIBA to the National Member Federation.

A decision on protests (other than regarding eligibility) of the FIBA Disciplinary Panel is final and cannot be appealed. Decisions on eligibility may
be appealed in the same way as described in section 16.1.3 above.

A decision on protests will be notified to the relevant National Member Federation no later than twenty-four (24) hours after the end of the game.

Important: ALL cables that will be connected to the system on the match day, needs to beconnected when the pictures are taken. This is important
to verify if any splitter cablesare needed because the connectors used by TV are already occupied.

Cables and Connectors

A detailed picture on the cables and connectors that are connected to the clock operatorpanels, when they are removed. This is to identify the
type of connectors used.

Shot Clock Displays

In some arenas, it might not be possible to connect to the clock operators panel (forexample if it is a network based system). An option can be to
connect to the shot clocksabove the baskets, as they in many cases uses a suitable connection.

These pictures should show detailed pictures of all sides of the clock (be sure to includeany manufacturer names, model numbers and serial
numbers), as well as the connectorsand cables (both connected and unplugged).

Additional Pictures

If any other devices are found that seems to be related to the clock, or that the local contactpoints out as either being relevant or having been
used by other tv productions, thendocument them as well. It is always better with an extra, later found unneeded, picturethan to be missing one.

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FIBA LIGHTING SPECIFICATIONS

FIBA LIGHTING SPECIFICATIONS

The lighting for a televised basketball game has to deliver the necessary requirements for
the best picture quality in terms of illuminance, colour, contrast, uniformity and modelling
plus the lack of glare. The TV Director will typically use multiple camera angle shots for
the viewer's interest and to showcase the action and drama as well as the strategy, skill
and tactics of the competing teams.

1. INTRODUCTION

Light reflection (or skip glare) can be a very significant issue with respect to the image of
the pictures. With this in mind, it is essential that the lighting is correct for each camera
located on the playing court and avoids any unwanted reflected images especially towards
the main camera.

2. LIGHTING CRITERIA

The wvertical illuminance, EC (illuminance towards the main camera) and EV (illuminance
towards the mobile cameras) are key parameters for the picture quality. If there are
varying levels of vertical illuminance at different positions on the playing court, then it
can be disturbing when panning the camera. It is therefore essential that there is total
uniformity in the distribution of the vertical illuminance over the entire playing court (also
called uniformity of the vertical illuminance).

The vertical illuminance should be kept as constant as possible in the four main directions
facing the sides of the playing court where the cameras are generally located.

The herizontal illuminance (EH) is the quantity of light falling on the basketball court.
As the illuminated court is the principal part of the camera’s field of view, the horizontal
illuminance must be as uniform as possible and the ratio between the average horizontal
illuminance and the average vertical illuminance towards the main camera must be kept
to a level that ensures a good quality contrast of the pictures.

3. LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The venue lighting must be designed for television broadcasting while minimising the
glare for players and officials.
ILLUMINANCE LEVEL

The playing court shall be uniformly and adequately lit. The lighting criteria described
above, must be calculated and should comply with the values given in the following table.

Distinction should be made between the Principal Playing Area 19m x 32m (basketball
court + 2 m wide area around the court) and the Total Playing Area 22m x 35m which
includes a 1.5m wide area around the court {includfng the team benches).

The illuminance calculations and measurements should take place on a 2m x 2m grid
point. Annex 1 shows the grid point to be used for the calculations and the typical camera
positions.

The vertical illuminance should be calculated at any grid point, at 1.5m above the court
floor in the direction of the main camera (EC) and for each of the four main directions (X
and Y) facing the sides of the playing court for the mobile cameras (EV). UXY is the ratio
between the minimum and the maximum values of EV calculated over the four main
directions

Mo calculations are required for the Beauty Shot camera.

The reflections of bright light sources on the playing court can cause bright spots which
will affect the camera picture as illustrated below. Skip glare caused by highintensity light
bouncing off the highly reflective glossy playing court surfaces towards the rhaian era

position must be avoided especially on all of the court lines.



GLARE

It is essential that there is no glare whatsoever that affects the view of the basketball
players when they are playing. The lighting positions and direction should be defined in
such away as to take account of the players’ view (See Annex 2). The intensity of the light
source must be adapted in relation to the installation height.

Careful attention to the simple necessary geometry will often eliminate these unwanted
reflected images (see Annex 2).

SPECTATOR AREAS

The average illuminance towards the main camera for the first 15 rows of seats should
be 10% to 25% less than the average illuminance on the playing court; the illuminance
beyond the first 15 rows should then gradually reduce.

LIGHT SOURCE

The light sources should have a colour rendering index of at least Ra 80 and the colour
temperature should be between 4000K and 6000K. Television broadcasters require a
constant colour temperature and therefore the colour temperature must not deviate
from the average value by more than £ 500K. The intensity of discharge lamps (generally
used in sports lighting applications) fluctuates when supplied with an electromagnetic
gear due to the 50Hz or 60Hz supply voltage frequency. This phenomenon cannot be
observed with the eye, but it is very visible in ultra-slow motion imagery broadcasts of live
sporting events taking place under artificial lighting, as these cameras capture images
at rates of speed much faster than the lighting cycle rate, creating a flicker effect during
slow motion replays.

From a production standpoint the above flicker effectis not acceptable and therefore the
lighting installation must be flicker-free. This is guaranteed when the flicker factor atany
point of the TPA is less than 1%. New technologies such as discharge lamps coupled with
electronic gears, or LED lighting allow guaranteed flicker-free lighting.

The full court lighting should be turned on at least 90 minutes prior to the start of the
game and maintained to the prescribed requirements for pre-game warm-ups and game
play. It should remain fully lit for at least 30 minutes after the game.

Spotlightintroductions for the teams or special ceremonies and entertainment can only
be used if the lighting system has instant restrike capabilities which will not alter the light
source colour properties.

4. ASSESSMENT (MEASUREMENTS AND VISUAL INSPECTION)

Avisual inspection should be carried out to evaluate the lighting installation.

Mo reflected light should be visible when standing at the main camera position. As TV
cameras are more sensitive than the human eye, this can be checked by taking pictures
with a digital camera. Attention should be paid to floodlight illuminance wherever they
may be located. The players must not be dazzled especially when they are looking at the
baskets.

MAIN LIGHTING CRITERIA MEASUREMENTS (TO BE TAKEN)

Lighting measurement of the vertical illuminance (EC) towards the main camera and EV
towards the mobile cameras (four main directions +/-¥ and +/-Y) over the Total Playing
Area should be carried out at a height of 1.5m above the court floor at any grid point as
according to Annex 1.

The horizontal illuminance (EH) should be carried out on the same grid point but at the
floor level.

Whenever possible, the colour rendering index and colour temperature should be
measured using a spectrophotometer at the centre of the court and at each free throw line,

The Flicker factor should be measured using a flicker meter, at any grid point towards the
four main directions at a height of 1.5m. The measurement can be carried out every four
metres using every other point from the grid peint shown in Annex 1.

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ANMNEX 2: RECOMMENDATION LIGHTING POSITIONS

The location of the floodlights is critical to comply with the lighting requirements. It must
ensure that the lighting requirements can be achieved, while not interfering with the
players’ visibility as well as not creating any skip glare towards the main camera.

Freedom should be given to the lighting designer to position the floodlights to provide
the best technical solution. It is highly recommended to have a lighting specialist involved
with the project from the initial stage.

When the main camera position has been determined, the sources of skip glare can be
minimised by aveiding the installation of floodlights in the forbidden area as shown in
the below figure.

FIBA PRE-GAME PRESENTATION LIGHTING
GUIDELINES

Introduction

Over the past years both clubs and Federations have started to utilise
comprehensive lighting displays which are being used as part of the pre-
game entertainment and team Introductions.

In order to have a technically appropriate broadcast for the viewers at
home it is vitally important that any such pre-game lighting display is
always developed in complete coordination with the Host Broadcaster in
order to satisfy a set of minimum requirements.

With the above in mind, FIBA Media has developed the following
minimum requirements for the utilisation of any pre-game lighting
displays.

Principles
The arena game lighting system must have instant restrike
capability(LED or similar))

A "Corridor of Light" needs to be created during any team presentation.
This is in order for the Host Broadcaster to be able to show the player's
faces and emotions during the introductions.

This Corridor needs to extend from the area where the players are
waiting to be introduced to where they will walk and be positioned on the
court.

The Corridor must have a permanent and fixed level of lighting. No
following spot lights or any forms of different colours of lighting should be
added to this Corridor of Light.

It is very important that the coaches huddle is included as part of the
corridor.

The use of fire and smoke is permitted as long as the arena ventilation
system can completely clear the arena a minimum of three (3) minutes
before the game tip-off.



The full arena light is required during the National Anthems of both
teams.

The presentation of the teams is one of the most exciting parts of the
pre-game show, and the fans in the arena are also a very important part
of it. The TV feed must be able to capture the spectator's emotions and
excitement, and in order be able to do this, a number of basic rules must

be followed:

*the arena tribunes should never be in complete darkness



*the lighting should illuminate areas within the tribunes and should
be evenly spread (moving lights are preferable)

*thelit areas should be wide enoughto allow large groups of people
to be shown, and not just individuals.

*The level between the courtside lighting (i.e. where the players
are positioned) and the background lighting (i.e. where the fans
are) must be carefully adjusted and balanced in orderto have the
best results.

Appendix 8 - Emergency Action Plan

This decument presents the key issues to be considered in the process of setting-up and
implementing action plans in case of medical and other emergencies. It provides advice about
prevention, detection and management of outbreaks of infectious disease, as well as other
emergency situations (such as weather conditions) and the integration of the planning process into
the full range of public health activities that need to be undertaken during the competition.

1AM

The document has been developed primarily for health pro ionals who are responsible for the
management of infectious disease alert response, as well as key policy makers, planners and
executive personnel. It is anticipated that it will be a valuable resource for Host National Member
Federations, emergency service personnel, and any crganisations and individuals who centribute to
the organisation of competitions.

The detailed content of this document however is directed principally at managing the medical
emergencies issues that influence health and safety.

The general injuries of athletes and officials are not covered in this document as there is already a
provision and structure for this in Section 6.2.15 and 6.2.16.

2. MAIN POTENTIAL RISKS OF AN CUTBREAK
2.1 Recognising outbreak

Infectious diseases and medical emergencies are recognised by the symptoms which vary depending
on the cause and usually are:

= General malaise (feeling discomfort)
+ Diarrhea

= Fever

= Abdominal cramps

* Headache

= Cough

* Sore throat

+ Dizziness

= Fatigue

* Rash

+ Jaundice (yellow colour of skin and eye whites)
+ Rectal bleeding

+ Hypervolemia

= Dyspnea (shortness of breath)

General infections or diseases that are spread easily must be controlled with immediate action.
‘When a team doctor or a team representative believe that more than 1 player has symptoms of

acute infectious disease, they must alert the Medical Coordinateor, the FIBA Technical Delegate and
FIBA. The further steps will depend on the following factors that will be assessed by the Medical
Coordinator:

- The severity of the disease
- The cause of the disease
- The degree of transmission

2.2 Main potential risks of an outbreak

The main potential risks of a large spread of identified infectious disease are: food (undercooked,
prepared in poor hygiene, served uncovered or cold); drinks (tap water, drinking from same bottle);
air-conditioning; temperature in playing facilities and hotel rooms; cleanliness (persenal and that of
facilities); contact between people (sharing room, bathroom, cutlery and bottles, shaking hands,
kissing, etc.).

The Host National Member Federation and FIBA staff must work in advance to eliminate the above
menticned risk factors and, in that way, prevent as much as possible the development of potential
outbreak at the actual competition. A plan must be designed in advance to unable staff to isolate the
ill person from the rest of the participants in case of a suspicion or diagnoses of a communicable
disease, including people with strong flu symptoms.

In case of food poisoning, emergency action must be taken to uncover the potential source and
eliminate it. Further action must be taken to ensure that the infected people are isolated and
treated in hospital conditions if necessary.

3. MEDICAL EMERGENCIES

The following must be considered when providing medical support for basketball competition:

- Medical team and medical supplies

- Plan of action (Emergency Action Plan)

- Triage* and first aid measures

- Triage is the process of determining the priority of patients’ treatments based on the
severity of their condition.

3.1 Medical Team

The medical team providing medical service for the relevant FIBA Continental Cup 2021 Qualifiers
should include the following:

- Medical doctor {preferably with training in emergency medicine)

- Support staff (physiotherapists/trainers, nurses, emergency medical technicians)
- First Aiders (Red Cross or equivalent)

- Ambulance and driver on standby

- Allied health care providers: masseurs, chiropractors, dentists



3.2 Plan of Action (Emergency Action Plan)

Planning for any emergency is @ must (“a failure to plan = a plan for failure™). Specific protocol must
be followed by the four main groups and individuals involved in the competition — the Host, the FIBA
Technical Delegate, FIBA and the teams.

Below we will outline this protocol and clarify the actions that need to be undertaken by each one of

them.

3.3 Medical Emergency Action Protocol (General)

Team doctor recognises the symptoms of infectious disease in a player

Team doctor informs immediately the Host Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor, FIBA and
the FIBA Technical Delegate

Host Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor assess the situation and decides on course of
action (isolation, hospitalisation, etc)

Heost Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor informs the FIBA Technical Delegate and FIBA of
the decided course of action

In case of development of a more serious situation the following steps must be taken:

FIBA Technical Delegate informs FIBA

The Host Medical Dector informs the local health autherities

FIBA informs members of the Medical Commission and seeks advice

FIBA informs the FIBA Technical Delegate of the advice given by the Medical Commission
FIBA Technical Delegate holds a meeting with the Host Medical Doctor, the Host and makes
decision on further actions based on advice given by the Medical Commission

FIBA Technical Delegate informs FIBA on the decided course of action

FIBA Technical Delegate informs the team delegations immediately of the decision [e-mail,
text)

FIBA Technical Delegate holds a meeting with teams’ representatives to inform them of the
situation, Host Medical Doctor covers all medical aspects

FIBA decides based on advice from the Medical Commission (if necessary) on releasing
statement to the press and other involved parties (parents, fans, national member
federations/clubs)

FIBA Communications Department releases statement on the issue via FIBA website and
distributes internal memo for all FIBA Staff.

Dazily meetings with teams are organised by the FIBA Technical Delegate and the Medical
Coordinator & Medical Doctor

Daily visits to hospitalised players/officials/accompanying team delegation members are
organised by the Host National Member Federation

FIBA Technical Delegate monitars the situation and provides assistance if and when
necessary (including hospital visits)

The FIBA Technical Delegate informs daily on all FIBA developments.

Dazily bulletins for all participating teams are distributed {when applicable).

The Medical doctor should be available in the team’s hotel for assistance [distributing
medicine providing advice)



3.4 Course of action for Host National Member Federation:

- Inform the designated Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor of the issue and seek
immediate assistance

- Attend initial meeting with the FIBA Technical Delegate, the Medical Coordinator and is
involved in the decision on further actions based on advice given by the Medical Commission

- Ensure all conditions and services are provided (team hotels, hospitals, ete.)

- Megotiate with hotels if necessary, to accommaodate needs — isolate sick persons, inspect
food preparations, other as required

- Strictly follow instructions of the Medical Doctor and FIBA Technical Delegate

- Provide updated information to team delegations

- Assist team representatives with transportation to and from hospitals

- Seek assistance from local medical authorities in case of larger outbreaks

- Communicate regularly and efficiently with FIBA Technical Delegate, the Medical
Coordinator & Medical Doctor, and team's representatives

3.5 Course of action for the FIEA Technical Delegate:

- Heold initial meeting with the Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor, the Host National
Member Federation member and make decision on further actions based on advice given by
the Medical Council

- Inform FIBA on decided course of action

- Hold a meeting with teams’ representatives and inform them of the situation, Medical
Doctor covers all medical aspects

- Attend daily meetings with teams' representatives together with the Medical Coordinator &
Medical Doctor

- Monitor situation with hospitalised persons (if any)

- Ensure distribution of daily bulletins on the subject

- Communicate on regular basis with the Medical Doctor, the and FIBA.

- Request advice from Medical Commission via FIBA

- Organise and attend daily meetings with team delegations

- Ensure distribution of daily bulletins

- Monitor the situation and provide assistance if and when necessary (including hospital visits)

- Inform daily FIBA

- Communicate regularly and efficiently with the Medical Coordinator & Medical Doctor, the
Host National Member Federation and team s representatives

3.6 Course of action for Team delegations:

- Inform immediately the Host National Member Federation and the FIBA Technical Delegate
of any player with symptoms of infectious disease

- Strictly follow instructions of the Medical Doctor and the FIBA Technical Delegate

- Attend all meetings organised by the FIBA Technical Delegate and the Medical Doctor

- Ensure that sick persons receive appropriate medical treatment and are isolated from
healthy persons

- Moniter generic hygiene, food and drink of all members of the team delegation

- Report any signs of development of the disease



- Communicate regularly and efficiently with the FIBA Technical Delegate, the Medical
Coordinator & Medical Doctor and FIBA.

4. OTHER EMERGENCIES

The purpose of the Emergency Action Plan is to facilitate a prompt, efficient, coordinated response
in case of emergency. The plan must address not only medical emergencies, but also weather, fire,
electrical failure, criminal behaviour or other possible emergencies.

The need for timely action during an emergency cannot be overemphasised and the response
procedure to an emergency must be clearly indicated in advance to allow for timely implementation.
The key actions to be considered in advance are (but not limited to):

- Access to facilities by emergency responders (to include maps)

- Emergency supplies and resources {medical on-site facilities, ambulance support,
established contacts or agreements with emergency response agencies, location and access
procedures for needed logistical supplies in case of emergency situation)

- Maps of on- and off-site event areas and an Emergency Contact List that should include: 24-
hour telephone number, alternate contact numbers for all key emergency respense
personnel (fire brigade, police, emergency ambulance)

- ltis highly recommended to produce a Special Emergency Contingency Plan.

- Itiscritical to have memoranda of understanding in place beforehand

The procedure for reaction and action in case of any emergency is identical as in case of medical
emergency (already explained in this document). Communication between all parties is vital as well
as the clarity of information, responsibilities of all key personnel, cost implications for Host National
Member Federation, team delegations and FIBA.

The FIBA Techniczal Delegate is ultimately responsible to oversee the competition and ensure thatin
case of emergencies, hefshe has a clear line of communication with the appropriate member of staff
from the Host National Member Federation and FIBA.

5. ACTIOM PLAN IN CASE OF FATALITIES (DEATH)
In event of fatal incidents on or off the court, the following steps must be undertaken:

- Emergency Madical Team (e.g.: Red Cross) transports the body to hospital accompanied in
the ambulance by a team representative

- FIBA Technical Delegate and the Host National Member Federation Game Director follow
the ambulance to hospital

-  FIBA Technical Delegate is responsible to control the situation in the playing arena or team
hotel (until the official information is released from hospital)

- Team representative receives death certificate and informs officially the FIBA Technical
Delegate and the Host National Member Federation Game Director

- FIBA Technical Delegate informs FIBA of the fatality and any relevant details associated with
the course of death (only official information released by the medical authorities)

- Secretary General discusses communication strategy with Head of Communications and
agrees on statement

- Secretary General informs the FIBA Technical Delegate of the agreed statement and provides
additional guidelines if necessary

- Head of Communication controls the issue of official statement(s) and deals with all
potential press enquiries related to the incident

- Head of Competitions liaises with the FIBA Technical Delegate on all competition related
issues and agrees on strategy

FIBA Technical Delegate, assisted by the Host Mational Member Federation Game Director and a
Medical Doctor (if necessary) inform the team representatives and the press if present of the
incident (following agreed guidelines with the Secretary General)

B.B.A ADVERTISING BOARDS LAYOUT AND SPECIFICATIONS

D BOARD LAYOUT

The layout below illustrates advertising board system configuration, which is made up as follows:
- Positions A1, A2 and A3 - Alongside the court, in front of the scorer’s table and the team benches (Mandatory)
- Positions B - On the back line at either end of the court, adjacent to positions A1 and A3 respectively (Mandatory)
- Positions C - On the back line at either end of the court, on the side of the main camera position

The mentioned positions are applicable for both LED screens and Fixed boards or combination of both

FIBA reserves the right to adjust the positioning of the on-court branding layout.

AD BOARDS SIZE

The total length of the courtside advertising boards should measure:
- Position A (A1 + A2 + A3) — Minimum of 26 meters // Maximum of 28 meters (Mandatory positions)
- Positions B — Minimum of 6 meters // Maximum of 8 meters each (Mandatory positions)
- Positions C — Minimum of 6 meters // Maximum of 8 meters each

The mentioned sizes are applicable for both LED screens and Fixed boards or combination of both

AD BOARDS HEIGHT

The ideal height of all Ad boards (LED & Fixed) is between 80 and 90 ¢cm. The boards
should not measure more than 1 meter - This is to ensure the best visibility for all
sponsors and to maintain consistency across all FIBA Competitions. (See image for
reference)

LED BOARD QUALITY & SPECS.

High quality advertisement boards should be used across all venues, wherever possible. FIBA will review the proposed system for use in
each venue, according to the specifications.

The National Federations will be responsible to communicate the specifications for the system so that FIBA, Regional Offices and National
Federations prepare their advertisement artwork/rotations.

Once an LED board system is approved, the system or configuration should not be changed - if it is additional costs relating to resizing of
artwork may be passed to the Host team.

All LED boards and/or systems should fulfill the FIBA minimum technical specification standards. All LED suppliers should provide this
information for their products and/or confirm similar standards if different measures are used.

All LED boards and/or systems should meet the criteria in this document. SYSTEM QUALITY & SPECIFICATIONS ®

AD BOARDS CORNER

The corners of the advertising boards should be closed where possible unless for
security reasons. This is to maximize the space available to all commercial
messages displayed. This is particularly relevant to LED boards - See image on the
right for reference.

All Fixed boards must be made of robust material, be vertical rather than tilted and stand independently from props or leaning devices.
Fabric boards or those made from insubstantial materials are not permitted

The Fixed boards must have a professional printed front affixed to a framework in order to display all the commercial advertising in a
premium way.

The on-court set up is illustrated in the following diagram. NOTE the new positions of the FIBA artworks.

B.B.B COMMERCIAL MESSAGES AND ARTWORK
B.B.B.A COMMERCIAL MESSAGES

The commercial messages on the advertising boards can be used to promote products and/or
services as well as slogans / messages / campaigns / websites.

The content of the advertisements may only relate to the brand(s) / product category(s)
specified in the sponsorship agreements.

) An LED rotation may not be split time or visibility wise to display x2 different messages from
different sponsors (If additional LED rotation are required, Hosts should utilize a double
playlist)

The animation of any advertising messages on LED boards is permitted, as long as it does not
disturb the game.

FIBA reserves the right to decide if any special effects or extreme animations are considered as
a distraction to players.

The following elements should not appear in official sponsor messages / artwork on the
advertising boards:




Religious or political messages

References that are - in FIBA's opinion - racist, pornographic, sexist, war related
and/or offensive in nature

Other sports properties or events (including third party events, products projects
and/or services, merchants and/or promotional partners)

) UNLESS related to Baskethall / FIBA Events. If so, Event name / date / information
can be displayed in messaging but NO call to action (ie/ Get your tickets here) to
avoid cannibalization of FIBA promotions.

B.B.C ROTATION PLAN FOR LED BOARDS

Definitions:

) Rotations are a 15 second video designated solely to each sponsor or partner. This video
includes an individual message (static or animated), created by each sponsor. Rotation is
shown on the LED boards.

) A Sub playlist is the full sequence in which a maximum of 14 rotations can be shown before
repetition.

) Game Playlist consist of the sub-playlist on repeat the full duration of the game time ( 7he
sub-playlist is repeated every 3.5 minutes)

B.B.C.A COURT-SIDE BOARDS - SPONSORS POSITIONING

FIBA is entitled to roughly 20% of all LED and fixed advertisement
space around the court. The additional 80% is allocated for Local
Sponsaors.

The backstop unit can have the following branding visible. Both backstop units at either end of the court must be identical in branding (same logos
displayed and positioning used).

Two commercial partner/sponsors can be displayed on the backstop unit, across three positions.

Only one manufacturer can be displayed on the backstop unit, in up to two positions.

B.C.A.B LED BORRDS ON BACKSTOP UNIT ARM

The LED Boards on Backstop Unit arm are considered second tier branding.

This LED board is not bound to the same playlist regulations as the boards around the court
perimeter.

FIBA reserves the right to cap the number of brands appearing on this LED board, with 4
rotations lasting a maximum of 30 seconds.

B.C.B ON COURT STICKERS

The positions noted on the court 1-4 are where Local Sponsor logos are permitted to be displayed. The maximum dimensions are also specified.
3D stickers are permitted in 3 + 4 so long as the commercial section of the artwork abides by the maximum dimensions.

B.D.A COMMERCIAL VENUE BRANDING



In order to achieve consistency across global courts throughout the Tournaments/windows it is important that the commercial venue branding
principles are respected. The main concept is to ensure that the main camera view of the area directly behind the team benches is kept clear of
commercial branding. Where ever possible it is strongly encouraged for Hosts to use the Qualifiers branding in this position.

Commercial branding can be permitted at the higher levels behind the team benches (not immediately in view of main camera). As well as behind
the backstop units as shown in the example picture below.

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B.D.A.A BRANDING IMMEDIATELY BEHIND TEAM BENCHES

Commercial messages/branding are not permitted to be shown on LED screens or fixed boards placed immediately behind team benches.

This position could be used to show any of the following: the name of the competition (could use Position zero if LEDs), Flags of Home & Away
teams, Generic Qualifiers branding. Check pictures shown below.

If LED screens are in use, only static or very basic animations can be permitted, to avoid any visual interruptions with the main ad boards on court.
The Host NF shall seek FIBA approval in advance in case this branding position is utilized.

Substitution Cubes: it is important to note that sub cubes may only have x1 brand visible on both cubes. these are not to be sold individually to
different sponsors.

B.D.A.B SECONDARY TIER BRANDING ON TRIBUNES

Commercial messages/branding are allowed to be shown on the second tier branding positions placed in the spectators tribunes. The Host NF
could use LED screens or fixed boards as well as mix of both

The Host NF must be careful regarding FIBA guidelines while implementing the commercial messages on the second tier
branding on tribunes.

The host NF/ RO shall seek FIBA approval in advance in case this branding position is utilized.



.D.B PRODleT PLACEMENT

The placement of Local sponsors’ products within the main camera view shall seek FIBA approval in advance. Product placement requests will be
evaluated on a case by case basis only those in their natural setting will be approved. General principle is that no product placement will be
permitted at the field of play level, this includes flags and any other dressing materials relating to sponsors only.

Product placement at press conferences shall follow the press conference set up guidelines.

Specific case of Molten: Molten enjoys full product category. Therefore, no product placement is allowed that uses basketballs than Molten or
unbranded balls. This is applicable to all activations around the arena including in the spectator zones or outside of the arena.

Examples:

Field of play positions: No product placement is allowed within the field of play (including roll ups / flags) The field of play location also includes the
officials and scorer's table.

Corners / zones behind endline in camera view: No big and game unrelated product placement is allowed in the corners and the zones behind the
endlmes e.g. cars. Naturally found items only.

B.D.C OTHER SCREENS IN VENUE

B.D.C.A JUMBO SCREENS

Commercial videos can be displayed on a
jumbo screen(s) before the game, half-time,
time-out and after the game.

The exact timings should be coordinated with
the game rundown. The Jumbo Screen can
also be used for activations / fan engagement
purposes. FIBA has to approve the
activations and decide the periods pre-game,
time-outs and half-time slots for it's usage to
avoid any conflicts to the presentation of the
game(s).

Subject to local laws and regulations,
commercial messages on the jumbo screens
can promote products and/or services
(including images & illustrations) as well as
slogans / campaigns / websites.

B.D.C.B GIANT SCREENSGNBSP;

Giant LED screens or other fixed boards positioned in Camera view: Commercial messages/branding are not permitted.

The following content can be displayed:_the name of the competition (Position zero), Flags of Home & Away teams, Generic Qualifiers branding,
Spectators invited via the means of a virtual call etc.

Giant LED screens or other fixed boards not in Camera view: Commercial messages/branding can be used in addition to the name of the
competition (Position zero), Flags of Home & Away teams, Generic Qualifiers branding.

The Host NF shall seek FIBA approval in advance in case any of those branding positions are utilized.

The Host NF is solely responsible to resize messages such as FIBA Generic Qualifiers branding, or the name of the competition (Position zero
etc...at their own expense and shall seek FIBA's approval after re-sizing of any material via

The Host NF must be careful regarding FIBA guidelines while implementing the commercial messages on the second tier
branding on tribunes.

B.E SPONSORSHIP PACKAGES

The majority of on-site sponsorship rights at the Qualifiers Home Games are reserved for the Host National Federations.

The National Federations are entitled to exploit these rights in order to create or enhance sponsorship packages sold to local sponsors exclusively
with regards to the National Federation/National Team.

The National Federations have also the option to develop and sell sponsorship rights packages to local sponsors for individual home games.

FIBA, on the other hand, has the right to sell specific on-site sponsorship assets (made available at the Qualifiers games to FIBA Commercial
Affiliates) through its centralised global sponsorship programme.

B.E.A SPONSORSHIP PACKAGE DETRILS

1.PRODUCT The Host NF can pursue sponsorship agreements with local sponsors from any product category as there is no product category that is blocked by
CATEGORY FIBA (with the exception of Basketballs + Carriers - exclusive to Molten)
EXCLUSIVITY

The National Federation can grant exclusivity to local sponsors in their respective product category solely exclusively in association with the
National Federation/National Team and/or for individual home games.

In the World Cup Qualifiers Games, up to two (2) sponsors from the same product category can co-exist and hold on-site rights; For example: one

sponsor of the Host National Federation/National Team and one FIBA Global Partner,

Molten, the FIBA Partner for basketballs, basketball carriers and whistles has product category exclusivity across all Qualifiers Games. This means
no other suppliers or sponsors can be engaged to provide these products at a local level. Additional information on designation and exclusivity in

the
2.ASSQOCIATION Whether it is for a comprehensive Host National Federation/National Team sponsorship rights package or for an individual home game sponsorship
RIGHTS rights package, the Host National Federation can grant association rights to their local sponsors exclusively with regards to the Host National

Federation/National Team.

According to the sponsorship agreements, these rights may include the use ofthe Host National Federation/National Team marks, as well as
the use of an official designation (for example, Official Sponsor of the National Federation/National Team)or in the specific case of an individual
home games sponsorship rights package, (Local Sponsor or Proud Sponsor of the National Team Home Qualifiers Game).

The Host National Federation/ National Team sponsors are NOT GRANTED the right to directly associate themselves with the Qualifiers marks. Only
FIBA Commercial Affiliates are granted the association rights to the Qualifiers’ marks and the right to use an official designation in association with
the Qualifiers” marks.

3. TICKETS AND The Host National Federation has the right to provide its local sponsors with a specific number of first-category and VIP seats with access to the
VIP HOSPITALITY hospitality lounge according to the seating plan at the venue and to the sponsorship agreements.

FIBA Marketing may request tickets via the FIBA Ticket Allocation to provide it's Global Partners the possibility to attend the Qualifiers games. The
Host National Federation should plan to provide the following FIBA Ticket Allocation if requested:

- Ten (10) VIP Tickets with access to the hospitality area (if applicable)

- Forty (40) First Category Tickets

6. PHOTOGRAPHS Any players appearing within photographs and/or footage must be wearing their National Team uniform. The uniform must also feature the FIBA
& FOOTAGE competition logo.

Any usage of a FIBA National Team Competition photograph(s) and/or footage must be approved, in writing, by FIBA in advance.
Through the use of any FIBA National Team Competition photographs and/or footage, the following related rights are not extended to any third
parties:

- The use of names, logos, emblems or other trademarks or the colours of any featured FIBA National Teams in any photograph or footage used.

- The use of names, likenesses or other images of any player, coach, official or other individual participating in or otherwise connected to any
featured FIBA National Teams in any photograph or footage used.

B.F USE OF A DESIGNATION FOR MOLTEN COMPETITOR SPONSOR(S)

B.F.A GENERAL PRINCIPLES

The Basketball equipment category includes the provision of:

- Any replica basketball(s) used within the arena

- Basketballs used during on court activities or fan activities in the
commercial display area

- Basketball carts or carriers

- Referee whistles

If another, competitor supplier is or has been contracted as a Local Sponsor of the Federation, to provide other baskethall equipment (items not
listed above) and are granted rights to advertise in and around the arena, including on the LED boards, the use of an Official Designation must be
applied.
